MURDER CHARGE DISMISSED.

No Testimony to Show That Harry
Gray and John Inze Killed
Joseph Irwin.

After a trial lasting two days and com-
plited Wednesday night, Justice Krueger
vesterday dismissed the charge of mur-
der against Harry Gray and John Inze,
The men were accused of kiiling Josaph
Irwin, 8 negro, in a fight In which Minnia
Marshall, 4 negress, was the bone of con-
tention, at Fourteenth and Maln streets,
on Sunday night, August 14, llurlnn_ the
row, Jrwin was hit on the head with a
brick and =o badly injured that he died
five days later at the city hospitul. Facis
developed at the coroner's Inquest led to
the arrest of Gray and Inze upon o war-
rant sworn out by Deputy Coroner T. H,
MeNell, but at the trial It was not shown
that the men accused threw the deadly
brick.  Gray is the barkeeper at Davis
sa'oon, Elghth and Delnware, and Inze is
F smploye of Roach, Musser & Co., Twen-
ty-tirst and Walnut streets.

s, 0f Kansas City,
For years Walker was 4 cattleman and
had charge of the credit department of
the Lone Star Live Stock Commlssion Com
pany, of this city. Last July he quit the

company’'s employ, and since then has
been conducting a saloon and hotel at Ap-
Ppleton, 81, Clalr ecounty. He aulso, “
claims, deals in cattle and at one time
had 1,100 head of cholee steers in Elk
county, Kas, Early in the present month
he negotiated a loan of $20,000 from the
Tower-Doyle Live Stock Commission Com-
puny #nd gave them a chaltel morigage
on the cattle as socurity. Before payving
over the money the usual methods were
employed to guard against loss. The com-
pany’'s credlt man visited Elk county, In-
spected the cattle and on his return made
& favorable report. The money, which
Walker represented he needed to meet ob-
ligations of $15,000 incurred by the purchase
of the cattle, and $2.00 w0 place his hus-
iness in Appleton on a firm footlng, was
paid over to him and the deal was con-
sidered closed until the cattle could be
marketed &nd a settlement made, £

Becently the company’s manngers arrived
at the conclusion that they had been vie-
timized and the ¢laim is made that Walker
deceived them when he represented that
he owned the entire herd, The company de-
clares now, ufter an investigation, that
he really owned only a small portion of It

Wednesday o wartant was igssued for his
arrest and given to Deputy Marshal Cass
Weleh for service, Walker has  many
friends in Kan=s City and he was in-
formed by telegraph of the action the com-
puny had taken bLefore Welch had started
for Appleton, and he immediately made
preparations to meet it He drew  his
money, $2.000, from his local bank and has-
tened to Clinton, where he consulted his
lawyers, Camphell & Calvird, and then, ac-
companied by them, came to Kansas Uity
arriving here yestevday. The company he
i alleged to have defrauded notifed the
county marshal and Deputy Marshal Ken-
ney arrested him shortly  before Depuly
Welch returned from his frultless trip to
Clinton.
