INTRODUCTION. The history of Isracl
wad twice writ by nspired men, first
by prophets the two  bhooks of
Samuel and in the two books of Kings,

und afterward
of Chronicles, Esra, Nohemiah and Esther.
Both records mi David the central fig
ure. The prophels wrote to show the
seguences of sin, ile the priests s
1o maintain the institutions of religion

of

whith they wore the special guardians
Last quarter our lessons pertalied to tha
northern half of the kingdom, created by
the rebeilion of Jeroboum, und carrled into
perpetusl o« tivity in in, u dreary
skoteh of quity wnd disuster made by the
prophet=. This guarter we ahall be occu-
pied with solected passuges pertaining to

the southern half of the emplire, called the
kingdom of Judah, which, like its sister
monarchy, wus distined to be overthrown.
The difference between the southern and
the northern kingdom was thut the former
hud more Irequent ses=ons of reform dur-
ing which the people attuined 1o many of
the virtves and much of the colsequent
peace enjoined und promised under the Mo-
salc economy. One of those reforms will
be considered to-day.

RECTITUDE. The kingdom of Juduh
was cursed by two wicked kings, Reho-
bioam and Abijah, the first und second after
ths division of the empire. Neverthelesa,
for David's sake, God bore with their of-
fenses (1. Kings xv:2-5) and granted many
favors. During the twenty-one vears of
thelr relgn there was perpetusl war with
lsrael, in mn attempt to regaln the re-
volted tribes, resulting In o mensure of suc-
cess, 80 that the sovereigniy of Judah was
acknowledged over many clties, A new
day dawned upon the land at the death of
Abljah, who was succeeded by his son,
Am (verse 1), & man of rectitude, who,
sbandoning the wauys of father and grand-
father, did that which was right in the
sight of the Lord (verse 2). It is not ensy
1o account for the charncter of this man.

If the laws of heredity were to ba
considered, Iittle ought to have been ex-
pected. On the paternal side therz were

three generations of sin. On the maternal
Eide we know less, save that his mother
Was & patron of Ashtaroth, und therrfore,
A heathen. He s a4 rare man who breaka
away from all ihe early influences,
wirts the tendency of blood and e
and becomes & God-fearing and vallant de-
fender and promoter of righteousness,

ICONOCLAST. Fortunately, the history
does not pause with o mere reference to
the churacter of King A=a. He wis 4 man
of deeds, and he employed his high office
in mdvancing the cause of religion. He be-
Ean with the destroction of the altars and
of the strange gods that had been set up
dfverse ) during the three preoeding
reigna, undoing what Sclomon In gis later
Years began., what Rehoboam and Abliah
continued, what, in fact, had received the
royal approval for an entire generation.
¥ie even deposed his mother from the rank
‘of queen-mother—a position of great dig-
nity in the East (I. Kings {1:19), bhacause
she =t up an idol for impure orgles (L.
¥ings xvil), and he cut down and burned
her Asherah, and strewed its ashes on the
brook Kedron, just as Moses had treated
the golden calf (Ex. xxxii:2), He cut
down the groves In which worship had bean
offerad to heuthen divinities, rendering the
glaru unfit longer for the davotions that

ad been offered. He broke down the fm-
nges, or, what i= a better rendering, the
matutes, the public regulations for the
conduct of the heathen relicion.

REFORMER. Having thus overthrown
®il forms and appliances for the worship
of Lulse pods,. King A=n set himself to the
reformation or reconstruction of the -
ligious system Introduced by Moses, {e
fasued a proclamation (verse 4 calling upon
#ll the inhabitants of Judah to meek the
Yord, He desired a spiritusl return. a
turning away from the shominations. a
¥ielding of the heart in an earnest inquiry
after the God of thelr fathers. He re-
iustated the law, th the moral aend
reremonial lnw, together with all the com-
mandmente, thus touching every side of the
Jife of the people—eivil, domestle, religious,
commercial. By so0 doing he restored the
anclent order of things and made his king-
dom, so far as it was possible at that time,
the kingdom of heaven, In many ways like
the kingdom of David, his iHustrious an-
cestor. It is mo wonder that as a result
the text declares that “the kingdom was
qulet” (verse I), How could it be other-
wige? The people must have recognized
the wisdom and gooduesz of their sover
elgn, and under the wholesome laws, deliv-
ered from beaven (Ex. xx:1), justice was
secured and plenty once more ginddened all
hearts,

FROBPERITY. With the overthrow of
idciatry came, as might have been ex-
pectod, a deslre and an opportunity for in-
ternal improvements. A righteous king al-
wnil's séeks the welfare of his people, and
righteous people alwnys prosper (Matt. vi:-
2. Without difficulty Asa secured the co-
operalion of his people, who had learned
1o trust him and had come to recogmizo
the beneficent character of hi= adminis-
tration (verses 6-7). In all parts of the
dominion men set to work bullding fenced
citles  Walls, towere. gutes and bars ap-
peared with astonishing rapldity. In our
time attention would L given to rallways,
eteamships, libraries, hospitals, schools and
churches. But In that day. when war
wnz waged for aggrandizement, the first
cvoncern of a rightéecus people was security
Bgainst enemles. The times of prosperity
werq therefore employed In strengthening
fefenses, This was the order In Asa's
thought—righteousness, unity, prosperity.
protection, There was statesmanship of
the hizhest order.

LITARY. While serving God =and
g in Him, Kicg Asa did pot depend
¥ upon divine power for the nation's
{1r(|||-rllnn. That fart was apparent in the
ullding of fenved cltles. He had not learned
the new-fangled ideas of certaln modern
peuce socleties. He knew that as long us
men were under the control of evil passions
they would fight. Hence he had an army,
and an immense one it was, of which oy
soverelgn in Eurape would be proud (verse
fi. Three hundred thousand out of the
triba of Judah und nearly as many more
from: the tribe of Benjamin which had be-
come nbsorted in the kingdom of Judah®
Mighty men they weore, phyvsivally strong,

1
Futhered treasure and the general feeling
of content are used In providing the com-
forts and defenses which shall prepare for
emergencies. An army s equipped to mest
and overcome adversaries. And when ut
length the foe appears he Is met in force,
but before the battle is jolned prayer is
offered, and trust Is expressed in the
Sovereign of the world. Pietv. plenty, pro-
tection, prayer, these are the conditions,
and a glorious victory |s the result. Per-
hups this is not in all respects an ideal
for modern times, liminate the king and
Inrugurate a presddent, and the deseription
wouid be nearly complete for the besg day
of our republic. What we need first s a
revival of religion,our chief men promoting
it. Then will come all material good. Then
ought we to prepare for days of evil, And
then ought we with trust in God to mest
our foes and conquer.
