Karnival Krevre to Give It Pnsrnnt
Aext "tear at M-c- Director of

Both raradci "Well Pleaaed
With Their Diaplay-- u

A continuation of the Priests of Pallas
Association depends entirely on tlie mer-
chants of Kaiibas City, or at least upon
tho--- who are subscribers to the Priests
of Pallas fund. This was the determination
reached at a. meeting- of the directory last
night called Tor the purpose of deciding
on plans for the future The character
of tho next entertainment, if it is decided
to give another, will also rest with the
merchants.

Twelve of the fifteen, directors were pres-
ent and after transacting such business- as
remained unsettled from the last parade the
matter of future action was taken up and
discussed for two hours. While the pres-
ent directory can do nothing until the rs

make known their wWlies, various
plans w ere gone over in an Informal way
eo that in case they should be called on
to take action in the future there would
be a general understanding.

The outcome of the discussion was a de-
termination to let the subscribers settle it
and a letter will be addressed to each mer-
chant who has regularly furnished money
to the association, asking him to inform
the directory whether or not he Is In fa--

or of a continuation of the entertainments
and if so whether or not he thinks better
results would be obtained bv changing
their character. These letters will be sent
out within a few das so that In case a
majority of the subscribers are in favor
of going on with the work a new directory
may be elected and no time lost in prepar-
ing, for next J car.

The terms of the president and direct-
ors expire the first week in November, the
new directors being elected by the subscrib-
ers. Another meeting will be held next
week to receive a report of what action
tho subscribers desire taken for the fu-
ture.

Karnival Parade nt Mclit.
Tho Karnival Krcwe Association will not

go out of existence and the splendid enter-
tainment given Thursday will be followed
by another next jear that will be Us equal
Jn every respect. The only changes will be
that the parade will take place at night ad

of in the dajtlrne and will be of an
entirely different character from the one
given this j car. This was the iirst jear
the preent directory has had charge of
the work, and their complete success has
greatly encoutaged them, but they feel that
to make It a popular success next tear,
there must be a radical chance in the form
of entertainment. Plans are already being
considered which If carried out will make
Carnival week for 1KB a more enjojabla
one for visitors than even 183S was.

John F. Katon, president of tho asso-
ciation, said jesterdaj- - that the directory
had never considered the question of dis-
banding and that everj- - one could rest as-
sured that if a parade was given In 1S99

it would be on very different lines from tnat
of Thursday and would be a credit to the
association.

"We will hold a special meeting In a week
or ten da s," said Mr. Katon, "and at that
meeting plans for next jear will be dis-
cussed. At present we are doing nothing
hut winding up the business of the last pa-
rade, anl that Is plenty of work in itself.
J cannot say just what our plans are, for
nothing has been formally discussed jet,
but if we remain in existence, and I do
not know why we should not. we will try
and eclipse our present effort. The lower
parade is, of course, an auxiliary of the
Karnival Krewe. and its continuance de-
pends on tho continued existence of tho
krewe. If we have one entertainment wo
will have both." .

W. M. Fedcrmann, who is a member or
the light committee of tho Krewe. stated
that while the directorj found plenty cf
hard work to do In petting up a parado
it was willing to try It again. "There Is
one thing 1 feel certain of, though." said
Mr Federmann, "and that Is next jear
there will be but one association In Kan-m- s

Citj. One of our greatest troubles in
Murlng funds for the parade' arose from
the fact that merchants were asked to
tontnbutc to two associations A solicit-
ing committee that represented the whole
tiling would not only get as much money
as two committees but would find It eas-
ier work getting it. There is a growing
feeling that one association is enough and
that will be the outcome by the time we
are ready to go to work again. This as-

sociation will decide on the form of en-

tertainment to be given and will make It
not onlj different from former exhibitions,
but of .1 character that will draw tho
largest crowds."

Director Arc Enthnslnntlc.
W. S. Webb, a member of tho Krewe

finance committee, said:
"There has been no thought of the abin-dorme- nt

of the Karnival Krewe Associa-
tion The directors are ready to go right
ca with their work and make-eac- jtar's
entertainment a better one than the form-c- -.

Of course. It depends entirely on what
the merchants desire. We act simply as
their agents and if they do not care to
have an annual entertainment, then it
will be dropped, but if it Is left to the Kar-
nival Krtwc directors, we will most

hae another entertainment next
jear. Onlj it will be at night. Instead of
In the dajtlme.

"We had considered the Idea of having
our parade at night this jear, but were
a little afraid to risk It because thero
has alw-aj-s been a disturbance Carnival
niche. This tear there was perfect order.

The marriage
ceremony was performed bj-- Justice Walls
without the knowledge of the parents of
either of the joung people. After he had
pronounced them man and wife and given
them his blessing, the bride returned to
her homo in Graj stone Heights, Kansas
City, Kas., and Jackson devoted his time
to his paintpot and brush

Last Tuesday morning Albert Dojle, the
bride's father, who Is a foreman in the Mil-
waukee repair shops, read In The Journal
the announcement that his daughter and
Jackson had secured a mirriage Hcenso
and he immediately demanded an explm-atio- n.

CORONATION OATHS.

Solemn Promises 3Iude hj Rulers of
Different Lands on Ascending

the Throne.
From the London Mall

On September C the coronation of Queen
Wllhelmlna. of Holland occurred, when she
took the following oath:

"I swear to the people of the Netherlands
to alwajs maintain and observe the con-
stitution of the kingdom. I swear to de-

fend and preserve with all my power the
independence and integrity of the territory
of the kingdom, to protect the public andprivate llbertj-- and the rights of all

and to cmploj- - for the mainte-
nance and progress of public and private
prosperity all the means which the laws-ma-

place at my disposal, as a good queen
ought to do. So help me God "

Before the king of Belgium takes posses-
sion of the throne lie swears in the pres-
ence of the united chambers "to observe
the constitution and the laws of the Bel-gian people, to maintain the national inde-pendence and the integrity of the terri-tory"

The king of Denmark, In the presence ofthe council of state, swears to observe In-
violably the constitution of the kingdom.
And the king of Italj. before the assem-
bled chambers, swears to observe lojalK
the present constitution.

In Portugal the sovereign's oath is- - "Iswear to be faithful to the Catholic, apos-
tolic and Roman religion; to preserve theintegrity of the kingdom; to observe, andcause to be observed, the political consti-
tution of the Portuguese nation, the otherlaws of the nation, and to provide for thegeneral good of the kingdom, to the bestof mj abilitj."

"I promise and swear to govern the king-
dom of Norway in conformity with theconstitution and the I iws. So help me God
