CAUSES LARGE LOSSES

1ELLOW FEVER QUARA.T1E IN
fcOLTH I.NJURES UMI.ItOVDS.

Illiiiiilx Central Snffersi Most, but All
Southern Lines More or Lenn Af-

fected General Rnil-rnn- d
Nevvx.

NEW ORLEANS. Oct. 0 -(- Special ) It is
estimated that the Illinois Centra' railroad
is losing $13,000 a day on its Southern busi-
ness, as a result of the stringent jellovv
fever quarantine which has completelj-- tied
up the Yazoo and Mississippi Vallej- - divis-
ion and has badlj- - hampered all traffic on
the main line, taking off all the passenger
trains, save the double through vestibule
service. This means that the companj-I- s

dropping about $3ti0 0u) I er month on ac-
count of the fever scare. The situation here
is verj- - serious with the railroads, more so
than with nnj-- other line of Investment and
a more erious question than the fever it-
self, which la very mild and practicallj- - ot
no effect.

Other railroads running into New Orleans
are hampered much the same waj. Everj
line getting trains in and out of the citj-- at
all is compelled to maintain relij- - stations,
letting a crew ot men take the trains outa short distance, where other crews thathave not been exposed to infection takethem up and carry them on.

The great Southern Pacitic sjstem can
not take a passenger out of New Orlp.ins
either to local points or to California cities,as the state of Texas will not allow rs

from this city to even pass through
that state. The Texas & Pacific road isdoing no passenger business at all, all thetrains being held up, save one operating
out a distance of tortj-- miles, to carry
malls, etc.

The Louisville Sz Nashville has but onethough passenger train in and out of thecitj-- a daj, whereas it formerly operated
about ten. A local coa-- t train departsevery afternoon and returns in the morn-
ing.

On tho Queen & Crescent things are badly
tied up. The through train for Cincinnati
and New York gets out every evening andreturns of a forenoon, but the cars go
through Alabama and Mississippi locked
for fear a passenger will get his heaJ out.Passenger coaches on all the roaA are
locked tight after leaving the New- - Or-
leans depot, until they get through the
states of Alabama, Mississippi, parts of
Tennessee and Texas.

SHOWING MADEBY SANTA FE.
CompnrlHou of Earnings Per Mile of

Santa I"c nnd orther
Pacific-- .

The last annual reports of the Atchison,
Topeka & Santa Fe and Northern Pacific
roads have attracted considerable attention
in railwaj-- and financial circles, and a good
manj comparisons have been made between
tho earnings shown bj" the two companies.
Tho Railway Review takes up the subject
in an article which claims that a proper
analjsis of the two reports puts the earn-
ing'' of the Santa re in a more favorable
light than somo writers have stated. The
gross earnings per mile of the two roads
for last j ear were: Northern Pacific,
$3,2S."i 00. and Santa Fe. $5,645 Z: operating
expenses. Northern Pacific, $2.476 77; Santa
Fe. $4,103 ST, leaving as net earnings. North-
ern Pacific, $2,oOS G3, and Santa Fe, $1,541 ri.
Operating expenses are, however, a varia-
ble quantity, nnd an analjsis of then
shows that while the Northern Pacific ex-
pended $700 per mile for the maintenancs
of roadway and structures, and $0S4 for
the maintenance of equipment, the Santa
Fo expended $1,192 per mile for the main-
tenance ot roadwaj-- and structures, and $G71
per mile for the maintenance of equipment

The meaning ot this difference may be
appreciated from the fact that the latest
returns of sl of the largest Western roads
show an average expenditure for roidwavs
and structures of $650 a mile, and for equip-
ment, $343 These figures bear out the
claims' of the officials of the Santa Fe that
thej- - are putting the propertj-- into the
best possible condition for economical op-

eration.

Texnn Rnllrond Commission Compel
the Tcxna-Mexiv- ltnllvvn to

Keep General Office In Texas.
The railroad commission has been notified

bj-- the Texas Mexican Railway Companj-tha- t

hereafter general offices of that road
will be maintained at Laredo, Tex. This
road is owned and has heretofore been
operated as a part ot the Mexican National
railroad sjstem, the general offices of
which are located in the City of Mexico.
Under the Texas law, every road in Texas
must maintain general offices in the state.
An expert for the commission recently dis-
covered that this law was being violated bv
the Texas-Mexica- n road.and suit was about
to be filed for the forfeiture of that com-panj- 's

charter when notice was given that
the law-- is to be observed hereafter. The
establishment of general offices at Laredo
will necessitate the emplojment of a large
office force in the different departments.

MEXICAN CENTRAL EXTENSION.

