A new book by Mrs. Gertrude Atherton

has become on event among her growing
audience of admirers. The Irrepressible
among writers are those who usually make
a success, and Mrs. Atherton is profoundly
aware that time Is slipping from under
the feet of the world. Her new book,
"The Californian," is a social study of life
on tho Pacific coast or, more particularly,
among the more exclusive members of San

and it duly becomes a life-li-ne wherewith

few places in the book where the authoreeems to become naughty for the sake of
being naughty and not from any artisticexigencies, and there are many times when
fche has herself in view and cannot sup-
press the ego: but the book shows her
remarkable ability to relate a story and
lias all the strong qualities that usually
mnke sucoess a foregone conclusion. Mrs.
Atherton takes advantage of a convenient
opportunity and very politically savs thatJlenry James and William Dean Howellsore geniuses of the first water or words
to that effect. The story Is very convinc-
ing, the characters have real blue blooddancinp through their veins, and the In-
terest is unflagging from beginning to end.

A Voice of Western America.
Mr. J. A. Altsheler has written a

romance, "A' Herald of the
West," In which the hero is supposed to
xpeak with the feelings of a Western Amer-
ican during tho early part of the present
century. The author's brilliant success in
this country and in England as a writer of
American historical romances will direct
especial attention to his new book, which
umbodit-- his most ambitious work. He
opens with some most interesting pictures
of social life and political conditions in
Washington just before the war of 1S12. and
later the reader gains an insight into the
contemporary Iifo of Philadelphia, New
York and Boston. The passages dealing
with the war itself include singularly vivid
and dramatic accounts of the capture of
Washington by the British, and the battle
of New Orleans, both noteworthy contribu-
tions to American literature.

Another feature of tho book is the adroit
delimitation of views between the East and
the West of that time, and the character-isration- s

ot sentiment in New England. The
cinn- - moves hrlsklv. and it is told with
fine spirit and humor.

Henry M. Stanley, the African explorer,
has written out the story of "My First
Fight In the Jungle," and has given the
manuscript to the Ladles' Home Jour-
nal, which will publish It in the next
number.

A charming story by Mr. Henry James,
called "The Awkward Age," will be pub-
lished serially in Harper's Weekly, begin-
ning with the October 1 number. It is a
story of strikingly interesting and peculiar
characteristics of London society.

"The Chance of tho Unknown Writer" is
discussed in "The Writer" (Boston), for
October by Ruth Hall, who relates personal
experiences and gives noteworthy facts
that have como under her observation. In
an editorial on the same subject, the editor
of the Writer shows conclusively that if
a "literary ring" really does exist it does
not give its members the advantage of
frequent publication, and that, instead of
its being difficult for a new writer to get
Into the leading magazines, new writers
write the greater part of them.

Apropos ot Mr. I. Zangwill, the Book-
man has obtained his permission to print
tho following letter:

Y'our request to Rive the readers ot tho
Jewish Chronicle some Information about
tho rise and progress of the little town of
Zangwill, reached me in Kansas City. The
little town is situate on a ranch in Okla-
homa Territory.

It Is fourteen miles from a railroad town,
and is surrounded by alternating bodies of
land covered by heavy forest trees and
Kfiitt(fni rnllini? nrairie lands.

Up to September 16, 1S93, the land upon
which Zangwill stands was known as the
Cherokee Outlet, or "Cherokee Strip," and
was the home of the Indian and nil that
that Implies. Now the whole country Is
thicklv settled by" farmers and stockmen.

Zangwill is 310 miles southwest of Kansas
City, and twenty-fo- ur miles from Enid,
tha county seat of government, of which
another brother of mine is the .court judge.

I have five brothers and one sister, all of
whom nre very great admirers of Mr.
Zangwill's works. When we were delib-
erating upon a name for our town, I sug-

gested "Zangwill." and my sister at once
declared that Zangwill it should be, and all
the boys approved. And so we adopted
tlve name because of all the living writers
we enjoy Mr. Zangwill's writings the most.

There are several hundred patrons of the
postoiiice. and I feel sure it would only
have amused Mr. Zangwill if he could have
heard the questions the "natives" (I mean
the "urbanites'M asked; and the ridiculous
ways in which they first spelled the name.
Somo complained because we could not
find some Christian and American to honor
(7). etc.. etc.

I do not know if this Is what you want,
but I assure you it has been a pleasure to
me to answer nnd endeavor to comply with
ycur request. We are Bohemians and di-

lettantes over here and cannot write a let-
ter.

Major H. A. Newman, of Moberly, Mo.,

was at the Centropolls hotel last night on
his way homo from Odessa, where he been
to attend the Confederate veterans' re-

union.
Major Newman is frequently In demand

to address Democratic meetings, apropos
of which his friends tell a good story at
his expense. He was invited to addrass a
gathering in a small town in Linn county,
and as tobacco raising- is one of the chief
industries there, he went prepared to talk
on a subject he thought would interest
everyone.

When he ascended the platform he pulled
from his pocket a big twist of native to-
bacco which he informed the audience he
raised himself. He drew a strong picture
of his toil and suffering, spoke of the heat
ho had endured, of the early hour he had
to rise In order to keep his crop free from
weeds and worms, and finished by declar-
ing that notwithstanding all he had to en-
dure he was proud to be numbered among
tho agriculturists of Missouri who raised
tobacco.

The crowd listened In stolid indifference to
the major's speech, there was no sign of
approval or disapproval, and ho sat down
feeling that he had made a complete fail-
ure of it

Later in tho evening ho asked its chair,
man what the trouble was, and that in-
dividual replied:

"Oh, we folks on the platform enjoyed
your speech first rate, but the audience
was composed of Germans and they could
not understand what you said."

A few days later a friend who was to
address another Democratic meeting asked
him for the loan of his twist of tobacco, as
he thought it was a good scheme and was
sure to make a hit

"Get one where I got mine," replied the
major.

"Where was that?"
"At the tobacco store, down on the cor-

ner, I paid 10 cents for it"
