moie than a generation, the United
States sounded the call to arms. The ban-

ners of war weie unfurled; the best anl
bravest from every section responded, n

mightj army was rroIUd; the North and
South vied with nch other In patriotic
devotion, stl-n- ee was invoked to furnish
its mot effective weapons, factories were
rushed to supplj equipment: the jouth and
the veterans joined in freely offering their
services to their eountrj. volunteers and
regulars and all the people rallied to the
support of the republic. There was no
break in the line, no halt in the marcli,
no fear In the heart, no resistance to the
patr'otie impul-- e at home, no successful
resistant e to the patriotic spirit of the
troops fighting In distant waters or on a
foreign shore.

"What a wonderful experience it Ins
been from the standpoint of pitrlotism
and the bioke sud- - ''" ', "" ,"
denlv that It was here almost before we
realized It. Our navj was too small though
forceful with its moO'rn equipment anl
most fortunnte III its trained oilleers ard
sailors. Our armv lmd jears ago bc-"- ti

reduced to a peace fooling. We hid onlj
19.0uo available troops when the war was
declared, but the account which officers
and men gave of themelvcs on the battle-
fields has never been surpassed. The man-

hood was there and everywhere. Ameri-
can patriotism was there and Its resources
were limitless The courageous ana invin-
cible "Tiirit of the people proved glorious,
and those who. a little more than a third
ot a centurj ago were divided and at war
with each other, were again united under
he hole standard of libertj. Patriotism

banished party feeling, ,0"00W for the
national defene was appropriated without
debate or division, as a matter of course,
and as only a mere indication of our
might j-- reserve power.

"But if this is true of the beginning ot

the war. what shall we sav-- of it now,
with hostilities suspended and peace near
at hand, as we fervently hope- - Matchless
In its result- -, unequaled m Us complete-

ness, and the quick succession with which
victory follow vlctorv. attained earlier
than it was believed to be pcwlble: so
comprehensive in its weei that everj
thoughtful mnn feel- - the weight of re-

sponsibility which has been so siiddenlj
thruH upon us. And, above all. and bejord
all. the valor of the American army and
the bravery of the American navj and
the majely of the American mine stand
forth in unsullied glorj. while tne numaii-It- y

of our purposes and the magnanlmitj
or our conduct have given war. alwaj3
horrible, touches of noble gentrositj-- .

Christian Fjmpathy and charitj-- . and ex-

amples of human grandeur whlclu an never
be Ion to mankind. Fa'-lo- n anu uuierncsa
formed no part, or our Impe-llir- motive,
and It is gratifjing to feel that humanity
triumphed at every step of the war s prog
ress.

"The eroes of Manila and Sintiago and
Porto Rico have made immoital hitorv.
They are worthy succcsors and descena-ant- s

of Washington and Greene; of Paul
Jones and Decatur, and Hull, and of Grant,
Sherman. Sheridan and I.ogan: ot Uarru-gu- t.

Porter and Cushlng, and of Lee, Jack-
son and Longtreet.

"New names stand out on the honor
roll of the. nation's great men. und with
them, unnamed, stand the heroes of the
trenches and the forecastle, invincible in
battle and uncomplaining in death. The
intelligent, loval. indomitablo soldier and
allor and marine, regular and volunteer,

are entitled to equnl pmlse as having done
their whole dutj. whethei at home or un
der the bnptlsm ot foreign lire.

"Who will dim the splendor of their
achievements" Who will withhold from
them their earned distinction? Who will
Intrude" detraction at this time to belittle

The inspiring conclusion of the president
address was the sign for a scene of wild
acclamation. Bowing and smiling to the
crowd of hU enthusiastic constituents the
president sat down and gave waj-- to Post-
master General Charles Hmorj fcmlth.

er, smitn's reception was almost as tiat-- tt

ring as that given to the president. He
epoke hrleflj along lines similar to those
followed bv his chief, dwelling nartleularlv
upon the magnitude of the exposition and
thi marvelous energj- - and genius wh.ch the

I Tcat Wtfl had devoted to its consumma--
tion He ali commended In strong terms
tile war nolle Of President McKInlev. and
spoke of him as bnc of the greatest figures
In modern American h!iorj.

Alter the potmater general had conclud-
ed the surging throng of humanitj around
the platform clamored for more.
