She con-
tinued to glve milk up to July 20, 1808
After the birth of the calves she guve gul-
filnest milk 1o ralee ull of them up to wean-
ing time, Exhibition at many falrs had o
tendency to decreaze the flow of milk, but
the cow proved herself n wonderfnl milk-
er. Throughout the winter the calves had
a light feed of graln, and at 364 days of age
the combined welght of the four wus 1,580
pounds, there bolng net 10 pounds differenc s
in thelr individonl welghts. At present
they welgh just about 2,000 pounds and are
us large us the average yvoarling. So near
allke are they in all particulars that even

those who are best acquainled with them
cannot tell one from unotler. In color they
nre a lHght red, yelllowish shade, each hav-
ing enly a little white spot on the helly
with ng other marks, and never did four
animals have features and disposition
more nearly alike.
