"Dawson City Is a great place to live,"
said Miss Kelley yesterday. "Civilization
Is a bore after the absolute freedom of the
Klondike town. There everyone stands for
Just what he is. There are no shams, no
affectation.. Everybody knows everybody
eine In the whole district, and when the
mall comes we all trade news. A man's
word ls'iill that is necessary in Dawson.
If his word Isn't goodwills note isn't, and
men who" were trusted could borrow $20,00
without giving tho slightest security.

"Better order was always observed be-

fore we had a police system than after, be-

cause men escape the law, but they can
never escape a miners' vigilance committee.
Killing a dog was capital offense, for a
dog is worth two men, as far as working
capacity Is concerned.

"Society flourishes pretty well In Dawson
City." Miss Kelley continued. "You see
there are so many fine men. and then just
enough girls to make things interesting.
There were men from Yale. Harvard, I.e-vla-

Stunford and other colleges, and they
were lcnt on having a good time. Every
two or three weeks we had a dance at our
camp. The people from the next camp
always came to our hops and so we went
to theirs. There were so many fine guitar
and mandolin players that we never lacked
lor music . You'd be surprised at the
amount of musical talent we had there.

"As for costumes at the hops, well, you
could see anything, from a full dress Milt
to a sweater and overalls. The women
wore fancy waists. A woman came over
the ice In the winter with a lot of fancy
waists to sell. I cot first cnoice, and se-

cured a white chiffon. Ynu can imagine
how funny a white chiffon would look
In such primitive surroundings.

"I entertained a great deal In my cabin.

It is a great country for people to make
all day calls. We had canned goods. Jot
refreshments, and we whlled the time away
with whist, cnbbjgc and music.

It was built of
logs and the cracks tilled in with caribou
moss. One window had a pane of glass
in it, but the other was made of a row
of uott)ets tilted together. W had stoves
for warmth and candles and lamps for
lights.

pent 'Nigger Jim' to take me. I presume
that's how the story started.

Two of the young miners came down on
the same boat with me to San Francisco
last month.

We are prettv
tough looking when wo reach there, .mil
wo are rather unucd to society etiquette.

Will depositors of the defunct Karsas

City Safe Deposit and Savings bank ever
be paid any more of their money than the
5 per rent already paid? Hundreds if
them are asking themselves this question.
Howard M Holden, the assignee, says a
dividend may be expected "soon."

"We hope to be ready for another divi-
dend soon." said Mr. Holden yesterday.

"How soon?" t
"Well, I can't say exactly. Collections

are slow. We're doing all we can. but the
fact is, the assets are mostly worthless.
They had been subjected to hydraulic pros-ur- e

by the officers of the bank and every-
thing squeezed out of them before they
were turned over to me."

According to a report made by Mr. Hol-
den to Judge Slover. in February, ISO", but
$231,855 had been realized out of assets ap-
praised at $2,044,217, although the bank
failed In lbffi. which speaks forcibly for ilia
rotten condition of the institution, foi
which the assignee is not resiwnsible.

This snail-lik- e pace, howevei. is not so
discouraging, depositors say. as the fact
that the expenditures are eating up the
receipts almost as fast as they come In.
Bv the report just referred to. only JS4.v20.41
was paid to depositors out of a total dis.
bursement of $24G,!isS.2:t. Such Items a th
following appear in the list of sums paid
out:

On the item of rent alone one-four- th as
much was paid out as was paid to de-

positors in the four years intervening be-

tween the failure and the date of the re
port. These items, ot course, were an ap-
proved bv Judge Slover. The assignee Is
answerable directly to him, not only for
all expenditures blit for the rapidity with
which the affairs of the long-defun- lank
are wound up. It is by Judge Slover's
order that each step of the assignee is
taken. It Is In the power of the court not
onlv to expedite the closing up of the
bank's business, but to cut down and reg-
ulate all expenditures and fees.

The assignee now pays but f.'iO a month
rent. Complaints are frequent and loud at
the large allowances made by the court to
Mr. Holden. The item of J23.31S for "ex-
penses of assignee's office," cavers only
the two years from IS!."; to 1SD7.

Mr. Holden said yesterday tint large
Bums had been paid out to protect uroperty
of the estate and that this Is what any
business man would do. Ho said that a
great ileal of property was saved In this
way that would otherwise have been totally
lost to the depositors.

