tire exhibit at the close was packed up
and placed in cold storage at Fourth and
Grand avenue, jesterday. There were
thirty barrels of apples and twenty bar-
rels of prizewinnlng pears left over. They
will be given to the agricultural college at
Columbia, at the eocletj's meeting there
December C."

IP BURNS AT SEA

STEA3IER CHOYTA, OF CLYDE LE,
MEETS WITH DISASTER.

ONLY FIVE LIVES WERE LOST

OTHERS D. BO IHD WERE S WED BY
A PASSING SCIIOO-AEU- .

Two Explosion Occurred After the
Stenmcr Took l'lre nnd the A cs- -

ael Quickly Sank Vcclilcnt
Occurred Off Cape

Chnrleti.

VINEYARD HAVEN. MASS . Nov. 4 --A
disaster at sea, fortunately with a small
loss of life, five persons in all, was, nndo
known y by the landing here of twen-t-tw- o

persons who escaped from the burn-
ing steamer Croatan, of the Cljde line,
bound from New York for AVilmlngton, N.
C, and Georgetown, S C. The disaster
occurred on November 1, about eighteen
miles north of Capo Charles and about
200 miles from New York, from which port
tho steamer sailed on October 11, with a
general cargo and eight pissengcrs At 3

o'clock in the afternoon the burned hull
of the bis freighter sank beneath the
w av es.

Of the twenty-seve- n Dcrsons who were on
board, twentj-tw- o have survived. These
passengers were landed at this port this
afternoon by the schooner Alice E. Clan:,
of Portland, Me, which had been iri the
vicinitv of the Croatan at the time she
was burning. The Croatan's list of drowned
is as followv:

The story of the disaster Is told by Cap-

tain Hale and other officers of the unfor-
tunate vessel as follows;

The Croatan was but twenty hours from
New York, on her v.ay to AVilmlngton, and
going at a good rate of speed, with a
smooth sea and calm weather, when, short-
ly before 3 p. m , a fireman came hurriedly
on deck and reported that the &hlp was
on lire. A general alarm was immediatel.
given and an effort was made to lower
tho boats, but the fire spread with such
rapidity that all efforts to reich them were
unavailing because of the flames. In fact.
In less than ten minutes after the fire waa
reported 'the ship was completely enveloped
in Homes from stern to stern.

Shortly after the lire wasd!jcoered''an
explosion took place In the cargo, v hlch
blew- - off the after hatches. A second ex-

plosion followed a few minutes later and
the ship was then a mass of flames, u
was at this time that Superintendent Hule,
seeing that to remain on the 'vessel meant
sure death, gave orders for all hands to
jump overheard and save themselves as be-- t

they could. The gallant captain was the
last man to leave the ship, remaining on
deck with Ms first officer until they were
completely enveloped in flames and the
vessel had commenced to sink

There seemed to be no panic on board,
and men and women, after lashing on their
lito preservers, calmlj leaped into the
water, knowing that their chance. of es-
cape were much more certain than If they
remained on board the burning ship. .Some
of the passengers had their faces scorched,
and m inv had their clothing on fire w hen
tne leapeu into tne sea. rne captain anil
first officer succeeded in securing a av 1

boit which had been damaged In loworing,
and by hard work rescued eight per.-on-s

from the water.
The burning ship was sighted by the

four-mast- "chooner Alice E Clark, of
Portland, Me . Captain Clark, from Nor
folk, for Portlnnd, which lay about six
miles off, and her captain sent a bout and
crev to aid in the work of rescue. They
succeeded In rescuing twelve persons, many
of whom had been an hour or more in :he
water, and had become nearly exhausted.
Thej were taken on board the Clark and
given every possible attention

Captain Hale, his officers, crew and rs

nil speak in the highest praise of
the treatment they received at the hands
of Captain Clark, his wife and the crew
on board the Clark

Captain Clark not orly gave the ship-
wrecked men and women food and cloth
ing, but supplied them with monej to take
them to their homes.

The rescued perrons are being cared for
here at the Senmen's bethel, and nt the
homes of citizens, and will proceed to New
York

No explosives were known to be among
the ship s cargo, and the origin of the fire
Is a mjsterj to her officers and crew.

was that given bj-- Major Griffith, of Kan-
sas City, who was in charge of the Third
division hospital of the First corps.

