INTRODUCTION. The kingdoms ot Is-

rael and of Judah were dlstinguishedmain-- 1

by the character or their kings. In th"
fcrmer they were nearly all supporters of
heathen deities from Jeroboam 1. down to
the lasf. while In tho latter nation the
Krcatcr number worshiped Joboah. A-- a,

Jehoshaphat. Jot-Ii-. Amazlah. Fzzi ill and
Jotham, a Ions line of pious men, ruled In
Judah. securing the favor of God who

blessings upon the land. To-da- y we
fchull .studj a single event In the good rtlgn
of Ilezekiah who succeeded Ahaz B. C. 72G

In lil zeal for the religion of his fathers
lie exhorted the Levitcs.. cieanscu the
house of the offered sacrilltes and
promoted public worship somewhat after
the primitive stIe. This record (chapter
xxix) .shows tint certain abuses had cn.pt
in under his predecessor which Ilezekiah
nought to torrect,

INVITATION. When he had been on the
throne about six ears perhaps a little
longer. Ilezekiah determined to keep the
Passover In an unusual manner. Th it great
feast, instituted as a memorial of God's
care of His people in Egvpt. was a bond of
national unity, a pledge of continued loy-
ally (Ex. xill.14). Although observed with
more or less regularity from the time of
the exodus, it had not been what it was
designed to b. Ilezekiah resolved to ln-li- te

tho entire nation to this annual cele-
bration. Including Israel as well as Judah.

HINDRANCES. The legal time for hold-

ing the passover was on tho fourteenth day
of the first month, which God had appoint-
ed to be the beginning of the Jewish year.
(Ex. 311:2.) But Hezeklah found it impos-
sible to get ready at that time. The num-
ber of priests was not largo enough for allthe services required of them (chap, xxix:
--4). and the Levltes had been obliged toassist them. As a consequence they hadnot sanctified themselves or the temple,according to the usual custom, and were
therefore disqualified for the work of thepas-o- v cr. Besides, a certain time mustelapse before the people could assembleIn response to the invitation, rortunatelv.there was a provision in the law to meetemergencies of this nature, (Num. lx:ll).and so tho fourteenth day of the secondmonth was selected, the postponement add-ing Interest to the occasion. In this we
tfe that Jewish ceremonials were not sorigid as the Pharisees in Christ's time

EXTENT. The invitation sent out wasa rormal and legal document. The con-

sultation resulted In a decree, or statute,
which became a matter of record in thepublic archives. To give popular effect tothat decree a proclamation was issued,calling the people to assemble In Jerusa-lem, from Dan to Beer-Sheb- a: that is.
from all parts of the land (v:7). It willle remembered that the Northern ten tribes
rebelled under Jeroboam, and got up anIndependent government. Whv, then, shouldIlezekiah attempt any Jurisdiction ovrthem, even in religious matters? Why
should he hope to bring them to his owncapital? Simply because those ten tribeshad been latclj overthrown, and the great
bodv of the people had been carried away
captives into Assjria never to return. Aremnant, and they of the poorer and hum-
bler classes, remained, and these were thepersons Invited in this proclamation. Thiswas Indeed the significance of the special
Passover, to regain to tho worship of Je-
hovah those unfortunate people whosegovernment had been destrojed. It was
an Important missionary movement highly
creditable to its projectors.

MESSAGE. The language or. at least,
lhe substance of that proclamation, has
been preserved (verses Its opening

was: "Ye children of Israel."
The ancient name of God's chosen people.
(Gen. xxxll:2S), seized and borne by a part
of them In revolt (I. Kings xll:19), was re-
applied with something of Its original
meaning. "Turn again to God" was theentreaty, Implving their departure. "And
He will return toou." was the encourag-
ing promise. "Be not like sour fathers"they were exhorted, who had been rebel-
lious and hard-hearte- d. "Yield v ourselves
unto the Lord, and enter into His sanc-
tuary." was the entreaty. What marvelous
words! How appropriate to the occasion!
The king of Judah reigning over a pros-
perous people, by and with the advice of
his counselors, was urging the posterity of
Abraham in the Northern tribes, to for-t-a- ke

the evil that had brought disaster
tipon their country and once more at Je-
rusalem unite In celebrating that feast
which commemorated the deliverance
granted to their forefathers.

INCENTIVE. Sinful men are not easily
persuaded to change their course of life.
There Is a power, a fascination In wick-
edness, that holds its devotees against
words of entreaty and blinds them to their
own welfare. In winning the erring rem-
nant some strong Inducement must bo pre-
sented In the proclamation, and In a form
that all might understand. It was

stated that the return ot theepeople to God would secure compassion
for their brethren who had been taken cap-
tive who might be allowed to come agiln
to thiir homes Tho thought is that the
Assyrians. God's olhcers to execute pun-
ishment upon His children, would be
moved b the spirit of God to let His peo-
ple go, if a spirit of repentance was mani-
fested This e In the feeling or theconqueror would lesult In national rebuild-
ing, not unlike that secured through the
derrco of ("jrus for Judah two centuries
later Here we hive a great truth set
forth, one applicable In nil generations.
God rules among the nations In the Inter-
est of His cause He sPts up. pulls down

SUMMARY. Three points in this lesson
deserve syedal attention". rirst. the act
of Hezeklah and the prince's in sending
out the invitation to a national reunion.
It must have been prompted b the purest
motives love for the people, zeal for God
and His cause, desire for the promotion of
righteousness. He is a good man. worthv
of all praise, who seeks to earrv-- to others
the good which he has received. Second,
the rejection of the invitation bv man in
Israel. What blindness, and folly were In-

dicated' They ought to have known th it
their sins hail caused the downfall of their
government and the triumph of their ene-
mies, that there was hut one vuj by
which prosperity might return.

How like to men now who spurn the
words of mercy and go headlong to death'
Third, this Passover restored tne Kingdom
of David at the capital he established.
Observed by people from all parts, all other
government being broken, it united in one
as in earlier davs those who loved the Lord,
and Ilezekiah became their king. This has
been the plan of God through all histor.
He destrojes those who arrav themselves
against Him and unites those who serve
Him.
