IT IS CAUSING A STIR.
yo Little Commotion In Europe Oier

Lord .Salisbury' Guild
Hall Speech.

LONDON', Nov. 11 Lord Sabsburj's
speech at the Lord Major's banquet at the
Guild hail especially his reference to
America Is making a stir throughout Eu-
rope. The Paris evening papers jesterday
(Thursdaj) having longer time for reilec-tlo- n,

had a much less satisfied tone than
the utterances of the morning press in the
French capital; while the whole Continent
reflects the feeling that the speech eon-ve- js

a grave menace fcr the future.
J.a Liberie, of Paris, sajs:
"It Is a question of an Anglo-America- n

agreement respecting the Philippines, di-

rected against Germanj-.- "

The Journal des Debats regards the
speech as "an Invitation to America to
make an alliance against Europe," but
doubts whether Americans will wllllngl'
"play the role of trainbearers to English
politics."

The London morning papers revert to the
subject, and again take occasion to wish
well to America's colonial mission.

The Times ?ajs. editorially: "No doubt
the Idea of La Liberte Is grote"iue, jet 't
show s a truer appreciation of the spirit of
Lord 8alisburj''s remarks than the singular
interpretation put upon them by one cor-
respondent, Henrj' Norman, who finds In
them the preposterous implication that the
English attitude during the war was due
to the notion that our interests would be
furthered by the United States Ijeinj
plunged into war.

"Lord Sallaburj clearry did not refer to
the late war war at all. He paid the Unit-
ed States! the compliment of holding that
Its entrj- - Into the world politics was an
event of great importance. His further re-
marks obviouslj meant that America and
England would rtand together in a friend-
ship based upon communitj" of aims, sen-
timents and interests "

The Dailj' Mail, which deprecates Em-
peror William's vlit to Spain as "most

and inopportune," stvs: "The first
article of our national policy is a. close
friendship with the United States, and It
would be better for Germany to act In har-
mony with Great Britain than to trj-- to
Irritate America."

NEW YORK, Nov. 10. General Joseph

W heeler is deeplj interested in the educa-
tion of Cuban young men. He believes that
if joung Cubans will come to this country
and be tutored and then return home they
will be of great use In developing Cuba and
In Introducing a stable form of govern-
ment.

General Wheeler has commissioned Gil-

bert K. Harroun. treasurer of Union col-
lege, to ask the American colleges if each
of them would give free education to two
or more Cubans if the right sort of men
could be found to secure a college course
in this countrj. Mr. Harroun has written
to over 3 college presidents in the United
States, asking them to and ad-
vance General Wheeler's plan.

Over 1OT replies are at hand, and with one
accord the colleges agree to take two or
more joung men who can iiass the nece--sarj-

examinations and who can com
vouched for as to character, and make
them beneficiaries to the extent of free
tuition. In manj- - rases the colleges agree
to aid the joung men bejond free tuition.
In several instances, th; colleges, recog-
nizing the difficulties under which the
voung men of Cuba have labored, have
agreed to receive them without insisting
upon their passing the examinations.
