PICTURES ON DEAD EYES.

Experimenin to Prove That Murderer
Leaves His Photograph on the
Retina of His Vietim.

They are reviving the theory that a mur-
derer may be detected Ly the eye of his

victim.

Scientists and camera experts have long
claimed that the retina acted as a photo-
graphic instrument, which would indelibly
depict the last object beheld in life. The
resent trial of Eli Shaw, who was acquitted

of the murder of his mother and grand-
mother, demonstratod the great advantage
which the prosecuting attorneys might
have secured could they have taken a
pieture of the murderer from the eyes of
he murdered women.

F In the trial of Mra. Nanecy Gullford, who
will scon be brought over from London to
answer for the murder of Emma Gill, the
Bridgeport young woman, the point will
araln bo brought up; and, if It is deemed
advisable, the eyves of the victim will be
examined for photographic evidence.

The theory upon which the bellef rests is
thuat the human eye s a camera ObsCUCi.
During life the retinn acts exactly as the
cameri acts, 1t presents an accurate ple-
ture of what {s in front of it for the cog-
nition of the brain. The pietures follow
each other one after another, one picture
fading as another is placed before it. When
the eyes are closed the last pleture seen
remains upon the camera until the eyes are
opened, and a new pleture presented.

The last pleturs that is impressed upon
the eve remains there as long as the retina
endures. This picture, if it conld be repro-
dueed, would show the last oblect upon
which the eyves of the dead rested.

Of course, if the murderer were out of
vision, the eys would retaln only a plcture
of the room or of the scens where the
mirder was committed: and If it were done
in darkness there would be no picture upon
the eve, or it would be all a blur. But if
the murderer's face were the last object
upon which the eyes rested, there would be
an indelible picture in which the face and
the figure of the murderer could be repro-
duced by the art of photography.

The facts that are brought forward to
buttress up this bellef are very convincing
to those who are experimenting, thotugh not
#0 1o skeptles, It is clolmed that nine
times out of ten the retina of the eye of a
valf, after it has been slanghtered, will
pive a perfect reproduction of the buteher
who killed it, for the butcher. ns a ruls,
stands within the lne of vigion of the ani-
mal, This is al=o claimed of all murdered
heasts when It {8 the custom of the killer
to =tamd in front of the animal.

No photographer claims that he can getl
a clear pleture of the murderer, but many
do claim that they ean get a very fair like-
nesg.  For example, if a Turk wera to mur-
der a man, and if the man were to look
upon the Turk just before the fatal blow
was struck, the retina of the eye, on hav-
ing the pleture taken from It, wonld show
& blurred outline of a figure which could
easily be Interpreted s a man in Turkish
trousers,

By the same token, namely, that of dress,
a woman can be distinguished from a man
or @ chilid from a grown person, possibly
ulso a tall man from & short one, At all
mte the sex of the person could be de-
cided by the dress:

In one case where this was tried the re-
sult was not wholly satisfactory. From
the curved shape of the eye the Image
was so Ji ted and blurred that [t was
gseurcely reliable when presented as evi-
dence. In very many cases, ton, it was
found thut th » of the vietim had turned
away in the gony. and an imperfectly
developed s hnd taken the place of the
murderer's fi

There are severnl cases reported where
this has been quite acourately done. One
of thesa occurred in Paris, where o yvoung
glirl was found dead in the street. When
# microsroplc examination was made of the
girl's it was found that there was an
e of o bullding, |
irregular in formation,
I¥ a bullding, On geqreh, the balld-
ing was fovnd to be o structure dlmost di-
rectiy across the ot from where the
gird lay. In her last strugele her head had
been thrown back and she had looked,
perhaps, with longing eves, hoping for suc-
cor Tfrom that very bullding.

Another experiment was tried In London,
not aogreat while pgo, In the case of & man
who wos found murdered in on empty
bullding. In this casge, the eve revealed o
figure in a peculiar dress which might have
been o buth robe or a woman's eostume,
But the clow wns ton slight, and the evi-
dence pointed toward a man who must
have heen In streiet dress, Afterward n
photograph ort decldod that [t was an
overcoat, and not & woman's dress which
hitd been pletured,

These enses go to show thot there is a
pos=sibility in de eyes which might be de-
veloped by experts, and the further Investi-
gation of the vject will be one of the
mast interesting polints In the many mur-
der trials which are scheduled for the
coming term of court.

At the time of the appointment
of the recelvers there were pending against
the company some 1#) suits in different
etates, nearly all of which have been sat-
istactorily adjusted. The receivers have on
hand for distribution the sum of $291.817.57,
of which sum $.405.0), received from the
sale of furniture and the printing plant, s
to be used for clalms other than those upon
certificates and policies, unless applied un-
der order of the court. After the expenses
of the receivership have been paid the re-
celvers have asked for authority to pay a
first dividend of 20 per cent.

A CONFERENCE IN DENVER.

Governing Board of the Unloa Will
Meet the Pacific Board
Shortly.

Cofran, of the Hartford; Dunlop,
of the Providence-Washington, and Belden,
