Preafdent Rlcger on the Stand.

The chief Interest jesterday centered In
the testimony given by President Rieger.
He was president of the bank during its
entire career and was one of Its chief pro-
moters. Possibly no other man knows so
much about Its history and the business
it handled In that tlmo as he. He was
questioned in his direct examination by
Frank Hagerman, and the questions re
lated only to the direct charges that are
found. In the indictment and on which
the jiernment rests Its case. It was as
brief an examination as could haie been
suggested for a case of the Importance It
possesses. His statements that the direc-
tors of itho bank were Informed continually
of the transactions that took place was
Important as llatly contradictory of what
three of the directors hae stated. He
eald that Vice President Henry Kumpf,
who was ice president all the time, was
consulted about the big transactions and
that the discount board, which was the
rntire directory for several jears. alwa- -

discussed carefully all loans or discounts
of more than $1.J00. Questioned closely
about seeral matters, he said that on
many specific loans and discounts he had
personally discussed them with Sir. Kumpr.
although the statement of Mr. Kumpf was
that he ncer heard of the discounts and
loans until after the bank failed.

About tho purchase from II. I. AVrlght
&. Co.. of fifty shares of the bank's tock.
he said he was informed the Midland Na-
tional bank had that stock for sale and
that he had no purchaser for It at the
time. The order was to sell It at once
and to protect the bank he and Vice Pres-
ident Kumpf and Cashier Cotincton de-
cided to hac Mr. CoUngton make a loan
from the bank.t purchase the stock and
carry It until there was a chance to sell
It. All the profit that might be made,
he said, was to go to the bank and did so
go The stock was bought at !1 cents and
sold to Major Hood at par and the profit
h" declared went to the reduction of the
other stock notes held by the bank against
Cashier, Coilngton. and linallv to the bank.
The Peter Soden stock he was bought
by Cashier Covington for Hood and Lantry.

April, 133, the capital stock of the liquor
company was Increased from $15,000 to $23,-00- 0,

and he swore at that time the debts
of the companv amounted to but $2 000.
The notes for $24 Ow) the company had in
the bank were taken out a few dajs prior
to that affidait and he had charge of
them, but they were renewed at the banka few dajs later. He Kiid he had made
the liquor company a present of the notes
bv tearing them up and he was confused
when the aflidait was made public where
he had sworn to the companj s debts and
that it exposed the transaction. Tho rec-
ords of the manv transaction--- , the liquor
company had with the bank were unfold-
ed to him in a great way by Mr. Walker
and Mr. Moxey and he was forced to ad-
mit their truth.

February 11, 1SSS, to the day of Mrs. Nick- -
ells' death. The total receipts in the shape
of rentals and Interest were $"994 0u. The
disbursements in taking care of the prop-
erty and in pajing the expenses of the
children, were $3,740.53. IeaIng a balance
of $233 32 on hand. The children. 'Helen,
Jeannette and Marguerite Graham, were
living in Minneapolis with their mother.at
the time of her death. When she was
divorced from Mr. Graham, three jearsago, and married Sir. Nickeils, the estate
was divided, Mr. Dean having been ap-
pointed trustee for the children.

The statement of expenses for the year
preceding February. 1S35. showed: Receipts,
$7,140; disbursements, S7.04G Out of thislarge sum of disbursements the trustee
lifoerallj- - rewarded himself.

Mrs. Nickeils was a daughter of A. L
Mason, who died in Kansas Citj-- several
jears ago, leaUng an estate of $300 000 to
three heirs. Much of it consisted of Main
street propertj' and other holdings in the
heart of the cltj

YOUNG HIDEr ALIVE

A KASS xOUAGSTER WHO DE.
SERVES a GOOD THRASHING.

Belleied to Have Heen Drowned in
the Missouri, He "Writes a Short

.Note to a Companion From
Springfield, 111.

Bert Hlder, the 13- -j ear-ol-d son of Dairj--ma- n

Hlder, or Fifth and Washington ave-
nue, Kansas Citj. Kas., is not a. victim
of the Missouri mor. He was thought to
have been drowned in the "Big Muddj"
two or three months ago, but a note, dated
Springfield, 111, was received from him
Sundaj bj-- Ernest Harvey, who was with
him the afternoon that he disappeared. The
note received from Hlder reads: "Did jou
catch anj-- fish? Guess who wrote?"

The note was not signed, but when young
Harvey took It to the parents of the miss-
ing boy they quickly identified the hand-
writing as being that of their son, whom
thej-- had given up for dead. It was the
occasion for great joj on tne part of the
mother and father, and thej will endeav-
or to have him brought back home.

The disappearance of oung Hlder was
a rather strange case. He and several of
his joung companion", bovs between theages of 10 and 14, went fishing one day
about three months ago In the Missouri
river near the point where Jersej-- creek
empties into the big stream.

Thej- - were scattered out along the river,
and when it became timo to return home
Hider was missing. A search was made
but no trace of him was found. The fol-
lowing daj-- his relatives and a party of
friends Instituted a diligent search and
found some clothing belonging to him on
the banks of Jersej-- creek, close to where
it flows into the Missouri. Footprints in
the sand were discovered, showing that
someone had walked to the water's edge,
but there were no tracks which would in-
dicate that the person had ever returned.
This led the relatn es of the missing boy to
believe that he had been drowned and then
the creek was dragged and the waters of
the Missouri river watched for daj's In
the hopo of recovering the bodj--.

Young Hider is possessed of a roaming
disposition, and had frequently told his
confidential friends that he proposed to
leave home some day and "rustle" for him-
self. He evidently left the clothing, found
on the bank of the river, for no other pur-
pose than to mislead his parents.

OWNER NEVER CAME BACK.

Why John Taylor Hns a Cross Be-

tween a llrondxword. Cutlass
and Coruknlfe.

The picture of Slain street as It looked
tlurtj--tw- o j tars ago, which was published
in The Journal last Sunday, calls to the
mind of John Taj lor, or Harrisonville, an
incident that happened even before that
time on the same ground. It was in 1SG1,

when he was a member of Colonel Van
Horn's battalion, at that timo stationed in
the citj-- . Thej- - had a great deal of patrol
dutj- - to do, and one night at Third and
Main streets, found a ponj-- standing.
When thev- - made a closer examination,
thej- - found that it was hitched with a
lariat to a man's leg, the man seeminglj-intoxicate-

'
Thej- - shook him. and found that he had

not been imbibing. Upon a search, it was
found that ho was a "veritable arsenal. He
had a belt and a pistol, and a holster, to-
gether with a peculiar looking weapon
which Mr. Tajlor najs was "a. cross be-
tween a broad sword, a cutlas-- , and a corn
knife." He was taken to headquarters,
where he was examined bj-- Colonel Van
Horn, and afterwards was made one of the
companj.

There was alwajs a mjstery surrounding
the man. He seemed to have the con-
fidence of the commanding officer, but who
he was no one ever found out. He was
sent out on a. reconnoissance near g,

and was probably killed. He
nover reappeared, at anj-- rate, and was

the subject of much discussion among
the members of the companj.

Mr. Taj lor confiscated the cornknlfe on
condition that he (Taylor) should keep It
If the owner was killed. 'Nothing was ever
heard of the man.
