NEW DIPHTHERIA REMEDY.

Local Physicians Are Chary of Indors-
ing It Until Its Merit Has Been
Established.

It is sald that a mnew preventive and
remedy for diphtheria has beéen discovered
and used with marked success in Jows by
it discoverer, a physician of Davenport,
Out of twenty-five paticnts who were subs
Jected to the new treatment, twenty-four
recovered. A bacterivlogical examinalion
was made of cach case before the treats
ment was hegun and diphtheria was as-
certained 1o exist. Chlorine gas 15 the
remedy and the lowa physician declares
thiet It is an offset to the anti-toxine treats
ment, It i made combining with o
powerful solution of chloriated soda, stand-
ard inize at 26 per cent strength, avali-
sible chlorine at a rate of 70 parts, with
¥ parts of the corrective, which is made
up of menthol, camphor, eucalyptal! and
silicylate of methyl, dissolved in alcohol
and water, This liquid i{s combined with
another liguld which liberates the chlorine
when needed for use,

“The new remedy.” sald n well known
Kansas City physiclsn  vesterday, “may
have virtues, but until ft= merits are dem=
onetrated, discussed §n medical fournals
and pussed upon by high authorities, it
will not be generally used. Chlorine 'is
an antiseptic and a germicide and Its util-
ity has been recognized for years, We are
not told of the munner in which the new
discovery is used, but most likely it is
used as a spray. 1 understand that the
discoverer clialms that he has deprived it
of its- suffocating and irritaling properties.
But diphtheria is a systemic and not a
locul disease. as for many years it was
belisved to be, and the germ may fina
lodgment where we least expect ft. Wheth-
€r the remedy will be an offsét to antis
loxine I1s a «question which will have to
be determin only by searching experi-
ments. Anti-toxine is now a fixture, al-
though it hus not proved to he as valoable
as i1 at first promised to b,

"But  diphtheria 5 a peculiar  disease,
Bacillum of diphtheria may be present in
rome cases and not the disease itself. The
Kreatest enemy of the diphtherin germ s
Phagorytes, which destroy bacieria by In-
cloging and aleorbing them. Sewage and
impure witer are deprived of di=ease germs
by phagocyies, the same as the white blood
corpuscles, which are phagocytes, in tha
veing of a4 human belng act ns scaven-
EeTs of the system. Phagoeyies is 4 name
applied to all protoplusms that have the
power of destroving germs.

“As 1 have sald, the new discovery may
have many virtues, but physiclans now
must know, see and bellisve before adopt-
Ing remedies that have not stood the test
of time. We all remember the furore that
was caused hy the announcement of the
discovery of the Brown-Sequard elixir ana
how later it became the laughing stock of
the profession.”

2 he Wa= =entenced to be hanged July 15
but an appesl wias taken to the supreme
vourt. A new trial was refused by that
ust body and Brown was resentenced

to e hanged Decemder 12,

Brown Is an intelligent man, snd one
of the best-bebaved prisoners in the jall.
At present he occupies a cell on the east
#ide of the jail, but shortly before the fate-
ful «day he will be removed to the con-
demned cell, which s located at the north-
west corner of the second tier and within
four feel of the door which leads direetly
1o the gallows, not six fest distant.
