THEODORE SEDGEWICK FAY.

American Diplomatist and Author
Died Lost Night nt the Ger-
man Capltal.

BERLIN, Nov. 2L.—Theodore Sedgewick
Fay, the diplomatist and author, died here

to-nlght.
Theodore Sedgewick Fay was born in
New York In 187. He received a liberal

education and studied law, BPut never prac-
ticed. In 1528 he became associate editor of
the New York Mirror, under the joint con-
trol of himself, George P. Morriy und Nath-
aniel P. Willls. Soon thereafter Mr. Fay
traveled in Europe and wrote an extended
series of letters of travel, which were pub-
lished In his paper., He continued as co-
editor of the Mirror for several yvears, and
eventually became secretary of the Ameri-
cun legition in Berlin, remalning at that
post from IS8T to 153, when he became
American minister. Since his retirement
from that post in 1861 he lived in retlirement
in Berlin,
