AN  ANTI-DREYFUS VICTORY

The
citlzens of Ozurk were greatly exeited this
aftérnoon upon the arrival of a farmer
Irom the southern pirt of Christlan county
with the news that Steve Bilveu and his
itwo sons were Killed and Tabor, Steve
Ellyeu's son-in-law, wounded by Bud
Meudows, this morninz. The story of the
killing, which was really a battle, is as
tollows:

Bud Meadows and Steve Bilyeu lived on
djoinirg tarms near the Taney county
line. They heve had trouble over a di-
vision fence, and ech one had forbidden
the other to remove portlons of the fenee,
Meadows, with the assistance of saveral
men, undertook to move a part of the
fence this morning, Steve Bilyeu went to
where they were at work and told Meadows
to stop moving the fence. They talked
the matter over and trouble was averted
for the time beink. In ashort time, how-
€ver. two more Bilyens, Otls and Peter,
gons of Steve, eame up, armed with shot-
guns. They again had a talk over the
matter and trouble was upparently aguin
avolded.

Bud Meaduws started back to where he
had been at work on the fenee and after
he had gone a short distance Steve Bllyeu
shot at him with a shotgun, whereupon
Mreadows returned the fire with a Win-
chester rifle and killed Steve Bilyeu and
two of his rons. Tabor, Bilyeu's son-in-
law, was shot twice, the buliets striking
I_tim on the legs and hips. He came to
Ozark this afternoon and had the balls
extracted. He was working on the fenea
and says he does not know who shot him.
Bud Meadows and Steve Bilyeu are closely
related to each other by marriage. Steve
Bilyeu was formerly constable of Linn
township, Christian county. Both of the
Bilyeu and Meadows famliies are promi-
nent farmers and well-to-do. Meadows has
not been arrested, but the sherir will go
after him to-morrow.
