TVhcn to shake hands and when not to

rbnke hands are questions very frequently
addressed to us by our correspondents. The
subject Is a many sided one. and cannot be
imposed of with a, vca or a nay, or bv a
hard-and-fa- st rule. It Is a trite sajlng that
"circumstances alter cases," and jet this
adage exactly applies to the matter in
hand, as It entirely depends upon the cir-
cumstances of the moment whether a hand
Is extended or a bow given.

The difficulty of knowing whether to
Fhake hands or not arises when tlrst in-

troductions are made, and again at sub-
sequent meetings between ladles but re-

cently Introduced to each other and on
iranv like occaslons.such as when strangers
ure brought In contact with each other
when stcvinc In a country house together,
or at afternoon parties, dinner parties, and
to on.

This question of when to shake hands
wholly relates to the foregolng situations,
and Is outside of the handshaking cus-
tomary between friends, to which no refer-
ence need lx made, as they shake hands
with each other on meeting as a matter-of-cours- e,

and again on parting, with this
jeservation. that at a second meeting on
the same day the act of shaking hands U
not repeated.

The term "shaking hands" Is still in use
for want of a better one. but. as far as
tlici word "shaking" Is concerned, it is al-

most a misnomer, and "taking the hand"
would be a more explicit expression to ap-pl- v

to tho fashion of the present day.
when an Introduction Is made between
two ladles, whether they shake hands or
not Is determined by side Issues.

HOME MADE CHRISTMAS GIFTS.

llnvr Different s,t.b.nofM of Art nml
WorUh uf Author Vlay Knsllj- -

ll- - .studied.
A unique scrapbook may be easily

made at home, and would be an acceptable
gift to a collector, who otten docs not have
tune to make many cllppi"g.

It is tuppo-e- d thu a collection is being
made of pictures from a particular school
of art it may be Iititeli. O'd English,
riemish, modi rn Trench or German. Old
magazines and papers may be teaichd for
copies of th" worl-- s of irtisls bWoain
to these Mhcols. uiie artists pictures may
be made into a book, or several artists may
be represented under one head. A number
of large brown-pape- r envelopes will be
needled, and if different atti-t- s are to lie
noted in the book, one envelope may be
devoted to each person. The artist's por-
trait should be pas'ed on the front of the
enveloiie. or, if he-- i to have a whole vol-
ume given to his works, is likeness is
placed on the outside cover.

To make the volume, a number of the
large brown enveIoi, are fastencel to-
gether b means of strip-- , of "tout paper
lusted alon the lower edges The-e- s strips
are set in with one or two folds in them, to
permit expinsion as the cnvclopt--s are
tilled The upper edge1 m i ! caught to-
gether aI-- o bv n irrow folded strips at the
corners. A simple cover may be tashioneel
to bind the envelopes into u volume. If a
school of art Is represented, each envelope
should bear the name of an artist of that
school, and the copies of his pictures will
be placed within, and some clippings which
give a short biography of himself should
bu included

l,lterarv scrapbook" made in tills wav
cotild contain cuttings from an author's
work, criticisms and illustrations from his
noted books, and a biogr.iph of his life.
A "current events" book would devote an
envelope to a nation, the name being on
the cover, and. within, the accounts, tele-
grams and, perhaps, noted editorials on nt

events. In this way Information is
gathered and classified.

Still another suggestion is for a perpetual
calendar. Twelve squ ires of line card-
board are printed or Illuminated with the
name of a month and a prettv or apt

Tnirtv pieces of bond paper or of
fine unruled notepaper are cut, many sizes
smaller than the lirst square, and printed
with the date, but not the day of the
week, a good quotation being also added.
These thirtv small pieces, are punched in
tho upper corners and tied on the large
squares, babv ribbon being used for thl
purpose. If tills is placed at the top. loops
for suspending the calendar may be left
after the bows are tied.

The months need not be fastened to-

gether. This contrivance will give a per-
petual calendar, not subject to chinge be-
cause of the difference between dates and
the das of the week.

A NAVAL FAIR.

The eet Idea in Entertninmenta
for Chnrlt IlootliM In Shape

of 'Warshiiis.
The resourceful feminine mind. ahvas

so alert in originating ideas for benefit en-

tertainments, and in 'executing without
precedent or prototpo to pattern from,
has. now another idea that certainlv has a
claim to novelty as one of its attiactions.
This latest and newest idea is a naval fair.
Produced on a largo scale, the booths are
to be constructed in the shape ot warships,
and no end of artistic ingenuity can be
expended in working out the idea.

In planning an aftair of this kind, the
laiger the Interior that can be secured for
the purpose tho better. The stars and
strioes should be ever where as a decora-
tion. The framework of three ships should
be built bv a carpenter who is clever
enough to usurp the Hi id of the ship chand-
ler, in so far that he will produce effect
without mucli expense. Let tho ships h
as large as the dimensions of the hall
will allow, placing one on each side of the
room and at the end of the room, opposite
the entrance.

