Of course it
would have been still more gratlfjlng it
the senator had spoken in Berlin Instead of
Tarts.

THE GOOD 3CR. VEST.

"For mjself, I would, rather quit public
life this minute nay, I would be willing to

jleld life itself rather than give my con-

sent to this fantastic attempt to revolu-

tionize our government and to substitute
th"e. principles of'our hereditary enemjfor
the teaching of "Washington and his asso-

ciates."
This was the peroration of Senator Vest's

speech against expansion. It was designed

to be a flight of patriotic eloquence that
would live in history. It was Intended to
stand beside those historic pronouncements,

"I would rather he right than president;"
"Millions for defense, but not ono cent for
tribute." "Youjmay Are when 'ready. Grid-ley- ,"

etc., not to epeak of the "condition
and theory" and "cross and crown" epi-

grams.
One fault in the construction of Mr.

Vest's eulogy upon himself Is that It Is too
long. It Is not easily remembered. "Im-

mortal words" must necessarily bo few
in number, and Mr. Vest's would die of
redundancy If from no other cause. It
would have been much better if Mr. Vest
had expanded a familiar phrase to the use
ot which he is entitled, and declared. "I
am a Missourian, and jou've got to show
me, even if I am blind." Or lie might have
aid, "Take my toga and take my life, but

spare the Filipinos!" Or, to speculate still
further, he might have cried out in his holy
inspiratfon, "Remove jour Vest, but save
your constitution!" "We are inclined to
think that Mr. Vest needs an editor if he
wants a place among the "immortals."

KOlXT10 IN PItOCESS.
The meeting in this city of the Ameri-

can. Federation of Labor, and the open-

ing of its sessions to press and public,
show how the process of evolution has
brought labor organizations into line with
the best democratic traditions' of the daj-- .

Its
openncs is a great source of strength
and secrcc, lacking a reason for being,
is disregarded. It is exceedingly Inter-
esting .to the student of institutions to
sec how the labor organizations ot the
countr have increased in numbers and
in effectiveness since the American sun-

shine was let in on their methods and
thctr personnel. The foundation of union
is mutual confidence. Confidence is bised
on a common understanding, and that
understanding is much more easily ob-

tained in the light than In the dark. No
othir reason need be sought why the
American Federation of Labor has
strengthened while the Knights of Labor
hare lost their power.

Governor Stephens has Issued invitations

to fourteen states to send delegates to a
conference to be held in St. Iauis January
10. formally to consider the subject of cele-

brating the th annlvcrsarj- - of
the Louisiana purchase. It Is expected that
tills conference will settle the question of
holding a world's fair in honor of that
great epoch-markin- g event, and alo deter-
mine the character and place of the exhibi-
tion.

It Is unnecessary to reiterate the many
reasons why a great fair should be held in
honor of the Louisiana purchase. These
reasons have been set forth in the columns
of The Journal manj- - times. It is appro-
priate, however, to call attention at this
time to tho peculiar litness ot this observ-
ance to the expansion sentiment that lias
taken hold of the country, especially the
"Western and Southwestern states.

It lajalso appropriate to remind the en-

terprising people of this citj-- and the eur-undi-

country that if Kansas City is

to he a competitor for the honor of secur-
ing this world's fair, it Is time that or-

ganized efforts be made to command recog-

nition. The people of St. Louis hae dono
much to advance the 'claims of that city.
Thej will endeaor to get the indorsement

the national convention of commission
men soon to be held In New Orleans. Kan-

sas City should contest this point if she Is

bo a competitor. If Kansas City is in
the race, sho should secure the Indorse-
ment of the American Federation of La-

bor and the National Building Trades
Council now in session in this citj.

Kansas Citj is really the logical pi ice
for the holding of the proposed fair. The
people of Kansas City are just the people

carry out such an enterprise, if thej

start upon It. The only question Is as to
whether It would be desirable to undertake
suih a big scheme at this time. These
are points that should be settled at once.

