said he had the revolver in his pock t .it
home the dav his father was killed Asked
wh, lie said: "1 did just as jou would
have done, h.al someone broken into om
house and ki'led vour father. We did not
know but that the man was still In the
house "

"If vou had found the m in who had
killed

" our father would jou have shot
him?"

"I think I would."
Both questions and answers at times ap-

proached bitterness, and were responsible
for criticisms by the spectators. Some even
went so far as to charge lhat the county
attornev was uudul aggressive, but Mi.
Jetmore laughed at the insinuations and
said:

"I merelv want to get at the facts in this
case and have no desire whatever to be
disagreeable. We are proceeding in accord-
ance with the evidence, and there is no

May Si John Collins signed an affidavit
In the presence of representatives of the
insurance companies, in which he stated
that when he heard the shots on the fatal
morning, he did not enter his father's room
before he went across the street to tele-
phone from Mr. Lange's for Dr. Tefft. On
the direct examination the defendant stated
Thursday that he had gone into his father's
room beofre going to Mr. I.ange's. Mr.
Jetmore showed the document to the wit-
ness, who would not admit that the docu-
ment complete was what he had signed.
He said:

"I signed my name on the last page, but
the sheets were at that time separate anil
some others may have been substituted
for them."

"Do ou deny that Is the affidavit jou
signed?"

"No. but I will not admit that it Is what
I signed."

Mr. Jetmore asked Collins questions cov-
ering his departure from the house to tele-
phone the doctor, but the witness said he
did not remember. The affidavit was then
handed to Collins and he was instructed
to read it over and point out 'he portions
which he had not sworn to. The defense
then asked permission to compare the orig-
inal with a copv- - of the affidavit furnished
them by the prosecution, and thev retired,
John Collins going with them The com-
parison completed, the attornev s and de-
fendant returned. Mr. Jetmore resumed
his questioning, but Mr. Ha den suggested
thit the affidavit should be presented infull and read to the jury. Mr. Jetmore
then asked 3Ir. Harden to admit tint thedocument was signed bv Collins and thiswas done. The affidavit was then laid
aside for a moment and Mr. Jetmore asked
Collins if he hid told Miss Babcoek that
his father would be attacked from the rear
and could not light like a man. The wit-
ness said:
