After his children had grown up and his

world, he tame to Kansas City and in-

vested in the queer, little place where ho
has sin--- lived.

In IsTS he went back to England and
found a man who remembered his grand-
father and took him to see the humble
little thatched home in which his grand-
father had lived. The steward of the
manor houe bird by. for the master of
which his- grandfather had worked, allowed
him to look into the spacious halls of the
gicat dwelling. Th stewardess took him
up the great stairway and showed him
a quilt of white satin and gold made by
the hand of Mary, queen of the Stots.

TOPEKA. Dec. 23. (Special.) It has been
a sad. sad Christinas for the Coiiins fam-

ily. A few friends have called to offer thlr
sympathy to the women whose stei son and
brother has been declared a convicted mur-d- i

rer and it is a sad story they hear in the
Van Uureu street home. Within eiaht
months, the head of the family has been
muidi-re- and now a life sentence in the
penitentiary is the lot which the son. the
only other man in the house, has to face.
The last blow was far more crushing than
the first.

Sirs. Collins and Grace apparently have
the utmost confidence in John's innocence.
To them he always has been a kind, gen-
tle, affectionate boy. on whom, when the
husband and father died, they expected to
lean for comfort and support. Now they
believe they are the victims of an infamous
conspiracy. The testimony which convicted
John they consider a mass of colored falsi --

hoods, conceived in the brain of detectives.
They cannot understand how a "jury could
bring in a verdict of guilty, or why a
Shawnee county court would permit such
an array of false testimony to be advanctd
against him. It Is bojond their comprehen-
sion why such an infamous outrage will
be allowed in a land of civilization.

John Collins is bearing up under the ter-
rible conviction much better than his step-
mother and sister, just as the charge lias
always been treated by him in a much
lighter spirit. He does not shed tears, for
that is noi John Collins' style. Hut the
prisoner grieves for his unprotected and
sorrowing loved ones, and it is when think-
ing of them that the seriousness of the ver-

dict impresses itself upon him. So tar as
lie is personally concerned, a life at hard
labor in the penitentiary apparently pos-

sesses no tenors. John Collins laughed
when he was being tried for slaying his
father and he calmly puffed a cigar when
tho jury announced that it believed him
to lie a murderer.

General opinion in Topeka regarding the
verdict is divided on the line of sex. There
aie few women who have not lrom ihe
start believed Collins innocent and who do
not now think lie is being terribly wronged.
Heforc County Attorney J .mote made his
closing atgument Katuriia.v. ae was waited
upon by a committee ol women who

him not to be "too hard" on John.
The men of Topeka by a large majority

consider the veidict thoroughly just and
are tatistied that tue murderer ot J. S. Col-

lins is his own son. A prominent Slason
says that the members ol thai order, to
which the muiiKied man Lelong.tl, :ue gen-
erally "highly gratified." Sympathy for
the stricken family is. however, universal
and sincere. For this ieason. veiy manv
citizens who were fi lends ot J. S. Collins
express their belief in John's guilt, bul ask
thai their names be withheld.

The testimony of Sirs. Hurnett. and of
L'pdegralt, it is generally thought, md the
delense mcie harm than good. It devel-
oped y that the attorneys for the
defense, themselves, do not wholly under-
stand these witnesses.

Again, the prisoner's apparent indifference
during the trial lost lnm friends and ve-r-

probably ii also influenced ihe jury against
him. uiie of the jurors intimated as much
to Tho Journal correspondent

John's has led many to
believe that he is not in his right mind. "It
seems incredible that a young man who
was brought up in a good home and under
the very best Influence- could have acted as
he did when on trial for the murder of his
lather," said a business man.

A prominent Slason said:
"I thoroughly believe that John Collins is

guiliy. There was a long time before the
members of our order could believe it and
it was as much to remove all suspicion
from Hie family as to perform a duty to-

ward our unfortunate brother that we
hired a detective. The Slasons put up the
money to ascertain the murderer, and they
have landed him."

The attorneys for Collins are preparing
their petition for a rehearing. v hen the
application will be heard is not known. It
is not generally considered probable that
Judge Hazen will grant another trial.

"There never was a murder trial that a
petition for a rehearing was not made." said
County Attorney Jctmorc. "In this case,
nothing will come of it. I am satisfied
that the application will not be granted."

In ase the defer.se does not g. t a

He spent the elec-
tion dav in peddling his father's tickets
and hauling voters to the polls in the tam-il- y

canlage. It was the gleatest surprise
of Ids life when he learned that his lather
had been tlef. ated.

Intil he went to Lawrence. John was sel-
dom in the society, of girls. He rarely at-
tended parties. por two years at Law rence
he was studious anel popular. Then lus
head was tinned. He attended the univer-
sity parties and saw life in a new light. He
aspired to lie the best dressed on University
hill, and succeeded in sali.-fyin- g his ambi-
tion. To do this and to keep up his at-
tention on the young woman he admired
as he thought he should required moro
money than his father gave him for an al-

lowance and he commenced to borrow right
and left. The rest of the story has been
recounted in all of its harrowing details
from the witness stand of the Shawnee
county district court during the last four
weeks.

HIS NERVEJS FAILING.

Verdict of the Jury Hut Ilnil n Xo--
tleealile KtTect on John

Collins.
A gentleman who stands In the relation

of a close personal friend to John Col-

lins, convicted of murderirg his father last
Slay, and who was an eye witness to the
entire proceedings of the trial, was in the
city yesterday, having left the condemned
man but a few hours before. He was in-

duced to talk concerning the great trial,
and said:

"The notice of the application for a new-tri-

has been given by the attornevs for
the defense and they are already ai work
gathering evidence to support the plea. Of
course, the position of the jury will be at-

tacked and the fact that it ai rived at a
veidict so quickly seems to make the at-

torneys hopeful that they will gain their
point.

