The
physicians who treated thought the trouble
tuberculosis, and that the lég would have
to be amputated.

To suve the man further
medical advice,
to iry the X-ray machine,
shows that the trouble Is not tuberculosis
at all, but that one of the bones in tha
instep had been broken at some previous
dme. The sufferer conséequently will not
<have to lose his leg.
