This advance, which
was wholly Independent of any known con-
ditions, mnflft shorts somewhat nervous
and Instead of Slay wheat being pressed
for sale at TOc, as It was yesterday after-
noon, there were buyers anxious to get It
at from 71c to 71ic Local professionals
who, almost to a man, have sold wheat
short for a week, placed very little con-
fidence In the opening rally and,

with their views, sold more at
the advance. On a further rise to 714lc, during the next half hour, they sold
Again, and In the next half hour had the
satisfaction of a decline to 71c The sell
ers, other than those who were short,
were not numerous during the decline re-
ferred to, apart from those who had the
protection ot calls for the day at from
lft71Hc, and the market was quick to

ijeact on any moderate demand. Receipts
at Chicago were 101 cars, of which four-
teen graded contract.
