that notwithstanding the intepse cold of
the present, Kansas City “is a good place
to live in.”" Rellef is unostentatiously given
by Individuals us well as by the regularly
organized charitable associations. "Ask
and ye shall recelve” Is the motto of all
engaged in this work. It is no time for
auestioning, 80 time for Investigations. The
result is that In the past few days thou-
sands of worthy and deserving people have
been made happler than they were: hope
bas taken the place of despondency and
faltk In mankind, faith In God, has sup-
Pplunied the thoughts of evil which almost
invarfably find lodgment in the minds of
those who belleve they are so marked by
the pitlless hand of fate.

The work of the charitable institutions is
marked by many sad incidents. At the
office of the Provident Assoclation wan
and suffering mothers plead for thelr 1ittle
oneg. husbands ask yd;lw. en
families, and little énes, k flly
shod, shivering and weak, act the part of
heroes, At the Helping Hand Institute once
robust but now discouraged and starving
men., with tears in thelr eyes and with sobs
in their throats, beg for shelter and food,

Garments have been supplied to many
women and chiid and the sleeping capa-
ity of the barratks has been taxed ‘1o its
utmost limits gince the extreme cold gpell
set In.  La earted citizens such as
N er Btockham of the Midland hotel,
who feeds hundreds of men dally, and
Homer Reed, of the Coates, whose benefac-
tions have brought warmth and driven dis-
case, perhap# death, from scores of al-
most stricken houscholds, have set an ex-
ampie that equally gencrous hearted men
have not falled 1o emulate.

Bo the work goes on, Yeslerday the
demand for relief was the greatest in the
history of Kansas Cliy. om daybreak
untll long after evening had set In wagons
distributed coal, provisions, garments und
medicines to  applicants; self-constituted
agents of the Lord visited the suffering and
left thelr mites; In almost every nelghbore
hood where lives & victim of poverty,
housewives prepared dishes and with their
own hands contributed to urgent needs
and wants. As In all things, Kansas Clty-
ans are working shoulder 1o shoulder In
caring for the needy. Rellef s assured to
evary soul not too proud to make known
his or her needs, and If, by this evening
al the time when church bells are summon-
ing the faithful to worship, there is one per-
#on who, need it, has not received suc-
vor, it will not be the fault of th9 big-
hearted, sympeathetlc people of Kansas
Clty.

Many cuses of destitution were called to
the attention of the health department,
but most of them were instances where
fuwmilies were living in houses not calcu-
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lated to withstand the present rigorous
weather, and while the families had a lit-
tle money on hand it was not sufficient to
buy material to stop up cracks in poorly
constructed houses,

One case in particular was called to the
attention of Dr. Lapp, that of a family at
Third and Wyandotte streets, whers he
found three children standing on top of the
stove In order to get the full benefit of the
heat that falled to penetrate to even the
center of the room. The family, that of
William Carroll, was not suffering for
food, but the mother was sick and needed
better shelter, a case that is duplicated in
many parts of the city. She was sent to
the city hospital, and that is all the health
de ent can do, as it is not preparcd to
provide shelter to the indigent who are en-
Joying fairly good health.

SALVATION ARMY WORKERS.

Coffee and Sandwiches Will Be Served
at the Barracks to All Comers
Until Farther Notlce.

In accordance with a rule of charity
which it has never failed to follow, the 8al-
vation Army will begin this morning to do
what it can in the way of feading the un-
fortunate men whom the severe cold has
driven from their work. Brigadier Stillwell
recently returned sick from a visit to Texas
and is far from being In good health, but
he begun yesterday directing his assistants
In the prellminarfes for this work of hu-
manitarianism.

The nucleus of the fund which the army
will_employ in relieving the distressed is
$18.75 subscribed by the Commercial Club,
and during the afternoon considerable help
in the way of rolle, bread, coffee and mil
was given. The plan s to serve u break-
fast this morning, and thereafter while the
bad weather and the provisions last.

“We will probably not be able to give out
u.dzrem deal in the morning,” =aid the birig-
adler, “'but we wil try to give each man a
little—a cup of coffee and o sandwich or
roll—which will do something to start them
out for the day. From 7:30 till 9 o'clock will
be gbout the time we will serve.”

