THANK WALLER COMPELLED TO
QUIT OK LOSE EYESIGHT.

Turvllle and Chapman Also Drop Oat
of the Race Xcw World's Rec-

ord Established for Vari-
ous Lengths of Time.

SAN FRANCISCO. Feb. 14. The score In
the eIi days' bicycle race at 2 a. m. was as
follows: 'Waller.

After the McFarland-Goodma- n match.
Champion Elkes said that he would give
McFarland two laps in a ten mile match
and agree to beat him. The match will
probably bo made. Much interest is taken
by local wheelmen in Waller, the "Flyins
Dutchman," who rides under the colors of
the Acme Club, of Oakland, to which he
belonged ten years ago. He is in good con-
dition, and many predict be will win the
great race.

World's record was reached at the
eighth hour in the great international eix-da- y

race at Mechanics' pavilion. Tom
Barnaby, alone of the eighteen starters,
passed record and he was a. quarter mile
ahead of tho mark established by Fred-
ericks In the New York contest last De-
cember. Nine men were but an eighth of
a mile back of tho record, and only four
of the eighteen starters had dismounted in
the eight hours. The chill of the building
livened tho men. The score at 7 o'clock,
the eighth hour, follows:

After riding all night in the six days" race,
maintaining his lead during all the early
hours of the contest, Tom Barnaby was
compelled to dismount and change wheels,
losing his lead and allowing Miller. Stevens,
Gymm, Waller, Pierce and Nawn to gain
three laps and Lawson two laps over him.
Chapman, who had paired with Barnaby,
was compelled to leave the track on ac-
count' of his eyes. He sustained a heveie
fall and his managers decided to let him
have a short nap. World's records contin-
ued to fall during the night and the early
morning hours. At the ninth hour Miller
led, a mile and three-quarte- rs ahead of his
own record, but with Aaronson, Pierce,
Waller, Gymm, Stevens. Fredericks and
Nawn tied. In the next hour Fredericks
and Aaronson dismounted, and at the
tenth hour Miller. Stevens, Gymm, Waller
and Pierce and Nawn went over the tape in
order named with 202 miles, 550 yards to
their credit, lowering Miller's New York
record of 201 miles, 3U9 yards, made in 1SS7.

There was a lively contest for the 200 mile
mark. Stevens outsprlnting the field. He
nnlshed in 9:19:54. the former record being
10:04. by Miller, a break of fourteen min-

utes and six seconds. Gymm gave Stevens
a light but lost. Tho leader at 100 miles
was Barnaby. His time was 4:19:29 a. the
record standing at 4:40, to the credit of
Pierce

Dangerous speed Is being made in the in-

ternational six-da- y race, and steady pound-
ing has ridded the field of Its most danger-
ous factor, that is to say, Frank Waller.
Waller's eyes went wrong on him, and
physicians say that he would be blind for
life should he continue. Waller was broken
hearted, but had to quit, after going thirty--

four and one-ha- lf hours without dis-
mounting. The cramps of Charlie Turvllle
did not leave him. and he quit about noon

y. after going 2CC miles. Chapman
also quit, as in the case of Waller, with
trouble of the eyes. The real quitting of
this plucky Southern lad was at midnight

From the field of a dozen In
the contest who had not dismounted up
to the noon hour y, there was a riow
cutting down, one by one, until at the nine-
teenth hour, when Pierce and Ashlnger
came out alone Into the true contest of en-
durance, the old timer and the late comer
being prepared to fight it out to a bitter
finish. Stevens. "The Bison," fell, through
Interlocking bars with another rider nt
an early hour y. He lost ten miles
then, and has taken things more easily
since, but Is one of the freshest men in
the race, and very cheerful. Louts GImm
did not dismount until 4:59 this afternoon.
GImm Is. as usual, smiling and .happy, and
more than ever confident.

BUItLlXGTO.Y ANNOUNCES CUT IX ITS
SCHEDULE TO DENVER. .,

The Santa Fe May Make Its Time to
Kansas City Beyond Reach The

Rock Inland Will Be Able .
to Break Even.

It would appear that the time war Is
on and where it will stop is problematical. 3
All the competitors of the Burlington are
figuring hard to And some way to et the
better of that line on fast passenger trains
between Chicago and Denver and before
the war Is over It may extend to Kam-a-

City. The Burlington is the shortest line
between Chicago and Denver by sixty-thre- e

miles, and that is a great advantage
for the other lines to overcome in fifty mile
an hour trains over single tracks-- .

