DESECRATION OF TREES

L. A. GOODMAN PROTESTS AGAINST
THE PRACTICE,

Commends the Efforts That Are Being
Made to Foster the Planting and
Care of Trees Iin Kansas
City—Some Denefits.

To The Jaurnal,

Now that the city seems to have taken
up the feature of planting trees, attention
is called to tbe fact that the protection of
those already planted 1s a subject of fully
&3 much Importance as the planting. How
many true lovers of trees have had thelr
hearts made sad by the ruthless desirue-
tion of some of our beautiful trees, and the
gerious Injury to many others. I wish to
call your attention to & few of these cases,
Only the other day I saw a crowd of tele-
phone men cutting off various branches
end tops of trees. And why. forsooth? Be-
cause they Interfered with thelr putting up
additional wires. hese trees were  dis-
figured, distorted out of shape, and Injured
50 that they will have to be either proned
back to an even head or be left unsizlitly
for some years to come. I took occasion to
stop them just as [ would were I to see
& men abusing his team. It hurt me just
as much, this damage to trees, as would
the other, and I hdd just the =ame right
to interfere. 1 wish everyone in our city
knew of the decislon made lately in Bucks
county, FPa., wherein Dr. John Marshall
sued the American Telephone Company for
the destruction of fifty trees, and obtalned
a judgment for §i47.41 and a fine of 330 each
against the men who committed the van-
dallsm.

The city itself Is responsible for this wan-
ton Injury and destruction of our beautiful
trées. Another Instance = as follows.
While some graders were at work on a
gtreet I #aw them cutting down a beau-
tiful maple tree that has been planted
twenty-five years, was elghteen inches in
diameter, and had a spread of branches
of over foriy feet. This tree was less than
one foot above grade, stood inside of the
curb, and within eighteen inches of where
it would have been planted if planted after
the grading had been done. Is it any won-
der that true lovers of trees shudder at
such sacrilege? That tres was worth
to the property on which it stood.

Another instance. While gome graders
were taking out the subgrade from one of
our streets, where a lot of voung elms had
just been planted on the newly opened
street. they made one of their horses walk
on the Inside of the curb as they were
plowing, and as the doubletrees came to
eiach tree they tore the bark from it
some one fool, gome two feet, and some
three fret, and from one to two (nches wide.
A prolest from the owners of these lots
and the trees just planted ealled forth
jeers of derision. know people who
would rather the clty should kill, or allow
to be killed by ordinance, the best horse
or cow they owned than to have such
trees destroved.

I call attention to these three cases, not
that it can be possible 1o replace the trees,
but that we may learn to take care of
what we do plant hereafter, and above
all, save every tree that can possibly be
saved, If It is anywhere near the place a
tree should be. In many of our clties they
have saved a beautiful tree a hundred
years old, even If it stood in the middle of
a street, Tet us guard carefully and faith-
fully every tree that will be of use to us,
and a thing of beauty in the fulure.

City Shomnld Help in the Mnatter,

The beautifying of our city In the plant-
fng of trees |18 & matter we should always
delight In, and help to foster. Not only
for the trees do I plead, but we should
have vacant property, where held in any
considerable ¥, planted in  Dbeautiful
trees, evergreens and shrubs. It takes
years for them to grow, but & man with
means can bulld his house In one vyear.
Lots so beautified will pay the owner dol-
lars for cents expended.

