NATIONAL TROTTING RULES.

Hoppled Horses May Be Entered at
the Discretion of Track
Owners.,

NEW YORK, Feb. 23.—The special con-
gress of the National Trotting Assoclation
met here to-day, National President John-
son presiding. The congress was called to
consider the propriety of modlfying cer-
tain rules affecting the question of hopples
and the licensing of drivers, Sixty-five
delegates were sented. The report of the
committee on rules, presented by the secre-
tary of the committes, R. T. Allen, of Jo-
liet, 111, had reference to section 2 of rule 9,
which provided that “horses wearing hop-
ples shall not be eligible to start in races
on grounds of members after January 1,
1898,

It was desired to alter this section by
substituting the words ‘“‘unless otherwise
stated” for the words “after January 1,
1886 A majority report was lost by a vote
of 6 to 12, The report of the rules com-
mittee was submitted and adopted.

Ellminations and substitutes were made
and Inserted In the phraseology of section
4 of rule 34, relative to drivers and their
licenses. It was decided that instead of a
“license” the drivers wear *“colors.”

1t was decided to abolish all rules [n the
approved book of rulesrelatingto the -
ing of licenses by drivers. In section 6, of
T 2, the words ‘“‘together with the
horses, shall be su ed for not less than
one year, or shall expelled,” were subl-
stituted for the words “‘shall be expelled.”

In rule 2, "sections 1, 2, 3, 4 and 8, with
reference to the licensing of riders and
drivers, were declared abelished. The rec-
ommendation of the committee on rules
to the effect that the provisions of sec-
tione 1 and 2, of rule 43, with reference
1o timers and “bar’” time be mot enforced,
was unanlmously agreed upon. Section 3
of the last mentioned rule, which read:

Tousan, of Now York, were appointed a
committes 1o prepare the amendment
which was to be section 4 to rule 35 of the
approved rules. After a protracted dis-
cussion, however, the amendment was lafd
on the table indefinitely,

The congress then adjourned sine die.

TRANS-MISSOURI LIXES ADOPT UNI-
FORYM REGLULATIONS.

The Issne of Individunl Rules Will
HBe Discontinped — Tronhle Re-
garding Implement and Ve-
hicle Shipments,

The lines In the territory controlled by
the trans-Missouwri frelght bureau have
besn In the habit heretofore of placing
their own construction on the rules and
reguliations governing tratfic, and the con-
sequence 1= that there are muiny conflict-
Ing conclusions. This was apparent when
the instructlons in reference tw the ship-
ment of agricultural fmplements and ve-
hivles was promulzated. Many of the lines
were allowing concessions that in the opln-
fon of their competitors were contrury to

the Jetter of the law, and telegrams and |

letters were passing between the general
dagents and hendgoarters on the average of
three per day,

At the last meeting of the trans-Missourl
lines this matter was glven some attention
and all agreed that there was a great deal
of room for misconstruction, where esch
line interpreted the rule to fts own liking.
It wis therefore agresd that all the lines
would adopt the same set of rulings and
that It wopld be issued by the burenu aml
that no line would atempt to Issue an lu-

IMPOSINGLY SIMPLE.

Fuanernl Services of the Late W. A,
Lawton—No Attempt at Eulogy
or Ostentation.

With hymns which the Jdying man had
clivgen and o prayer and sermon, which, in
accordance with the wish of the deceased,
contaiced no word of culogy; with the
miute faces of the host of one-time [riends
and associntes and the beautiful fNowers,
their offerings, speaking the praises that
were forbidden the lips, all that Is mortal
of the late Willlam A. Lawton wis yes-
terday Inid to rest. Mr. Luwton, who wias
well known in this ciiy as one of its best
and most enterprising young business men
und citizens, died February 17 in the Chy
of Mexivo, whither he huad gone in the
hope of rallying from an attack of pnen-
monia which had come near ending his life
in his home here. Upon the receipt of the
news his sister, Miss Henrletta Luwton, of
Kansas (ity, started at once for the scene
of his death to see to the bringing back
of the remains,

In compliance with the requdst of the
deceased the funersl, which was held at
the First Congreguationul church, wus a
quiet one; a farewell by the nearest friends
and relatives in which only the simplest
ceremonies had a part, Full repressntn-
tione from the many business and social
organizatlons of which Mp, Luwton wis o
member came, but only s mourning and
symputhizing friend=. The floral offerings
wore many, beautiful and rare, and flled
the space In front of the pulpit and about
the bier. After the funernl, only part of
the tlowers were left In the vault and the
rest, In cbedience 10 o suggestion which all
knew the deceased would have approved,
were taken and distributid among ome of
the hospitals of the clty. The rempins
were laid in the vaunlt at Elmwood ceme-
tery, only the minister and the mourning
family accompunying them.

At 2:30 o'clock, the appolnted time, the
church was filled with those whose rela-
tions had been so near with Mr., Lawton
that they felt their presence would ba in
accordance with his wizh. The cholr sans
the firat of the two hymns which Mr. Law-
ton had chosen: "Ablde With Me.” Rew,
Dr, Henry Hopkins, the pastor of the
churgh, read from the Bible—Isalah, Iv:i—
the ver=es beginning: “When thou passest
through the walers will be with thee,
and thro' the rivers they shall not over-
flow thes'—and agnin from John 14:1: “Let
not your heart be troubled: ye believe in
God, believe also in Me. In My Father's
house there are many mansions; if it werse
not so0. 1 would have told you. I go to
Prepare a place for you'—and from Heve-
fations: "“And God shall wipe away all
tears from their eyes and there shall be
no more death.”

Among the organizations represented by
those of their memhbers nearest associated
with Mr. Lawton were the present and
old boards of directors of the Karnival
Krewe, the Typothetas, the Elks. the
Woodmen of the World, the Sons of the
Revolution, the Heptasophs and the press-
men and other employes of the firm of
Lawton & Burnap.
