BROOKLYN AVENUE FRANCHISE
GRANTED,

LIBERAL CONCESSIONS MADE

COMPANY TO PAY 2 PER CENT OF ITS
GROSS RECEIPTS,

Majority of the Members of the Coun-
cll Regard It as the Most Lib-
eral Franchise for the Cily
Ever Granted by the
City Council.

Both houses of the city council last night
passed ordinances giving the Brookiyn
Avenue Btrest Rallway Company g fran-
chise to bulld an electric street car line on
Grand avenus from Third to Thirteenth
sirects, and the Metropolitan Rallway
Company a franchise to bulld a viaduct on
Eighth strest from Walnut to Wall. All
that is now reguired to make these ordi-
nances laws Is the signature of Mayor
Jones. Whether or not he will sign them,
he last night positively refused to state.
*I am not familiar enough with them to
tell what I will do,”" he sald.

The Brooklyn avenue line’s franchise has
nineteén years to run, and the Northeast
twenty years. The new franchise expires
in 1925, so that there was an extension of
only ®ix years of the franchise of the old
Brooklyn avenue line and seven years on
the Northeast. The company begins to pay
2 per cent of Its gross earnings from the
start, however. At the present receipts
this will amount to 33,000 & year, but this
amount will, of course, be very largely in-
creased.

The franchises granted last night are re-
garded by members of the council as In
many rvespects the most lberal for the
city ever granted In Kansas City.

The amendments to the Grand avenue
franchise are as follows:

“The equipment of the road shall be
equal to any in the United Siates.

“The company shall enter into an ar-
rangement with the Metropolltan for the
exchange of transfers on both systems.”

““Two per cent of the gross income of the
company, earned on the system east of
Grand avenue, shall be paid to the city.

“The company shall build a steel bridge
Over Agnes avenue one year after the ac-
ceptance of the franchise, the plans of the
bridge to be approved by the park board.

“The mayor and members of ths council
shall have free transportation over the line.

“The city shall not be held llable by the
company for any damage by reason of the
regrading of streels over which the line
passes,

““The company shall build a steel bridge
over the Belt Line tracks at Brooklyn ave-
nue."

A few minutes before the council meeting
the Missouri Electric Company, which is
siso seeking a franchise on Grand avenue,
filed with the city clerk a protest from
thirteen Grand avenue property owners,
representing 824 feet of property, in which
they stiated they withdrew their names
from the petition of the Brooklyn avenue
company for the resson that they wanted

Alderman Jewell offered an amendment
to compel the company to sell six tickets
for 25 cents, but it was lost, Beardsley,
Jewell, Brown and Graham voting for it.

Alderman Brown offered an amendment
to compel the company to extend [ts line
on Brooklyn avenue from Twenty-geventh
to Thirty first street, and this carried with

ing for a franchise from '.ljhlrd to Thir-
teenth street, when the ordinance only
specified it was to bulid and operate a line
from Fifth to Thirteenth, No one vouch-
safed any Information on the subject, so
he offerced two more amendments, one o
compel the company to permit other com-
panies to use its tracks for a distance of
ten blocks and the other to compel the
company to put its wires under und In

The ordinance was then placed on its pas-
sage, Beardsley, Brown, Graham and f: -
ell voting no and Jewett, Seddon, Lach,
Harnden, Peck, Batt, Hough, Munson,
Gerhart and Wyne voting aye.

County Phyeleldan Clark has been retained
by the clty to take charge of the smallpox
cases, and Dr, I, Campbell was name
his assistant. Both physiclans are to be
pald 318 a month each. The authorities

NOT FILIBUSTERS

EXPEDITION OFF FOR HONDURAS
LAST NIGHT.

EIGHTY MEN IN THE PARTY

GO TO WORK ON RAILROAD AND IN
GOLD MINES.

United States Diatrict Attorney War-
ner Scouts Idem That There Was
Any Intention of Interfering
With Any Central Amer-
fcan Government.

Eighty men set out last night on an ex-
pedition to Honduras to work in gold mines
and construct a rallroad, in which Kansas
City men are Interested. The alleged fill-
bustering character of the expedition was
poohpoohed by United States District At-
torney Warner, who was satisfied after
Investigation that the hysterical fears of
some people were entirely unfounded.

Of the crowd that boarded the traln, none
would confess that he was engagea to
fight to overthrow a government; some of
them expressed themselves willing to
march and shoot if there was “anything
In It" for themselves,

Three coaches stood In the semi-darkness
that pervades the railrond yards in the
West bottoms for an hour before the de-
parture of the Memphis and New Orleans
express at 9:10 o'clock. About them and
within were groups of men engaged In sup-
pressed conversation, thelr volces betray-
ing excitement, theilr eyes alert and sus-
piclous, Men stood at the door and re-
fused admittance where a square, blue ticks
et bearing & number was not presented.
The mysterious conduct of every member
of the party continued until the cars were
coupled onto the regular traln and pulled
out through the yards., Thelr destination
is Mobile, Ala., where the men will be
transferred to a steamship that will land
them at Guatemala in about ten days.

As the time for their departure drew
near the party became livelier and in-
dulged in joking and bantering. They ap-
peared to be, for the most part, Intelllgent
workingmen. About a dozen were ex-sol-
diers of the Third and Fifth regiments.
A few remained quiet and retired.

