He, like the members of the court, was
dressed In military uniform, and carried a
treat saber which clanked as noisily as
any lover of all that Is military could have
desired.

General Wade Appears
Major General Wade, who Is kindly faced

and approachable, appears to be tired ot
the whole affair. While he follows every
point very closely, he rarely nks any ques-
tions, in fact, he asked but one during the
entire afternoon and then it was
brief and to the point, wane nas
the air of one who had seen aulte enough
service on boards of inquiry and investi-
gation. Before he was named as a mem-
ber of the present board, he served on the
board which tried General Eagan. During
the war be was stationed at Jacksonville,
Fla.. for some time, and was afterward in
charge of the Third army corps, at Chick-amaug- a.

His staff caused much comment
as all the officers were men of reputation.
Among the civilians who were appointed as
aides was Joseph B. Foraker. Jr., the
son of the senior senator from Ohio.

General Davis, who sat to the left of
General Wade. Is shrewd-lookin- g soldier.
He asks many questions ana taxes copious
notes.

Colonel GlUesnle la a tvnical-lookln- ir army
efflcer. He has keen eyes and a white rous- -
tacne una goatee. He penetrates tne wit-
ness with his serotinous aaxe. and. If he
did not sneak, the Impression would prevail
that he was cold and harsh. But when
he asks Questions or offers suggestion, all
his ferocious bearing disappears, and his
voice is so soft and his tones so well mod-
ulated that. Instead of crabbedness, kind-
ness seems to be his principal character-
istic.

Colonel the Judge advocate of the
court. Is an able lawver from the depart-
ment of the Judge advocate general. He
swears all the witnesses and conducts the
direct examination. His questions arei ro
worded that they are so fair to "both sides
that there Is little left for General Miles'
counsel. Major Lee. to ask for the de-
fense.

After each witness was excused. Colonel
Davis thanked him for his services to the
court.

Major Lee Is 8 stanch friend of General
Miles, and asks his questions fairly, buta view toward securing answers fa-
vorable to the cause of the commanding

He to'd
of the "tick" which has such a fatal ef-
fect upon Northern cattle and which is
communicated to them by Texas Importa-
tion. He described the peculiarities of this
infection, the safeguards against It, and
went on:

"Many of the poor Texas cattle are used
for canners. 1 remember one case In par-
ticular last fall. There were several hun-
dred cows that "had calves and were so
poor that they would have perished had
they been left on the range. They could
not be grain fed and they were sent to the
packing houses to be canned. They were
the poorest lot I have ever seen."

"Has the condition of cattle in regard
to leannesa or fatness anything to do with
the Infection?"

"No, sir; only so far as leads to gen-
eral condition."

"Are there many lean cattle received
hero?"

"No, not many, comparatively. Kansas
City receives annually more than 1,500,000
cattle. Probably 10 per cent of these are
lean."

"What are they used for?"
"Canners."
"How does this class sell In the mar-

ket In comparison with other cattle?"
"At the lowest prices."
"And these lean cattle, this 10 per cent

of the total receipts, the poorest, are used
in canning?"

"Well. I can't . say that. But most of
them are."

Mr. McCoy then spoke at length upon the
quarantine regulations ot the neighboring
states, and in connection with this cad
that many of the quarantined cattle th-i- t

were slaughtered, after post mortem exam-
ination, were sent to the canning estab-
lishment.

"Then there is a post mortem examination
of these cattle?"

"Yes. sir."
"Do you know that anv cattle are

to the packing houses that are unfit for
use''.'

"No, I can't say that I do."
Mr. McCoy had attempted and hud suc-

ceeded In going Into great detail and Col-
onel Davis. had permitted him to go along
us he chose and then went at him. .

"Has thi United States any right to inter-
pose in the cattle trade except as Interstate
commerce?" '

"I cannot say so for certain."
"And jet you are a state inspector of

cattle and do not know this? '
"Yes, I am."
"Do u not know that the United States

has no right to Interpose in anv trade un-
less it be interstate con.meree?"

"Yes, 1 believe that Is po."
"An J set jou tut a short time ago stated

that you did not know."
The witness became very badly muddled

on thlB point and lie was not helped by the
questions of Colonel Davis.

"Hove you any reason to believe thatany federal Inspectors neglect their duties
and pass diseased cattle?"

"No, no: not at all. All of them are good
men as far as I know."

"Has the court-an- qistlons?" Inquired
Colonel Davis.

Colonel Gillespie asked:
"Do oil the cattle.those poor ones, go Into

the canning business?"
"The' are bought for canners, and I un-

derstand they go into the canning busi-
ness."