A Branch to He Hullt Connecting the

Louis Kingman, chief engineer of the

Mexican Central railroad, has gone to
Boston, Mass., where he will confer with
President A. A. Robinson and directors ot
the coippany, with reference to the im-
mediate construction of n new branch ot
that sjstem from Guadalajara to the Pa-
cific coast. Before leaving there, Mr. King-
man stated that the road would be builtvery rapidly when the construction is once
commenced. Its route will be over theSierra Madres, passing through the towns
of Zapotlan, S ljula and Colima. The Mex-
ican Central company has purchased the
read owned bj-- the Mexican National Con-
struction Companj-- , running from Colimato the coast.

found them and did th beat he could with tho ma
terfal furnished If they were incompttent. the
blamo thould rest with th governors who furnished
them and not on the Burgeon general who was forted
to accept them. In many cases these appointments
were not made on account of the knowledge hey
possessed of the duties they were tailed to perfonn,
but to a "political pull with the governors of th. tr
states In this state Appointments were laregly due
to a belief In a particular financial nostrum advo-
cated by the governor TMa in tquall true of
two of our neighboring states "iou bfmply had to
beliee that the flat of government was tupcrior to
the fiat of Gel, anl the use of a printing pres was
the roal road to wealth, and in one of them that

politics and political methods Who Is to blame?

alry left La Orange. Tenn April 16, 1S63, In light
marching order (which means no camp equipage),
and made w hat is know n as tho Grearson raid
through Central Mississippi and Louisiana. We ar-

rived In Baton Rouge, La , on Ma 2, 1SS3 Our ra-
tions gave out on the fifth dav and the balance of
the sixteen days we lived on what we could find.
After a few days' ret we were ordered to Join Gen-
eral Banks at the siege of Port Hudson After Its
surrender, July 8. 1SS3, we were ordered north to
Memphis, where we arrived July ZZ 1SC3. From
the day we left La Grange. Tenn , until we came
back to Memphis we neier had a tent of an,, kind
Over three months, yet there was no complaint. Thii
Is a longer time than the war w.ih Spain lasted that
we had no tents The writer with many others con-
tracted "break bone fever" In the trenches during
the siege of the fort When the regiment was or-

dered North the sick begged to be taken along with
the command We were transported north on a Mis-
sissippi steamer, our horses occupying the lower
deck and the men occu ing the upper one or any
where the could find a vacant place The sick
were ghen the shady side of the deck and when the
sun got around thoe that were too III to move them-
selves were carried In the Ehade t their compan-
ions. We received what medical attention our sur-
geons could gUe us with the limited means they
had They had no delicacies that sick men could
eat to give us Our rations were the regulation ones
of coffer, hardtack, and bacon. If a man was too
elck to cat that he simply had to go without. There
were several hundred of us on board and no place
we could cook our bacon, so. If it were eaten, it
had to be eaten raw, for there were no facilities for
cooking It, for sitk or well. We were permitted to
go to the boiler on the boat and get hot water from
a stopcock with which to make our coffee. There
was a cook room, but that was ued by the regular
cook of the bait to supply the cabin passengers
There was no cooking allowed there for the sick. The
water we had to drink was from the river, and as It
was the latter rart of July It was warm, fall of
mud, and contained enough hair from the dead
mules Coating downstream to make ery good plas-
tering material It was the best that could be had
under the circumstances and there was very little
complaint. When we reached Mcksburg a few hun-
dred pounds of ice was put on board. Not for the
sick, but the barroom and cabin passengers On
seeing tbe ice I gae a colored steward 2 (all the
money I had) to parloln a piece for me There was
possibly a couple of pounds of it. This I held in my
feter parched hands and to my lips until it melted
This was one of the few times In my life that I got
the full value of my monev. The men on these
transports coming from Cuba were not as long on
board as we were and were under shelter and had
cots to He on, while we had (he toft side of the pine
deck or our downy couch, under a broiling July
sun I do not speak or these things as pleasant rem-
iniscences, but because the are the necesary and
unavoidable conditions of war. To their laning honor
be it said this clamor does not com from Southern
men or Southern papers but largely from those states
where the majority Idea as to commercial honesty
ls decidedly nebulous. In the testimony of the grim
old Southern soldier who saved the da at Santiaa
there was no complaint or criticism before the com-
mission of Investigation He simply stated In Ms
modest way that the conditions were the natural
ones ot actual war. That there were some mistakes
he did not deny but, as he. said, under the circum-
stances they were unavoidable and as soon as they
were discovered they were rectified General Lee
says the same The testimony of these real sol-

diers Is In sharp contract to those ot the "tin" va-
riety A medical irentleraan In a recent article In
the New "ork Medical Record puts It terselj In this
wis "Tbe volunteer spirit of insubordination and
lack of discipline (fostered by newpapers and wom-
en) have led to evils in the present war such as the
making of jerTect babies out of our men who are
supposed to be and ar utter subversion of
discipline, which, on account of association. It may
take even the regular arnv a long time to recover
from "