"Tho bank was a perfect shell." ho said,
"and it is not the fault of the assignee that
property cannot bo lealized on faster tnan
Is lHlng done. The fixed charges of the
estate are not over J1.S00 a year and I. as
assignee, receive a percentage, not a fixed
allowance. No defunct bank's affairs were
over settled up with so little expense as
this in view ot the condition of the assets.
Every step I have taken has been on the
advice of eminent counsel and I am pro-
tecting the depositors in every way possi-
ble."

HAD ASTRANGE DISEASE

WHY THE BODY OF MICHAEL KELLY
"WAS STOLEN.

Grave in Ail the fVinelerie Were
Examined Yesterday, hut No

Evidence of Disturbance
i

"Were Discovered.

There were no new developments yester-
day in the Kelly grave robbery caw. The
police are making a thorough investigation
of the case and further disclosures may bo
made. However, the authorities have little
hope of being able to recover the body of
Michael Kelly or obtain information that
will load to the apprehension of the

It mi" learned yesterday that Kelly had
been sick for some time prior to his death.
During hi illness he was treated at the
city hospital and a number of medical in-

stitutes about town. Although consump-
tion was supposed to have caused his
death, he was-- really suffering from a
strange disease that babied the skill of
physicians who treated him. This disease
he eontrnited while employed at the gas
works. Physicians and medical students
became interested in the ease. When Kel-
ly died and his body was bulled in Mount
St. Mary's ctinetcry, the fact was known
to many who had become interested in the
ease.

Detective Andy O'Hare, who has had con-

siderable experience in grave robbery
cases, went out to Mount St. Mary's yes-

terday and closely examined all of the new-mad-
e

graves in the burying ground. He
says that not' another grave in that ceme-
tery was robbed. O'Hare received requests
from at least a dozen different persons yes-
terday to examine the graves ot relatives
in Mount St. Mary's. No graves were
opened, however, and none will be dis-
turbed unless further evidence ot the work
of ghouls comes to light.

Detective O'Hare says the grave or
Michael Kelly was opened a few hours aft-
er his remains had been laid to rest. His
funeral occurred one week ago last Sun-
day. At a late- - hour that night a drizzling
rain pet in and continued until after day-
break tho following morning. O'Hare says
Kcllv's body was stolon before the rain
storm set in. The rain Is what caused the
coarse dirt in the grave to sink almost to
a level witli the ground. The dirt at the
head of the grave was still moist when
0"Hare went out to examine the surround-
ings yepterday.

New made graves in all of the cemeteries
of Kansas City were examined yesterday
and no further evidence of the work of
ghouls was discovered. Chief Hayes be-

lieves that Kelly's body was the only one
stolen from Mount St. Mary's cemetery. It
was taken because Kelly died from a
strange disease. There is no hope on the
part of tho widow that the remains of her
husband will be recovered. Wherever the
body is, it lias doubtless been mutilated

,.ty. till; reason It will bo next to im
possible to obtain evidence that will lead
to the apprehension of the culprits who
desecrated Michael Kelly's grave.

Tho Kansas City Anatomical Society has
thirty-eig- ht bodies for distribution among
tho medical colleges of this city. Detective
O'Hare was invited by the president of the
society to view the subjects it has on hand.
Michael Kelly's body was not among them.
The police are now satisfied that Kelly's
body was shipped to some outlde medical
institute.

CRIPPLED NELL" IS DEAD.

A Wnyvrnril "Woman Seek Ret In n
Suicide's Grave While in a De- -

Npnnclent 31nid.
Nellie Campbell, of 1!'13 Walnut street,

committed suicide at 7:Sil o'clock last night
by shooting herself through the head with
a revolver. She was alone in her room
when she committed the deed. Tho other
inmates of the rooming establishment hur-
ried to her apartments when they heard
the report of the pistol and found her life-
less body lying on the lioor near the bed
The hullot passed through her head and
she died instantly.

Coroner Bedford was notified, and the
remains were removed to Stewart's under-
taking establishment. The dead woman
was about !", years old. Her husband. Hank
Campbell, lives in Argentine. Kas. He had
not been living with her for some years.
The Campbell woman had made two or
three attempts at before.