The commission expect3 to complete its
work here evening, and to re-

sume it In Chicago on Mondaj- - morning.
Lieutenant Colonel Miner, commandjng

the Sixth infantrj-- . testified to the move-
ments of his regiment from Tort Thomas
to Santiago --and return. He regarded the
Tampa camp as excellent. There was diff-
iculty in getting transportation from Tampa
to Cuba. Tne transport Miami, In whlci
his regiment went to Santiago, was not fit
for troops The men would have dld in
their quarters If the vojage had not been
mild, so that the portholes were left open
and air thus supplied. The supplies of the
men and of the officers were the same.
Most of the officers were on foot, from
loss of horses.

Speaking of the attack at San Juan hill
he said ho found when they reached tln
summit that Colonel Egbert had been
wounded and he was In command. Tint
night no supplies came, and the men were
without food or blankets, except such food

as they had in their haversacks
Tho witness said the command began to

break down about the 14th. Thej-ha- d dug
trenches at night and la in the wet ditch-
es all day. The hot sun and tho wet
weather broke the men down. AA'hen a
march of threo miles was made, not more
than one-four- of the men kept up, oat
all got in by night The morning aftr
the surrender, the witness took the regi-

ment to higher ground and kept them in
camp. By personal appeal to General Kent
ho secured one wagon and cooking utensils,
and a change of clothing for the men.
Centralization was the trouble. Centraliza-
tion in staff departments he meant. If the
witness could have got one wagon after
the surrender ho could have kept his regi-

ment supplied. But nothing could have
prevented the sickness that followed the
exigencies of the Cuban campaign.

Being asked about the diet, he said lit
would recommend pickles and vegetables
for Cuba. ' The canned beef," he said.
"was nauseating, and the men, who were
almost starving, would not cat It. It
seemed to be beef that had been boiled for
extracts and was as free from nutriment
as chips. The canned corned beef was
good, but we did not get it. The Armour
and Libbey beef was absolutely unlit for
use when wo got it."

Colonel U. B. Hunt, of the First Ohio in-

fantrj-, testified that the sickness among
the troops was not the fault of the camp
ror duo to the lack of medicines, but more
to tho incapacity- - of the commanding off-
icers in not enforcing discipline and giving
necei-sar- care.

General 11. C. Egbert, now brigadier of
volunteers and colonel of the Twentj -- second

United States infantrj-- , had no fault
to find with the camp at Tampa or the
supplies, oi even with the transport Miami,
except with the ventilation. He found
troops abundantly supplied for tho cam-
paign. The witne-- s received excellent eaie
at the hospital.

Recurring to Ills, return on the Seneca,
he said the conditions on tint vesel wero
i.ot good, especiallj below, where the
troops were. He remonstrateil against cer-
tain conditions, and Captain Doughtv rem-
edied them. There was a shortage in wa-
ter. The boit was sent awav hurriedlv.

At the atternoon session. Major Grlihth,
of Kansas Citj. testified regarding the camp
conditions at Chlckaraaua and the hospi-
tals lie had difficulty In getting enough
tents, and when lie secured the proper num-
ber ho found the last ones were of roor
nn.iHt. l'rnm nrivate and state sources
the regiments were supplied with hospital
tents. As a rule, tne men ueiaueu as nurses
were unlit AVitness asked Dr. HofT for fe-

male nurse. This ielleved the situation.
The staff of the division hospital was in-

adequate when the increase of sickness oc-

curred. Sickne-- s among the surgeons re-

duced the working force. He said there
would have been no difiicultj In getting

SPAIN SAYS NAY

REFUSES TO ACCEDE TO THE UNIT-

ED STATES' DEMANDS.

NEGOTIATIONS ARE STILL ON

PEACE C03IMISSION ADJOIKNS IX-TI- L

NEA.T TUESDAY.

Parlx Ganlols Saji Spain AA'ill Refuse
Even to Dlscuaa Surrender ot

- Philippines United Statesr in Splendid Shape to ,
Renew AVnr.

PARIS, Nov. 4. The Spanish commission-
ers, in the course of a two hours" session
ot the peace conference flatly re-

fused to accept Monday's proposition bv
the Americans, to take the entire Philip-
pine group and to reimburse Spain for her
"pacific" expenditures there.

This negative action was expected. The
Spanish commissioners had also a num-
ber of positive declarations, which hlkd
some thirty-seve- n sheets of a typewritten
presentment. In this, statement the Span-Ian- l'i

held that the United States had ro
ultimate rights in the Philippines islands,
and could have none, save by the consent
of Spain In these negotiations, and upon
terms satisfactory t? her.

According to the Spanish contention; In
the formal statement, the United States
entertained no thousfht of annexing the
Philippines when the protocol was signed,
or It would hav e been expressed In the pro-

tocol as clearly- - as the cordltions regardlns
the cession of territory-- in the Antilles and
the Orient. M. Cambon, before the signa-
ture ot the protocol, received from Ma-

drid, the presentment alleged, a cable
message clearly scttins forth that the
maintenance of Spain's authority over the
Philippines should not be affected bj-- the
protocol, to which reservation the United
States at that time no protest or
objection.