The rough framework of the ships should
then be covered with white cloth, if in
imitation of the white squadron, or with
steel colored cambric, if realism is to be
adhered to. This Is clearly a matter of
taste, but the white will assist the gaslight
effect. The entrance to the ship is made
over a gangplank. Around the deck of the
ship may be arranged tho tables containing
the articles usually sold on such occasions.
A ftag-civer- counter extending the full
length of the ship, presided over bv mid-
dies in ailor hats, would prove effective.
On the rope ofj tne rigcing may ba --pinned
housekeeper's linens. The portholes afford
such lucrative msteries as fishing wells
and peep shows. One of the shi)a may he
devoted to the mess room and all sorts of
edibles offered for sale there. Another of
the ships mav le devoted to the sale of
literature, anil anything of a patriotic na-
ture or bcuing on the lato war, such as
pictures, songs and books, may find an
appropriate place there.

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SUNLIGHT AS ADISINFECTANT.

Old Sura Ita Arc Heath and De-

struction In alost llnc-terl- n.

Trom the Sanitary Inspector.
The work of many investigators has

clearly established the fact that direct sun-
light has a powerful disinfectant action.
The infectious agents of tuberculosis, diph-

theria, tvplioid fever, cholera and even bac-

teria so hard to kill as that of the germ ot
suppuration and anthrax spores are rap-I- dl

destrocd when exposed to the action
of direct sunshine. the ques-
tion of the direct rev iv If ing intluence ot
light, sunshine is an imtorlant element ot
salubrity. Those regions of country with
comparatively l'ttle cloud, fog and smoke
are less troubled with consumption, other
tilings being equal, because, for one rea-
son, the bacillus of tuberculosis is rapidly
destrosed by the great abundance and in-

tensity of the sunshine. Tor the same rea-
son homes around which sunshine lias free
access are less likely to become "phthisis
nests."

Kunoxch's careful experiments demon-
strated that the disinfecting ras of the
sun penetrated several laers of white lin-
en or cotton cloth and destrosed tho eas-1- 1

-- killed bacillus of cholera in from one to
four hour- -. Under the same conditions the
bacillus of diphtheria was destroCd in
live hours, but the germs of suppuration
remained alive after six hours' expo lure.
In the interiors ot cushions. mattres-,e-- .

etc , prolonged exposure to the action of
the sun was powerless to destrov the dinn-ther- la

bacillus, These and other experi-
ments convince Ecm.irch that in the action
of the sunlight we have no trustworthy
means" of disinfecting. When we can as-
sume that the pathogenic germs are upon
the surface of articles, as in most cases
of diphtheria, it would suffice to expose the
articles to the action of the sun for n
few hours; but when. In cases of cholera
or tphold fever, the dejections of the pa-
tient may have penetrated to the interior of
mattresses, the action of the sunshine can-
not be trusted."

Other investigators conclude that, while
direct sunlii-h- t rapidly destro)s infectious
germs when well "exposed to the rays of
the sun. it can be trusted only to dsinfct
tile surfaces ot articles. It has also been
determined that the disinfecting action of
sunshine does not extend far below the
surface of water or sewage, the limit of
effectiveness being inliuenced bv the de-
gree of transparency of the liquid.

Oriental Ireserve.
Preserved stem ginger Is one of the old-

est of all preserves. It seems to have been
prepared and Imported Into Kngland and
the colonies when sugar was a rarity and
the art of preserving fruit in It was un-
known to English housekeepers. Colonial
housekeepers prepared ginger root pre-
serves and used ginger root In preparing
pear and apple preserves. None of these
preparations, however, was ver- - much
like the Imported ginger preserv es. Their
flavor only suggested It. This Is a Chinese
preserve, not an Indian one, as sometimes
stated. The Chinese send a variety of
preserves to this market, and all these are
put up In the familiar blue and griy stone
pots in which ginger preserve has alwas
been sent to market, which are hence
known as ginger jars.

One ot the best of these is the cumquat
preserve. This is prepared of tiny man-
darin oranges, which are put up in an ex-

tra heavy syrup Thee choic-- preserves
are prepared . especially for the highest
class of Chinese noblemen, and. therefore,
costly. However, like everthmg else In
the Flowery kingdom, even to the especial
pattern of bamboo brooms and lusters re-
served there for the household of ihe em-
peror, this preserve is sold freely outside
of the kingdom. The onl thing w hich pre-
vents its general sale' is Its price. It Is
tile most costly1 of all preserves, bringing
in market about one-thir- d more than gin-
ger r pine ipple.

w- - have . the preserved Chinese
cl.ovv chow. This is a mixture of pineap-
ple?, oringes and other fruit- -. Our chow-chow- s

nie all plcklesaind mixtures of chop-
ped vegetables and fruits. Chinese chow
chow is a preserve

Guava jeilv is sent to this market from