Mr. Edward Atkinson, the Boston stat-

istician, opposes expansion on the ground

that the revenues of the government will
not be sufficient to meet the expenses ot a
governing our distint provinces, unless
congress provides rew and additional tax
measures. In demonstrating his position,
Mr. AtkInon supplies some very interest-
ing statistics, the gist of which we give

the following paragraphs:
Trom 1ST? to 1W7, a period of twenty

j'ears. the total revenue derived from the
people bj-- the government was JB.'OS.in 333,

or an annual average ot $3 SI from c.ieh
person. During the same period the ex-

penses of the government amounted to
t3,Kl,62fl,,St, or $137 for each person, show-

ing excess revenues to the amount of
J1.101.13.C61. which applied to the re-

duction of the national debt.
During tho jcar ending June 30. ISO1!, the

revenues received from the people 'from
all sources amounted to $03D,S27,9S1, while
tho cxiwnscs footed up $113,3CS,3S2, showing

deficit of $104 110.001. Slated in another
ray, tho revenues amounted to $4 50 per
capita, as against expenses of $3 96 per
capita. It remains to be noted that the
war tax raised nono of this total rev
enue, as it Includes onlj-- the collections
from customs and ordinary Intern il taxes,
whereas the' expense Includes all that was
paid on account of the war up to June 30

On the face of this showing, the average
expenses In time of peace are $i 07 per
capita per annum, whereas, under the
Dinglej- - bill, the collections have been but
$4 56. showing a deficit of 41 cents for each
Inhabitant, or a bulk annual deficit of $32,-0-

000. A writer seeking partisan advan-
tage might have stopped at this point with
the conclusion that the Dingle- - bill hid
shown its imdequacj'. but Mr. Atkinson
is a fair man. and he pursues his analjsis
to an end. which we quote as follows:

"Bearing in mind that the revenue in the
last-llsc-

al jear was at Uie rate ot S4 3G per
head, was attained under tho disadvantage
of a vcrj large stock of sugar Imported
before the increase of dutj. and that the
tax on tea had onlj begun to jicld rev-
enue, it Is probable that the present rev-

enue taxes on sugar, tobacco and tea will
come to an increase of not less than 44

cents per "head. On the other hand, the
Import of gfibds which are subject to the
miscellaneous duties Is diminishing, not
withstanding the exhiustlon o anj- - stock
imported before the Dinglej- - bill came Into
force. July 24. 1S97. On the whole, it maj
be deemed fairlv probible that the Dinglej-act- .

without tho subsequent war taxca,
would have jiclded $3 per head."

"When we remftnber that $5 a head Is
more than the average expenditures for
the past twentv-on- e jears, the success of
the Dinglej- - bill as a revenue raiser in
times of pence would seem to have been
clearlj-- established.

"Wo now reach the true purpose of Mr.
Atkinson's article, which is to show that
the Dingley bill and the war tax combined
are not enough to meet the financial re-

quirements of expansion. He starts with
the opinion that Ihe loan of $200,000,000 will
paj all of the actual expenses of fight-
ing. He next admits that the Dinglej- -

bill, under normal conditions, will rahc
$3 per head, but from this he would take
SO cents as representing the diminished
revenue when the sugar and tobacco of
Cuba, Porto Rico. Hawaii and the Phil-
ippines come Into the country under more
favorable circumstances. This leaves a
revenue of but $120 per head, to which he
adds $2 per head as the product of tho
war tax, making a total of $0 20 per head,
or $1 20 per head more than the $3 re-

quired under normal conditions. To state
the matter In, another waj. Mr. Atkinson
finds that the revenues ot the government
under existing taxes will amount to onlj'
$91,213,200 more than enough to paj expen-
ses under normal conditions, and he holds
that $31,213,200 per annum Is not enough to
paj the expenses of holding our foreign
conquests.

The fallacj- - of this reasoning must be ap-

parent to evcrjone not a special plcider.
It is certain that under future conditions
the Dinglej- - bill will raise more thin $3

a head, and this statistician has no busi
ness to subtract SO cents a hend on tho
presumption that our changed relations
with tho Islands will reduce the per ciplta
total. The retention of this SO cents means
an addition of $51.20ff,0) to the excess rev-

enue, swelling the sums which we will have
on hind to spend in our new poscsslons,
if necessary, to a total of $150,000,000

But what we regard as the weakest por-

tion of Mr. Atkinson's argument Is his
calm assumption th it we must spend
enormous sums of money In our new pos-

sessions. It Is-- only a question of time
when these Islands will be made

He subsequently
became chief inspector of the postofflce
department, and still later wis fourth as-
sistant postmaster general. He has accu-
mulated a modest fortune, and It took con-
siderable persmslon to Induce him to un-
dertake the arduous work of reorganizing
the postal service of Cuba and putting it
on a modern footing.