"Up to the time of the jury returning the
virdit't, Collins was very hopeful, but the
conclusions to be drawn from the quick-
ness of It in arriving at a verdict seem
to have robbed Vim of .?" portion of the
iron nerve he has exhibited all through the
proceedings.

"The greatest concern of the condemned
man Is tor his family and he feels keenlv
the blot it will cast upon it. I was with
him some time and his whole talk was on
that subject. In reference to himself and
his hopes of being eventually cleared, he
had little to say. in fact, preferred not to
dwell upon that point at all.

"The family feel the result of the trial
very keenly and under the circumstances
hi ar up well. The action of the jury seems
to have stunned them and they have not
had time to italize the gravity of the situ-
ation. The friend- - if the lamily an- - very
considerate and dnin-- r all in their power to
keep their spirits in a hopeful state.

"This morning a number of presents were
sent to th" j,ui. among them being several
pictures and other knick-knack- s from Col-

lins' friends. He will use th"m to decorate
lus narrow- - quarters and make them as
chei rful as possible.

"If the judge retuses to grant the plea
for a new trial, it will be taken up higher
on appeal. In that case the state will have
to appoint a special prosecutor, as Sir.
Godard. Collins' attorney, has just been
elected attorney general of the state.'

Yesterday in some unaccountable manner
the rumor gained currency in Kansas City
that John Collins had committed suicide;
that his conviction had at last broken
down his nerves of steel and that he could
not fac- tlie .gnnm'ny of life imprisonment.

stereotvp.-- into the lep'y: "There
is no truth in it."

Tin re was
no formal greeting arranged for them, hut
a committee of the Stark county bar. sev-

eral personal friends and members of their
family were al the station to meet them.

The judge is in excellent health and spir-
its, and the trip abroad has evidently been
beneficial. Sirs. Day i also in excellent
health and, notwithstanding seasickness on
the return voyage, comes to her home
in much better health than when she
left it.

Judge Day. when asked as to his plans
for the future, said he expected to remain
in Canton and resume the practice of law
in the firm of which he was a member
before entering the cabinet of President

Asked as to whether he had any desires
which the state of Ohio could satisfy, he
said: "If you refer to political desires. I
have not.

Uiter in the convereation he
authorized the direct statement that under
no circumstances would he be a candidate
for governor, as has been leported during
his absence in Paris.

While he talked freely on many matters
connected with his work in Paris. Judge
Day did not feel at liberty to give an in-

compensation for the commis-
sioners, or of any sum approaching that
amount, was ridiculous and preposterous.
The president fixes tlie compensation of tne
commissioners and none of them, it is safe
to say. accepted the duties as a specula-

tion. None of them has an idea ot" a large
fee. such as would have been paid had
they performed the duties in the capacity
of regularly retained attnrne-ys- .

There is no actual precedent on which to
base an estimate, but the prediction is
ventured that tho compensation ot tho
commissioners will not exceed $13,000 each
and reasonable expenses incurred on the
trip in Paris. These expenses, however,
will not those Incurred for the
wives and families of the attaches of the
commission, because all such went on tho
journey entirely independent of the com-

mission and were in no way a charge upon
the official party.

It i probable that the stories of large
compensation were suggested by payments
in treaty negotiations ot the past, notabiy
the Bering sea matter and Sir. Foster's
work in connection with the China and
Japan treaty. In the case or sir. hosier,
there is no parallel to the Paris commis-
sion. He was retained for a very large fee
to perform certain duties. In the case of
the Bering sea treaty, the commissioners
were paid very modest sums for their
work, but associated with them were a
number of attorneys of note, in the capac-

ity of counsel, looking after large interests,
and as sut h they were paid liberal fees.

A number of friends have called upon
Judge Day since his return and to them he
h:.s talked entertainingly. The work nt
Paris was felt by the commisM.or.ers to 1 o

arduous and left little or no opportunity
for pleasures which the judge would have
been glad to enjoy in a city which im-

pressed bint 'villi i's beauty and historic
interest. The French government treatetl
the comml.-stionc-rs very well and the room
in which negotiations were conducted was
a magnificent one. well adapted to the
work in hand. Tin; Americans were in

every day. and during long hours un

most dav-j- . during their sojourn in Paris.
They took a vast amount of testlmony
bearing upon the questions to be disposed
of. and were in constant communication
with the precedent. Whenever, under in-

structions from Washington, the American
position was closely ileflnPd. a session was
held with the Spanish representatives and
nt sivh sessions the Americans always pre-

sented a linn and united position. There
were but two critical periods in the nego-

tiations, the first regarding the Cuban
debt, which was an open question for more
than a month, during which time the Amer-
icans never swirvid from the position pre-

sented lo the Spaniards. The other was
upon the Philippine cession, and after the
Americans reached a conclusion in their
own councils as to the concessions that
could be granted, there was no deviation
and the Spaniards finally accepted.

The personal relations between the two
governments were at all times friendly. and
cordial. The Americans have great respect
for the ability of the Spanish member
and believe that nothing was left undone
that could benefit tlie Spanish case. The
president of tlie Spanish commission wis
remarked as ;: man of great ability hy the
Anierkar.s. an.', won their respect for the
able manner in which, he onducted the
Spanish tase.