The army will be glad to get anything in
the way of food that can be used for these
breakfasts. Gifts of clothing, too, will not
come amlss, ag requests for something to
wear are more frequent than for something
to eat. During the past few days. whila
the severity of the cold has been something
to appeal to the most thoughtless, frequent
offers of clothing and shoes have come in
over the Balvation Army 'phone. These
are far from adequate, however, and good
use can be made of everything wearable
that can be had.

The Workingmen's Shelter.

At 213 East Fifth sirect the Salvation
Army Is engaged in a grand work—the con-
ducting of a workingmen's shelter. There
destitute men are cared for and last night
the lodging department was filled with men
who, had it not been for the shelter, would
have had to roamed the streels or sought a
refuge In some ili-smeliing North end den.
Owing to the foresight of many good people
who donated clothing, many poor women
and children have been warmly clad during
the past few days and hundreds of men
have, through the generosity of other
friends of the sheller, been furnished with
& comforting bath and a good bed in which
to rest tired end despondent bodies.

The shelter was organized February 10,
1898, and since then 16,874 men have been
furnished oﬂglnﬁs. 5,47 men glven free
baths and over 2.000 garments have been
the means of making almost as many wom-
#n and children comfortable. Ensign and
Mra. Dodds, among the most willlng work-
ers In the army, are in charge, and are
doing splendid service.

HOW ONE FAMILY LIVES.

Pltiable Plight of T. G. Morris, Wife
and Three Babes—Driven From
Home by Fire.

Pride has caused much suffering to the
family of T. G. Morrls, who, until last
Tue=day morning, lived at 1814 Cherry
strezt, At that time a fire made their
home uninhablitable and, after remalning
there for a day and a night exposed to
the elements, a haven of refuge was found
in the basement of 507 East Elghteenth
street,

Morris has been out of steady employ-
ment since Christmas, and i{s an Invalid,
His wife Is far from being strong, and
thelr three children, the eldest a boy of
4, and the youngest a girl of 2, are now
the victims of racking coughs,

A reporter for The Journal found Mrs.
Morris and the childen in the cellar yes-

:'-‘d.ny and heard her story. It was a piti-
ﬁ recital. Wheén compelled to leave their
ruined home the family were without food
or a sheltering place. Nelghbors did not
volunteer assistance, and Morris and his
wife were too proud to ask for it. Mrs.
Meins, the wife of 2 shoemaker whose
place of business is at 57 East Eighteenth
street, by accldent heard of their plight,
and offered them a lodging in the base-
ment.  Their few household effects were
taken there, and with a few lengths of
carpel the walls of what ths amlly now
call their home were made, Bads, other
furniture and a stove fill the narrow coa-
fines, and around the latter the unforta-
nate mother and children hovered yester-
day In an effort to get warm.

“*You ask about my husband?” Mra.
Morris replled, in answer :0 an In-
quiry. “He ls out trying to get work. He
made 15 cents yesterday, and with it he
bought 10 cents’ worth of coal and a louf
of bread. Mrs Meins has been giving us
something to eat since we have been here,
and we are doing quite well now."”

“But your children are =ick; they need

care?”
“I know It," was the reply, sadly given.
“Baby had the croup last night, and Mrs,
Meins und I worked for hours over him,
Mra, Meine Is very kind to ua”

“Why haven't vou applied for rellef to
the aid societies?™
The mother spirit showed itself, Her
eyes became bLrilllant with indignation and
her cheeks afire. “Apply for rellef to an
ald s=oclety! Never! They'd take my
bables from me. I'll die first!"

“Why not do friends, then?*
tl-“"n Iet the world know of my cond!-
on?"

“Better that than let your babes dle in
this cellar.”

Clasping her youngest borm clossr to her
bosom, she s=ald: “Oh, we will get along
some way. Why, we have had hard luck
before, and T am used to knocks. Once I
pieked berries through the season, and
my husband worked when he could. But
we couldn't save anything, and when I
got sick we were In need. We applled for
rellef, and then they sald T had to g0 o
2 hospital and that my children would be
taken from me. 1 refused, and we pplled
through. That is the reason I will not ap-
pl{:ﬂror ald now.”

ter she sald: “I may be proud, but
our misfortune has not been caused by
drink or any fault of our own, and I do
not belfeve the Lord will permit my chil-
dren to be taken away from me."