Tho Burlington has announced that It
will cover the distance between Chicago
and Denver. 1,020 miles in twenty-si- x hours
and fifteen mit;utes, or three hours and
thirty-fiv- e minutes quicker than its fast-
est flyers are now making the run. The
only other direct competitors of this road
in the Chicago-Denv- er business are the
Santa Fe and the Rock Island. The North
western, In connection with the Union Pa-
cific, lias a Denver line, but It will prob-
ably keep out of the war. The Santa Fe
and the Rock Island are sufferers by the
Burlington's reduced schedule and their
officers are now figuring on a time card
that will even up matters with their
speedy competitor.

It Is 1,210 miles from Chicago to Denver
via the Santa Fe and 1.0S3 over thu rails
of the Rock Island. The latter's mileage
will doubtless enable it to break some-
where near even with the Burlington, but
the Santa Fe with a handicap of 190
miles, will hardly be able to flag in with a
twenty-si-x hour run. The Santa Fe will
not be out of the race, as it will possibly
make Its light on the Chicago-Kann- s City
business, and that is more valuable than
the travel to tho Colorado 'capital. This
line is by far the shortest between Kansas
City and Chicago and If It once gets start-
ed, there is no telling where It will stop,
as railroad men are of the opinion that it
could make the run in ten hours and not
turn a hair. The Milwaukee may be drawn
Into the light and make a play in the
Northwest, by cutting its time between
Chicago and St. Paul.

Conservative railroad men say that the
end of the racing is in sight and that the
next move will be to lengthen the time.
They say there is no public demand for
the extra fast trains now being run and
at best they are an expensive luxury: be-
sides the speed of the flyers borders on
the dangerous. In the meantime the time
war offers a study of railroad-
ing in contrast with the &peed made
twenty years ago.

It represents
a train arriving at .Kansas City and anoth-
er leaving.

The Pennsylvania railroad has advised
Its Western connections not to sell tick-
ets via that line without indorsing across
the face "sold subject to delay." Tho
storms in and about Harrlsburg made the
notice necessary.

for such Is not the case by any means.
However, for the moment, the discordant
notes of the majority of ,the local bosses of
the Democratic party have been har-
monized when the questions involving the
excise and police bills are considered. Both
factions have agreed that the passage of
these bills would be a good thing for their
party. Inasmuch as it Would give them addi-
tional spoils, so they have all agreed to
push the good thing along in the general
assembly, and have deferred their quarrels
concerning the division of the spoils until
the booty Is an assured fact.

The Pendergast crowd Is giving Its hearty
support to the excise bill, although it was
fostered by the Shannon crowd. This is
not because the Pendergast people are
magnanimous: it is because the passage of
the bill would be a good thing for the sa-
loon men. and Pendergast has too much
at stake to lose an opportunity to help his
fellow saloonkeepers. Tho breweries are
very anxious to have the bill passed, and
will undoubtedly send a strong lobby to the
state capital in the near future. The police
are doing all that they can to rush their
bill through, and It was authoritatively
stated last night that both these measures
will be railroaded in the house together.
There Is a clause In the police bill which
conflicts with the excise bill. This is the
one in relation to dramshop licenses. It Is
the Intention of those who have the bill In
charge to strike out the dramshop clause
in the police bill, while it is in the hands
of the committee to which it is referred.
After this Is done, the local Democrats thnk
that they will have no trouble in rushing
both measures through hand In hand.

EIGHT HUNDRED FED.

Midland Charity Continued Yesterday
Despite the Rapid Rise in the

Temperature.
Manager Stockham, of the Midland,

thought his free dinner for destitute men
and boys was to be without the usual crowd
of guests yesterday on account of the ran.
idly rising temperature. For four days nre- -
vious the cast lobby ot the hotel had been
crowded with hungry men for hours be
fore the doors to the storerooms were,
opened. Not one or these men was in sight
at 10:45 o'clock. A few minutes before 11
o'clock, however, they began to arrive,
whence nobody could tell. They swarmed
toward the east entrance by scores. The
side streets down Grand avenue seenvd
suddenly to disgorge streams of ragged
humanity, that under an Impulse of a law
of nature flowed up hill and converged
into the hotel lobby. Within a few min-
utes almost E00 men and boys, black and
white, were waiting their turn at the door
of the eating room.

One of the hotel clerks, Frank Kelleher,
accounted for the sudden and strange
method of their coming on the theory that
they were all backward about accepting
further charity jifter the change In the
weather, but they were all watching for
someone to make the start from their re-

treats In the vicinity of the hotel. They
all were welcomed and given a square meal
of baked beans and pork, bread and but-
ter and coffee. In the storeroom across the
lobby, clothing, principally underwear, was
distributed during the afternoon. There
was a big demand for shoes, more than
could be supplied.