Before leaving this subject which is =o
near my heart, I should lke to gdive a few
thoughts from my own experience here of
thirty wears In the manner of digging,
handling, planting, earing for trees, and
the best varicties to plant,

The best trees are nursery-grown trees.
If they have been transplanted once oe
twice, so much the better. These tre:s
should be dug carefully, and you will find
that you can then gel plenty of good
fibrous roots, for without good roots vou
cannot get good growth. A tree should
have a sprend of root one foot across for
every inch of diameter at the crown; that
is, a tree three inches in diameter should
huve roots three feet acrosz. Handling
the trees after belng dug s oftectimes
done as If they were a load of poles or
rails. Too many forget that the tree iz
allve, just as much as you or 1, and if
the roots are exposed to the least frost,
or permitted to lle in the sun, they are
cither dead or so badly Injured that they
will show o very feeble growth or not
grow at all. Just as well expect a fish
to live out of water as a tree to live out
of the ground unless well protected and
the roots, body and hranches kept moist,
More than one-half the shnde trees dle
becauge of not belng properly handled.
Not one trep In fifty should die If prop-
erly dug. We never logse more than this
in our large orchard planting. We dis-
ecard every tree that is doubtful. Dut I
think I hawve seen plantings of street trees
where not one in fifty lived.

Planting should be well and carefully
done. Dig good large holes, use plenty
of good top =oll (no manure), put around
and among the roots, and above all, pack
down well so thut every root is in con-
tact with good firm soll. A fallure to do
this often results in a fallure to grow or
to live during the summer If the tree
even starts to grow. Cara must be exer-
cleed and Judgment used In not handling
the soll when it is too wet or sticky. It
ehould crumble nicely.

Mulching ls a great help In holding the
moisture about the tree, and It always
pays to use It during the first two years
after planting.

1f the ground is In proper condition. no
water need be used; but If too dry, then
it Is best t use one pailful of wutsr when
planting. Wrapping or shading the bad-
les of the street trees for the first vear
Is Indispensable. Thosge long, naked trunks
need something to break the force of the
July =un in order that the trees may make
the proper growth.

Undoubtedly the tres for us is the elm.
It is long lived, hardy, and a beauty at all
times of the year and at all ages. Next
comes the ash leaved maple, or box elder:
more hardy than the soft maple, and near-
Iy as rapld a grower.

Next In order comes
hardy, medium growth,
close, compact shade,

cannot omit the soft maple, because
of its rapid growth aind quick shade. If
properly trained it will not break or split
except in extreme casecs,

The linn, or basswood, is a good one.
The tulip, or poplar, tres Is a benutiful
tree also. Use the catalpa where flowers
are wanted.

Sycamore a Good Tree,

1 want algo to call atltention to the syca-
more, because of Its reslstance 1o the
smoke of our cities. Properly trained ft
mikes a4 beautiful tree and it will stand
more smoke, and thrive, than any other
tree we have. Not all people understand
that the scraggy appenrance of our trees
and shrubs i= due 1o the roal smoke, and
if man was fastened, like the trees are, to
one position, he would soon dle also. It
is because he can move that he lives, If
we want beautiful trees we must diseard
the use of sgoft coal In our houses, espe-
clilly so If it be a closely settled locality.

But the most beautiful, most hardy,
longest llved tree we have Is the sug
muple. Where shade is wanted quickly,
plunt some of the others, but alternate
them with the sugar maple, and then cut
the others out as soon as they begin to
crowd. I enter my most earnest and em-

phatic plea for the greater planting of the
sugar maple, and twenty-five years from
now others will bless those who planted.
Let us plant for the present; butl let us
not forget the future,

One other item in this beautifying of our
strects: Let us plant on each street all
the trees of one variety, so that the beauty
of the street may not be marred by bad
breaks or gaps along i, Or plant two
varietles alternately, as the elm and maple,
or the ash and box elder, the sugar maple
and catalpa, or the linn or tulip and one
of the others, and then cut out ns socn
as they begin to interfere. Do not allow
tree butchers to priune your trees. Prun-
ing they need, perhaps, but better call
it tralning. Dp not pruns them too severe-
Iv. Use moderation, and do not go to
elther extreme.

One other polnt that too many lose sight
of Is the fact that trees are just as beauti-
ful while they are small as when they are
large. Do not try to plant too larga trees,
A young, thrifty 3 or 4-year-old tree locks
much better far years to come than the

bare pole so many plant because they
have the callber; and. these young trees
will make better trees und be fully as

large In seven or elght vears as are the
large, unsightly poles seen everywhere.