All who were willing to talk on the sub-
Ject stated they had been employed to work
on a railrond or in mines in Guatemala,
and not for a fillbustering expedition.

“We know to our own satlsfaction,” sald
one, “that we will not have to fight. I
have been told by Mr. Witten that it was
a business proposition, and every one 1
have talked with claims to have been told
the same thing. If any of the men in this
crowd belleves he {s to join a revolution he
has surmised it. ‘We were taken separate-
Iy, or by twos and threes, into a foom by
Mr. Witten and Mr. Evans, and told we
would be given work on a rallroad in Cen-
tral America at better wages than are pald
here for the snme kinds of work, We were
offered transportation and provisions on
the trip. Bome who were very anxious to
g0 were not told so much, but were given
tickets and Information how to reach the
train, and when it would leave. There are,
in my opinlon, very few, If any, on this
traln who think they are to become fili-
busters.”

Most of the men wors heavy flannel
shirte, and each had a smal] package,
generally wrapped in paper, in the WY
of baggage.

‘Twenty Miners in the Party.

Mr, Witten and Mr. Evans, who occu-
pied a Pullman coach, stated that the
party contained twenty miners brought
here from the vicinlty of Welr City,

“They will be employed,” sald he, “in
mining property which Is owned by the
company I represent. At Lamar, Mo, a
crowd of thirty or forty miners are walt-
ing to joln the party. We got them at
Welr City. My contract provides for only
100 men, about half to be miners, so 1 will
not be able to take but twenty of those at
Lamar, There are five cabinet workers
among the men we secured at Kansas
City and thev will bsa emploved in repalr-
ing cars and other work for which they
are fitted, There are quite & number of
men Iin the crowd who have had expe-
rience In rallroading and these will be used
In operating trains. Others will be used
for bridge carpentering and others in the
constructlon work. About five or slx will
be glven places as guards along the line
of the rond.

“I am not at [Hberty wyet to give the
name of the company which I represent
of the propertles they control. My part of
the work will not be completed until the
men are embarked. 1 will be back,
think, in about a week. I still deny that
it Is a fillbustering expedition in ARny sense.
I have friends in the crowd who are go-
Ing on my advice. They know the general
character of the work as 1 have explain-
ed it and I would not decleve them Into
golng Into a revolutionary enterprise.

Mr. Evans may accompany the mén on
the steamship to‘GuatemaIa. He sald last

ight on the train: >

u""! engaged about forty men in Kansas
City to work on a raflroad in Central
America. They were all brought to me by
one man, & plain, hard worklng, raw-
boned Irishman, whom I told to g#t men
for me who are out of employment. 1
have no knowledge of Von Quast or any
of the other men named as belng the lead-
er of a revolution. I have the letters oul-
lining my authority to employ men to

work on a rafirond, which I offéered to
show Distriet Attorney Warner. But he
laughed at the idea of my being a fill-

buster. 5

“There was a man in Kanzas Clty a few
weeks ngo who came to arrange for these
laborers. He stopped at the Midland and
nobody knew his business but ourselves,
Hizs name has not been mentloned In any

per as being connected with our plans.

*If 1 had been enllsting men T could have
taken 200 out of Kansas City. Forty or
fifty men, erx-soldlers and adventurers,
came to my office to-day and offered their
serviees. It kept me busy all day telling
them we had nﬂ the men we require. Mr,
Witten had as many call at his office to-
day for the same purpose. Among them
wag Captain Thomas Phelan. the 62-yveuar-
old veteran and ex-Fenian. He wag much
disgusted to learn we wanted Jaborers, for
he had come from his home in Arkansas
to join the revolutionary army.'

Attorney Roland Hughes, who has as-
sisted in hiring men for the expedition, and
A. A, Hilton, agent for the St, Louis Car
Wheel Company, remained with Attorneys
Witten and Evans until the train reachsd
Rosedale. They denled that the expedition
wasz for fillbustering purposes when scen
after thelr return to the city.

“Captain A. M. Casey did not =o with
the crowd.”” said Mr. Hughes. “The only
officer T know of who went was Cantaln
W. G. Thompson, of Company ID, There
wis not more than 10 per cent of the men
soldiers, A rumor was cireulated among
the men on the train that the Tnited
States authoritles would stog the train be-
tween Kansas City and Bpringtield. 1
only know of one man who wis scared off
by the story. The crowd about the train
that did not go could not get admission tn
the cars If they had desired to join. I
think all the men engaged, with one ox-
ception, are now on their way to Mobile."”

It is =aid that a crowd of Kaneas ity
men have a prearranged plan to “jump’
the expedition at Mobile. The plan was
tialked of at the Nivison house and at the
saloon on the northwest corner of Sixth
and Walnut strects. Thesa places were
headguarters for ten or twelve of the men
who left on the train. among them Sar-
geant MeMahan and C. L. Burgess. The
plan to desert ut Mobile has heen discuss-
ed for several days and quite a8 number
of loafers who would not otherwlse have
gone agreed to join for the purpose of
getting a free ride. The men were zll out
of employment and had nothing to lose.
The persons who overheard the discussion
say they belleve the plan was widespread
and that the greater part of the Kansuas
Clity crowd will drop out at Memphis and
Mobile,