"And I h noorest cattle on the market
go into the canning hou-es.- '"

"Yes, the poorest rattle go Into the can-
ning factories."

"Are there any cattle old for feeders
that miaht be called 'canners'?"

"Yes, in the spring and summer there are
some tnat would oe canea canners hinlhpp Rensons Ih.Lt are Hold to siirroundlmr
states, in these seasons the canning de
mand is met by the quarantine suppry."

"l'leflse what ou know ot the con-
dition of affairs at the quarantine station."

"Ml cattle tnat ,ir round to re aiseasea
are lmmediatelv slaughtered. After killing
there Is another inspection Some of tho
meat goes to the m .rKet, some to the can-
ning lactorles, and some to the desiccating
works It depends upon its condition."

Mr. McCoy was then excused, after offer-
ing to return v and tell the court Just
what he meant. He will not be recalled.

Major Lee then continued: "Were you
present when the government inspectors
put labels on the cases? ' .,

"Yes. sir."
"Were the cases opened or closed?
"Both."
"Did vou ever see the inspectors exaroino

any o. the cans to see if the wero
snelled?'

"I never saw any inspection made. We
all helped put oh the Inspection labels."

Colonel Dnvis then asked:
"Might not the Inspection have been made

befo-- e the cans came to our department?"
"Yes. air. All I krow is. there was no

Inspection when the labels were put on the
cases."

The witness was then excused with in-

structions to return y. after which
the court adjourned until 9 o'clock this
morning.

The tndn left Topeka, at 1105 with forty-ni-ne

pastugers on board. It passed through
Alma on time, and hod reached a speed of
thirty miles an hour by the time It came
to Volland. As the wheels of the engine
tank str.ick the west switch at the station,
they suddenly flew the track, the tank
breaking loose from the engine and drag-
ging tho combination baggaga and mail
car and the tmokcr down a slight embank-
ment, the coach and chair car tipped half
way ovor, the Pullman sleeper alone keep-
ing the rails.

Almost, instantly fire broke out in the
baggage car, which had toppled over on
its side. Men in the smoker broke through
the wlivlows and passengers in the cars
rushed for the doors and jumped down the
embankment. By the time the cars were
emptied, however, the baggage car waa In
flames and before an one noticed that tho
messenger had not escaped It was too
Into to give him aid. Evidently he had been
pinned down by the falling trunks and
was buined to death beneath the heavy
load ot baggage. A few charred bones were
the only remains found In the wreckage of
the tagage car.

Tho lire spread quickly from the bag.
gage car to the cars behind it, and in a
short time all were in flames. The Pull-
man wiis saved by being pushed back a
few feet from the burning chair car. Be-

fore the relief train sent, out from this city
arrived at the scene of the accident tho
four cars were a mass of blackened wreck-
age.

Volland is'not a night station, and It was
half an hour after the accident occurred
before the word was received at the Rock
Island offices in this city. Mr. W. H. Still-we- ll

assistant general superintendent; Mr.
W. E. Daucliy, superintendent ot construc-
tion, and Drs. Munn and McGuIre were at
or.cii el lied and left here shortly after 2
o'clock on a special relief train. A relief
train nai aUo sent from McFarland, and
wrcckirg trains from Herington and Hor-to- r.

As so in as the ph8lcians arrived the in-

AGRICULTUREJN ALASKA.

Frofeaaar C. C. Gearaeson. af Kaasas,
to Establish aa Experlsaent

Statloa at Sitka.
WASHINGTON, March C.

C. Oeorgeson, of the department of agri
culture, will leave here Saturday for Alas
ka, to establish at Sitka an agricultural
experlmtnt station and look after the agri
cultural possibilities of that region. Pro
fessor Qeorgeson i, a native of Denmark
and thoroughly familiar with the conditions
of agriculture la Northern Europe, and baa
had a long experience as a professor and
experiment worker In Japan and Kansas.
The Inquiries will be conducted on a syste-
matic basis, and adv antage will be taken of
the experience or tn past two seasons in
that rrslon. Professor Oeorgeson conduct
ed Investigations In tho territory last year.
Despite late planting he did not reach,
Sitka until the middle of May oats, barley,
ftax, potatoes and a number of lluYrent
Kinds or vegetaDiee or good quality ma,
tured, and clover and grasses made an ex,
cellent growth. This spring an exoerl
mental building will be erected at Sitka
to contain omces. laboratories and quar-
ters, not only for the men engaged In theexperiment work, but also a weather ob-
server. A full equipment i will be purchased
to meet the requirements and later small
buildings will be erected on reserved land
at Sitka for Held experiments. The expert