Any real soldier can readily understand this. The
parties who are trying to create trouble for the ad-
ministration are much like the young Iawer who
had his flrn case in court. After the testimony was
all In he saw he had no case In Ms extremity he
turned to an old lawyer and said "What shall I do
I have no caa " Do" replied the old lawyer
"Don't you know what to do In such a case' "No "
replied the young lawyer Why all there is to do
and all you can do Is to abuse your opponent's cli-

ent " This opposition element that Is making this
great outcrj anl resorting to every kind of abue
of those in authority have no case before the peorle.
Their case was thrown out of court two years ago,
and thrown hard and as they have no standing be-

fore the bar of public opinion they reort to abuse ot
the administration To finally sum up what docs
all this clamor amount to implv this It Is a
well unlerstood thing In this countrj that It Is
merelj campaign buncombe to draw the people's at-

tention away from the real Issue, but in tho ejes
of the whole civilized world we have belittled our-
selves and have ben robbei cf the leeitlmate fruits

Polities or Ignorance.
To The JournaL

To every old soldier who served on either side dur-
ing our civil war and by the term of "old soldier"
I wish it distinctly understood that I mean old in
length ot service the strictures made upon certain
prominent o SI cere of the war department. In holding
them directly responsible for the casualties that oc-

curred in camp and field during the short, breathless
campaign against the too easily conquered Spaniard,
seem to partake of either one of two features a de-

sire and intent to create political effect, or an un-
pardonable Ignorance of the conditions which hamper
and annul the efficiency of our entire volunteer serv-
ice.

The writer ot this letter claims that his personal
experience of three and one-ha- lf years active service
during the civil war. and seven months hot cam-
paign against the Indians in 67 and '69, entitle him
to speak by the card.

The conditions existing then In the volunteer army
were relatively the same as have now given occasion
to alt this furore and prejudiced comment.

It takes one year's service for the average Ameri-
can volunteer soldier to learn how to take care of
hlmelt In field and In camp To submit to disci-
pline, to care for his clothes, to prepare in the most
palatable form his ration, and to look after his sani-
tary surroundings, are lessons not learned In a short
six months' service.

How much more are the conditions aggravated when
the field. line and staff officers are as ignorant, if not
more so. than he Is The guide that the volunteer
should have In his o filer Is wanting, and both are
compelled to learn through object jessons given by
each other in their daily misfortunes

The fault is with the system, not the man, and the
remedy can be found by removing the cause

In this complex government for complex it Is In
spite of the cant as to our republican simplicity it Is
childish to hold up for public condemnation, and fix
the responsibility therefor, upon a few officials at
Washlrgton for the misfortunes that must come as
sure as fate to a volunteer soldiery, whose cTlcers.
from colonel to second lieutenant, are appointed by a
governor of a state, himself Ignorant alike of the
requirements cf the service and tbe duties ot a sol-

dier and whose sole demands from the appointee are
a subservience to political rule and a ready truckling
to the local political bos.

This is the key to the whole situation: Either edu-
cate and make your soldier ready at all times for all
emergencies or reconstruct the entire volunteer sys-
tem by taking away from the political governor his
appointive power and place It where it now Is for all
officers of the regular army, making merit and ex-

perience the absolute essentials.
At the present time there are more than enough

old. experienced veterans In every state and territory
In the Union, qualified by experience and age. to
have officered every volunteer regiment called into
service, who were willing row, as they were thirty
odd yean ago, to rffer their services. Had our politi-
cal governors availed themselves of this ready made
material, no such screed against Washington would
have filled the land

There can be no effect without a cause, there would
then have been no caue. as the veteran would have
educated his Ignorant volunteer In the ways and
means of avoiding the pitfalls Incident to camp life
and given his personal attention to the execution ot
his orders

The man who thinks the life cf a soldier a contin-
ued dress parade Is unfit fo command and much less
fit to criticise the conl'uons which must necessarily
exist among soldiers so unfortunately commanded.

Take, for Instance, two reglnents of infantry, oe
commanded, from colonel down lo the lowest subal
tern, by seasoned oHcers of the regular or ex-

perienced veterans of the civil war the other regi-
ment cfleered (I will not say commanded) by men
green from civil life, appointed bj a governor whose
sole thought In maklne his appointments was to re-

ward his political strikers Fiace the regiments In
camp alongside and. all other thlncs being equal.
what Is the condition cf each at the end of thirty
dav a

In the camp of the regulars the streets are as clean
as our Main street before a Flower parade, the tents,
fioored, ditched and dry of men. as well as cScers
are as spick and span as a house on Troost avenue af-
ter Its annual springs overhauling blankets and cloth-
ing aired and odorlrs as when Issued hv the quarter-
master offal and gnrbage removed, burned or burled
water as uncontamlnated as on the day In which they
pitched their tents sinks with their novlous and
disease producing odor dally covered with eirth.