This dispatch to M. Cambon, as tne
Spaniards-claim- ed y. epbodied- - also
the view that the United States had no
valid basis for claims In tho archipelago.

It was further held to-d- by Senor Rioa
and his colleagues that the capitulation of
Manila, having occurred after the s'gnlnc
of the protocol and thus after the suspen-

sion of hostilities, was Invalid- -
AVlth all this for a groundwork, the

Spaniards made their first positive move
against the Americans, and.it constituted
their counter proposition. They charged
upon the United States a wrongful appro-
priation ot public moneys belonging to
Spain by seeing the- tarifT duties at Ma-

nila, and they formally demanded the re-

turn of these moneys. In the sum ot nearly
"a million dollars.

On the same premises, the United States
was to-d- declared to have made and hId
as prisoners the-- Spanish troops at Manila
in violation ot International law. because
done after the suspension, of hostilities
under the protocol. A further charge w is
that, by the imprisonment of the Spanish
troops at Manila, the United States had
prevented Spain from quelling the Insur-
rection, and had thus contributed to the
violence against Spain after the cessation ot
hcstllltlc-- .

To-da- Spanish presentment also cites
the refusal of the Americans to consider tho
Cuban debt, on the ground that it was not
sanctioned in the protocol, and demanded
arTadherenco to this as a precedent In the
discussion of the Philippines, regarding a
cession of which the Spanish commissioners
held the protocol to make no mention.

t .,mnn,i nf these assertions, arguments
and demands, the Spanish presentment In-

vokes Spain's record In the correspondence
by-- mall and telegraph, though it Is not
known unofficially whether the Spaniards
produced the message said to have been
sent from Madrid to M. Cambon. at the

time the protocol was signed, in which, it
was affirmed y. Spain reserved her
Philippine sovereignty.

The presentment was read by Interpreter
rcrgusoi. beinir rendered from the Span-

ish, in which it was written, into English.
At the close of the reading, the Americans
said they wished to have the Spanish state-

ment rendered Into written English for
more careful consideration and an adjourn-
ment was taken to Tuesday.

This evening the Spaniards affect to be-

lieve that tho Americans had planned to
develop the spirit of their Philippines de-

mands, before the American elections, but
they-declin- e to say whether they expect
easier tenns"after-the election.

Th entire clerical force of tho American
commission will be busy the greater part of
the night in handling the Spanish present-
ment, and the counsel of the commission-
ers will, at the same time, examine It with
- . iAn in'tA.TnnrmTr'i nrhaite session ot
the American commission, when a response
will be formulated.

It may again be asserted on the highest
authoritj as bearing on the Spanish argu-

mentthat when the protocol was. signed
there was no understanding, verbal or oth-
erwise, which the protocol does not show
forth. Nor hive the American commis-

sioners at any time, on the other hand,
held or believed that the protocol deter-
mined anything against Spain's sovereignty
in the Philippines. The American repre-

sentatives have, however, held, and doubt-
less will hold, that the protocol was meant
to provide and doc provide for a decision
by the Paris conference regarding; the own-

ership of the Philippines.
In this connection, too. the Americans

will undoubtedly cite thi" fact that original-
ly the protocol contained the word "pos-
sess" Instead of "dispcitlon" the latter
having been substituted at M. Cambon'3
request and In deference to Spanish sen-

sibilities. The original reading will unques-
tionably be recurred to now-- as indicating
the mental attitutTe of tho Anrlc.in sign-
ers of the protocol toward American pos-

session of the Phillpplres. This line of rea-

soning naturally will Include the question
of the precedent which the Spaniards say-w-

created by the refusal ct the United
States to cons'der the Cuban debt because
It wa. not mentioned in the protocol.

It is possible that the American com-

missioners may finally concur with the
Spanish contention that the capitulation of
Manila, coming after tho signing of the
protocol, was invalid.

In that event, the Americans may cite.
as an offset to the tariff duties: collected,
their own expenditure in administering the
government of Manila and enforcing order.
They may also ask If Spain wishes the
Insurgent cordon of the city and the In-

surgent control of the water works re-

established, as a otcp toward the restora-
tion of the status- quo nnte. which the
Spaniards decinre was broken ljythc Amer-
icans.

Finally, Spain may be asked to consider
whether. Instead of .being prisoners ot the
United States the Spanish troops at Ma- -