During her recltal the littie ones coughed
and several times the mother was seized
with a pain in her chest.

W. Casey yesterday. ““We desire to look
after the comfort of the women andi chil-
dren as much as possible, and it is terrible
to be without ﬂl&ﬂil?l‘l.l covering at night
at this time. Anything and everything in
the line of clothing for men, women and
children will also be very acceptable,

Thanks to the generosity of Homer Reed,

We are now distributing 100 loads of coal,
but, owing to the lack of teams, we are
not dol it as expeditiously as we desire.
At 7 o'clock this morning we began with
Seven teams and after hard work increased
the number to ten.

“We have a great
rellef—over 200 a day
for some time—and

emply handed. We do not take time to
Investigate, but give with an open hand.
We feel that It Is better to risk bestowing
relief upon ten undeserving persons than

Another official sald that provisions and
clothing were needed to keep up the good
work.

*This winter," gaid he, “has been with-
out a precedent here. It began about Oc-
tober 15, at least two months eariier than

usual, to work a hardship on the poor, andg |
ever since the resources of the assoeiation |

have been stralned 1o meet the demands.
We have been helped somwhat by our
wood and stone yards, and wers it not so
cold we would now be em loying many
men in each. As it Is, only o few can
stand the cold and we are not realizing
much from that at present. But we man-
age to keep up and have no fear but what
we will be able to ‘weather the storm. **

STOCKHAM’S _GRAND WORK.

Hungry Men Are Fed and Dentitute
Families Mnde Happy—Business
Men Alding Him.,

Nearly 1.000 hungry men filled the east
lobby of the Midland, and the storerooms,
where another free dinner was served at
noon yesterday by the menagement. They
all went away with their hunger satistied
and grateful for a charity so nobly carried
out. Chicken soup, bread and butter, cof-
fee and oranges were served.

The efforts of Manager Stockham to give
all the destitute men In Kansas City one
£quare meal each day has been appreciated
by business men, who have shown it in
Hberal contributions. The chickens for the
Soup yesterday were glven by Aaron & Co.
Fred Wolferman gave 6 pounds of beef
for to-day's dinner. Jacob Dold sent 200
pounds of hams, W, A, Fisher gave two
crates of oranges. The board of trade took
up a collectlon of $1W. Dozens of cash con-
tributlons were received yesterday, rangin
from § to $2, from peoglu who regueste
that their names be withheld,

Wagons will be sent out at 7 o'clock this
morning, leaded with provisions for the
00r. Since beginning the charity, Mr,

tockham has been making Inquiries of the
men who applied as to worthy poor familles
who might be reached by delivering pro-
vislons. He has obtained a large number
of names and addresses In this way, and
this morning bread, potatoes, meat and
other provisions will be distributed.

A telegram was recelved yesterday from
the Commercial Club, now in Okluhoma,
expressing the appreciation of the club for
his bountiful work of philgnthropy.

Last evening Manager Stockham notified
the police and the sHera! charitable organ-
izatlons that he will, until futher notice
furnish all who may apply at the Midian
hotel with ample supplies of provisions
and coal,

Hundreds of Homeless Men Are Glv-
en Shelter There as Usual—
Ald Ins Needed.

The sleeping rooms of the Helping Hana
Institute were agaln crowded last evening
with a motley erowd of despondent and
weary men, They began Lo register early
in the evening and by midnight every bed
and nook was occupied. Rev. Dr. Shawhan
was as active, as cheery and as cordinl as
ever to the wayfarers, but the strain he
has been under for so long is telling on
him.

*You know.'” sald he, “that T am a strong
bellever in practical charity. T do not he-
lieve Iin encouraging bums and worthless
outcasts, but at a time llke the present [
do not belleve in drawing the line too
strongly. Loook at my boys here to-night.
There may be a few unregenerates among
them, but if there are I counld not plck
them out. They look to me llke unfortun.
ate men who would beiter thelr condition
if they could. I know that among them
are many men who are anxious to obtaln
work. who are anxious to reclaim them-
selves and anxlous {0 agaln be ugrlght men.
But they are poorly clad, few have whole
thoes, and In this kind of weather it is im-

ossible for them to rustle for work or do
ﬂ If obtalned. The Helping Hand has been
the scene of much misery in its history,
but never have 1 =een so much of it. so
much pitlable misery, as I have geen hers
since this intensely cold weather set In,

“Money, clothing and provisions are need-
ed. and needed at once, by the Institute. ™
eald he in conclusion. *'I wish that T had s
megaphonle volce. If T had T would stand
here in the midst of all this miservy and re-
peat this, the thirty-fifth verse of the twen-
tleth chapter of Acts: “T have shewsed you
all things, how that so lahoring ye ought
to support the weak and 1o remember the
words of the Lord Jesus, how He sald It
is more blessed to give than to receive. *

THE ROBERTS MISSION.