Love trees while they are growing: love
to sce them grow; love to eare for them:
see beauty In every branch, twlg and
leaf, and you may be sure the trecs will
repay you for all your eare.

Some Snggestions Recelved.

The Tree Planting Soclety has' recelved
a4 number of practical suggestions in re-
sponse to requests from persons having ex-
perlence in the care of trees, One corres-
pondent writes:

“In order to help along the good cause
which the Tree Plainters’ Boclety has un-
dertaken In the way of beautifying our
clty  with planting and maintining
shade trees, I will give the commitice ap-
pointed for that purpose my assistance as
far as twenty-five years' experience In
Kunsas ity as a tree planter and trainer,
The firet step necessary is to prohlbit ah
promiscuous treeplanting on the public
streets of the clty and to have a superin.
tendent of trees appointed who shall have
charge of all treeplanting and whose du-
ties shall be properly defined and regulated
by ordinance."

Another makes the following suggestions:

“All the tree planting on the city’s streets
should be under the supervision of the
superintendent of tréees or his assistants:
also tha taking care of the trees after they
nre planted, such n8 necessary watering
in a dry season; also the training, shaping
and necessary pruning, etc. Then the pro-
fessional tree-butcher would disappear. The
sumple planting of a tree does not always
Insure a good shaped and healthy tree, It
will often grow any other way except the
right way, and the man who does not un-
derstand the nature of a tree and Its train-
!rl;: should not attempt to rune ft.
After a tree Is properly developed it should
be left nlone and not a branch cut off un-
less it Is necessary.

*Any person multilating or domaging a
tree should be heavily fined. To preserve
the young trees from mischievous boys and
horses, a4 tree guard should be placed
around each tree, and this should be com-
pulsory at the time of planting the tree.”

From L. F. Timming.

L. F. Timming writes as follows:

“In reply to your request for informatlon
concerning  successful tree planting on
strects of our clty, I will state that the
most havoe with our shade trees on our
sireets I8 done by improper regulations and
the unsyvstematic wavs of Imwr[:c\'ln{i_l and
maintaining our resldence streets with the
view of tree growing thereon,

“In the first place a street should be
properly graded and not half-way. which
mnkes it necessary to regrade the same
after a few years, and thus interfere with
the growth of, trees that mny have been
planted thereon. After a streel Is graded
the next step on all residence streets should
be to establlsh its width of driveway, walks
and treeways by ordinnnce. Tt might be
suggested that on all residence streets the
drive space should not exceed one-
half the width of the entire street.
But on streats sixty feet wide or more, the
space between curbs can be jess than half
tﬁe width of the whole street, and all walks
should be laid as close to property lines as
possible.

“] believa the followipg rule would be best
in all ordinary cazes, and an ordinance
should be passed to regulate the same in
the following manner: All sldewalks con-
structed hereafter on all residence streets
where the width between curbs has been es-
tablished ehowld be loeated ns follows:
The outside of all walks shall be in center
of space between curb and lot lne. Thus
on a fifty foot street with a twelve and one-
half foot space, the outside of the walk
would be six and ore-fourth feet from lot
line, glving o =trip of ground-five and three-
fourths feet between curb and walk for
pianting trees, i

“A sixty foot street with twenty-eizht
feet between curbs would leave a sixteen
foot space between curb and lot line; the
wilk line would then be eight feet from
curb line, and a slx foot walk would leave
twn feet between walk and lot line. If
such a uniform s=ystem could he estab-
tished it would greatly add to the beauty
and appenrnnee of our residence strects, It
would leave a broad strip between sidewalk
and curb line for the planting of trees.
All trees shouid be planted forr feet from
the curb to center of tree. Each tree, as
soon as planted, =hould be protected with
a tree guard. The tree guard should be
specitied by ordinance, as well ng the plant-
Ing of trees, In regard to tree guards or
tree protectors, I will say that I have been
successful in obtaining a design which is
not patented, and Is made in Kansas City,
from galvanized iron wire, and can Le
put around a tree for 50 cents per tree.
This §s & guard which Is cheap, meat, and
durable, and answers its purpose as well
as o mare expensive contrivance.