A bir house, a little house or a
shanty is n miserable place without heat,
1 am satisfied that if there were a wiy to
surely reach these shivering women and
;—himren that the coal will be forthecom-
ng.

“The Central Coal and Coke Company
apprecinted the situation and gave the
100 orders precedence of regular customers.
Ih If there 1s need of 0 many that the
whole 100 orders can be delivered before
Sunday. as it means added comfort to at
lzast 400 or W0 people for at least ten dnvs,

WANT LORD BERESFORD HERE

Commercial Organizations Will Make
an Effort to Get Him to Stop
at Kansas Cilty.

Kansas City will make an effort to secure
a visit from Lord Charles Beresford, ad-
miral of the British navy, who landed In
Ban Francisco from China and Japan on
Friday. British Vice Consul Burrough, no-
ticing in yesterday's Journal the arrival of
this foremost Englishman in this country,
immediately set on foot a plan to secure a
visit to Kansas Clty, and there is great
reason to belleve it will be successful,

Lord Beresford comes to America the
Interest of the “‘open door” policy for China
and the East, a policy which he declares
will be more advantageous to America,
even, than it will be to England. He is
being entertained by the commercial or-
ganlzations in San ncisco. He will re-
main there for some time, and will then
proceed to Chicago and New York. The

lan is to have him go East by way of

{ansas City and stop here for a conference
with and entertainment by the Kansas Clty
commercial organizations,

President Moore, of the board of trade,
tock heartily to the plan. He sald he would
bring it up before the board of trade to-
morrow hnd the Eommercg‘l Club .at its
meeting Tuesday dvenln?. ne of the large
packers here enthusiastically seconded tﬁe
idea, and it i{s probable the, Manufacturers’
Assoclation will unite with_all the other
commercial bodies of tha’cTty in‘extending
an invitation to Lord Beresferd to visit this
city and an earnest effort to secure it,

While there mny be some differences of
opinion as to the “open door'* policy, every-
body would be interested in a discussion of
the subject byso able a man as Lord Beres-
ford, Hesides being the head of the British
navy, Lord Beresford is one of the ablest
speakers who ever addresses parlinment,

€ comes to America as the special repre-
sentative of all the eommercinl bodies of
Great Britain, and his visit would be an
honor to Kansas City and its commerclal
bodies, and would undoubtedly result in
good to the trade of this city through the
suggestions he would make.

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MET INSTANT DEATH

FISNLEY HINES CAUGHT IN MILL
MACHINERY,

Nearly Every Bore In His Body Was
Hroken and His Head Was
Crushed to a Pulp—Clothes
Canght in Shafting.

——

Finley- Hines, 8 negro laborer employed
In the George Kimball flouring mille at
Twelfth and Freight streets. was caught
in the machinery of the mill at 6 o'clock
last night and instantly killed, The body
was removed to Curroll's undertaking es-
tablishment and the coroner will hold an
inquest Monday.

Hines, who was employed as a roustabout
at the mill, went up on the second floor
of the mill about § o'clock to remove sev-
eral sacks or fiour and feed. In some man-
ner his clothing was caught in a horizontal
shafting about a foot above the floor nnd
big life was crushed out instantly. Both
of his legs were broken, Loth arms were
fractured in a number of places and his
Liead was crushed almost to a pulp. Hines
was also cut and Lruised on nearly every
portion of his body. 'The first knowledge
that the other emploves of the mill re-
ceived that an accident had oceurred was
when the machinery stopped suddenly and
then gave evidence of having been de-
ranged. Hines” body was wound round and
round the shafting. There were no other
employes on the second floor at the time
and It Is not known exactly how the acci-