“As most of the difficuities In successful
tree planting have heen very thoroughly
ecoverad In the report of the committee, I
will. however, state that the narrow space
hetween sldewalk and curb, the cinders
used in constructing sldewalks, the sul-
phur dioxide in coal smoke, and leaks In
gas malns, are the maln difficulties to be
ovarcome in the growing of healthy trees.
As o trec wants ample nourishment for
fta roots 1o feed on, it Is absolutely neces-
sary to give it plenty, The morn room the
roots have to spread without belng ham-
pered by obstructions, the better it is
for them, and hence the necessity of wide
spaee between walk and curb, No cinders
ought to be used under any sidewalk on n
residence street where space i85 limited, but
sand should be substituted instead. 1t
costg @ trifle more, but gives ald to the
rocts of the trees, as the sand under a
walk will retain molsture longer than cin-
ders: besldes, It Is free from those sub-
stances which are contalnad in cinders,
and which are very polsonous to the roots
of trees; and in =0 dolng we have laid the
foundation for successff;! growing of troes,

Perhaps, when :nll the earth's supply of
jron ha=s been dug up and put Into rall-
roads and machinery, the Andrew Carnegie
of that far-off day will draw hls supplies
from vast fields of spinach. This *‘most

reclous of vegetables' has heretofore

senn only a slde dish at dinner, but in the
future the real hyglenic family should
make it the principal dish, and bring up the
chlldren on it. It {8 sald to possess more
medicinul properties than almost any other
article of food. S0 convinced has the medi-
cal profession become of the value of the
once despised spinach that, according to
the Sanltary Record, 'It Is already an ac-
tivel ingredient in eeveral new and salable
tonles.”

The Iron in spinach 1s ensl‘lﬂ' assimilated
and the vegetable Is ansiz‘ gested. The
fact that spinach has =u a4 remarkabile
effect upon the complexion will recommend
it to the giris, and its beneficial effects on
the liver will recommend it to the men.
For a *“next morning’’ nothing Is so good
as a hearly breakfast of sqlmh. In short,
the virtues of the vegetable are so numer-
ous that it would take a long time to
tell them, but if the spinach habit grows
to anything like the proportlons reached by
the ocatmeal Eabit, we shall shortly turn
inte o strong, iron-built, fresh-complex-
joned, anti-billous natlon,

LAND OF THE BIG RED APPLE
BROUGHT CLOSER TO THIS CITY.

Commercial Club Attracis Attention
and the Port Arthur Route Did
the Rest—Equitable Freight
Rates Made,

The northwestern section of Arkansas
and Southwesteyrn Missouri and Indian
Territory form a section that has galned
the sobriquet of ““The land of the big red
apple,” and Benton county, Ark.. is the
axis upon which this rich country re-
volves. Being close to the Missourl line,
the people have absorbed the wisdom of
their neighbors and instead of going wild
over @ prospect they are wont to reply
“show me."

The Commercial Club on its recent trip
to the Scuthern country mrmrmm_i‘ the
first act of the drama of “Show Me.. and
did much to attract attention to Kansas
City, not only s a market for their prod-
uct, but & market in which they could buy
what they need. The next step to accom-
plish the desired end was equitable freight
Tiles. *

Until recently, it was only possible for
Kansas City to get on the fringe of Ben-
ton county and Western Arkansas, bul
the completion of the Arkansas & Oklaho-
mn, road from Bentonville to Gravette
made it possihle for that sectlon of the
country to make Kansas City an objective
point, as it was the nearest markel, and
cowdd be reached much sooner than any
other commerelnl center.  The [reight
rutes were still wanting,

Kun=as City enjoyed a differentinl of 6
cents below St. Louis, but the people had
been golng to St, Louls for so many years
that the differential did not attract much
attention, for when it got to the lower
classes the differentinl did not cut any
figure, and It was a hard matter Lo wean
them from old habits,

As soon as the Arkansas & Oklahoma
was completed torGravette to connect with
the Pittsburg & Gulf, the officlals of the
latter line wanted Kansas Clty to get into
the country and capture the rich irade
that was in sight, and the only way It
could be dore was to make a rate that
would be attractive, and after several con-
sultations, the basls of rates was agreed
upon between the companles, and the tar-
Iff will go into effect on February 2, or
as soon thereafter as It is possible. The
following will apply on classea and com-
modities, from Kansas City to Bentonvilla
and Rogers:

Rates In cents per 100 pounds. First cluss,
75; second class. 63; third class, 52; fourth
class, 39; fifth class, 32; A, & B, I7; C, 18;

D, 15, and_ E, 12%.  Agricultural imple-
ments, 22:° emigrant outfit.

The advantage of thess rates ean be ap-
preéciated when it §s stated that the pres-
ent first class rate to Bentonville and Rog-
ers from St. Louis is $L0I, and the dif-
ferential in favor of Kansas Clty is 2§
cents per 100 pounds, with corresponding
differcntiais on other classes, Now hustle.

BEAT THE RECORD.

Burlington Fast Mall Covers 500 Miles
in 524 Minutes Actual Run-
ning Time.

OMAHA, NEB,, Feb. 18.—The west bound
Burlington fast mall train which arrived
this morning beat all previous records be-
tween the two eltles. The traln left Chi-
cago last evenlng at 10:47, being detained
by the Enstern connections, The train
was an unusualiy heavy one, carryving the
accumulated mall delnyed In the East. The
welght of the mall In the cars Is estl-
mated at 250 tons. The best time was
made between Chicago and  Burlington,
when it exceeded 100 miles per hour for
scveral spurts. .

The train reached its destination at 8;01
this morning. The actual elapsed time
was nine hours and fourteen minutes; ac-
tual running time, taking out stops, eight
hours and fortv-four minutes for the 502
miles. The best previous runs were the
east bound mail on the Burling on Jan-
unry 2, nine hours and twenty-three min-
utes, and a Northwestern special last sum-
mer, In nine hours and twenty-nine min-
utes.

Central Pacifie Settlement.

WASHINTGON, Feb. 15.—The settlement
of the obligation of the Central Paclfic rall«
wny to the government was completed to-
day when United Stiates Treasurer Roberts
was given the notes of the company for
$55,612,715. The notes are twenty in num-
ber, payable semi-annually and are each
for $2.440,685, beuring Interest at 3 per cent.
Internal revenue stamps to the value of
$11.762.54 were affixed to the notes,

Treasurer Roberts sald that he under-
stood flve of the notes will be taken up in
a very short time.

The government holds as securlty for
the payment of the obligation its own 6
per cent bonds, which were Issued in be-
half of the construction of the Central
Pacifie. These will be replaced In a short
fHme by a new serles of honds to bear 4
per cent interest, which will also be a lien
on the rouad.

Northern Pacific Land Grants.

OLYMPIA. WABH., Feb. 18—The spe-
clul commission appointed at the last legis-
lnture to Investigate and report upon the
titla of the Northern Paclfic rallroad’s lnnd,
presented mafority and minority reports
to-day. The former finds that the North-
ern Pacific Railroad Company cannot suc-
ceed to the land grants of the old North~
ern Pacific Railroad Company.

The minority report guotes the opinion
of Attorney General Cannon to the effect
that the incorporated company succeeds to
the rights of the Insolvent company and Is
entitled to patenis to unpatented lands,
