PROVISIONAL DIVORCEDECREES

Bill Which Pasaed the House Meets
With the Favor of the Four

Circuit Judges.
Tho bill providing for provisional decrees

of divorce, which has passed' the house
at Jefferson is looked upon with
great by the judges of the circuit
court at Kansas City. For years they
havo advocated stricter laws and
several they have had bills prepared
for Introduction la the legislature provid-
ing for the appointment of an assistant
to the prosecutor," whose it should
be to look after the defendants' Interests
In default divorce cases. Judge Jonn W.
Henry prepared such a bill a few years
ago, but It was never heard of after its
introduction.

The present bill provides that a decree
of divorce be granted first temporarily and
made permanent after the expiration of a
year. If, at the end or that time, tho
plaintiff's conduct has been propi'r, the
decree will be hnally made. It will sim-
ply take a year longer to procure a di-
vorce the present system.

Judge James Gibson expressed the fol-
lowing opinion on tho new bill yesterday:

"1 am heartily in favor of it. It would
tend to lessen applications for divorce. It
Is a question that has agitated the public
mind in every state in the Union, because
It Involves the wellbeing of society. The
stato Is always Intcresteel in the welfare
of Its people and particularly from the
standpoint of good morals.

"There are too many grounds for di-
vorce.

"It Is demoralizing to a community to
Permit the separation of husband and wife
for every Imaginary trouble. If divorce
laws were more rigiel and strictly enforceeL
fieople would be more careful In entering

matrimonial obligations. It eiften
happens that Innocent children are mudo
to suffer when their parents become In-
volved In petty quarrels.

"The bill in question will shut off the
practice some pe.ople havo of securing- a
elivotcs simply to marry another. It fre-
quently happens that upon the granting
of a ellvorce one of the parties will con-
tract other matrimonial obligations with-
in thirty To say that such state of
affairs is demoralizing to :i cummunity is
drawing It very mildly. The sejcial fabric
rests upon the sacredness of the marriage
relation.

"There are Instances where peopla should
be separated and in such cases courts
shoulel not hesitate to grant a de.crce. Hut
the law should not be invoked simply to

a eiivorce for some fancied grieva-
nce-. Husband and wife should bear and
forbear one with the other, because the
marriage relation is the most sacred of all
obligations that a man or woman can as-
sume.

"When true for divorce exists 'he
parties will raise no objection to the

Imposed bv this new lav.--. The
legislature has taken the rUilt step."

The other circuit judges expresM-e- l prac-ticil- ly

the same opinion. All are anxious
te see- - the eiivorce laws made more rigid,
no matter bv what expedient. Jude E.
P. Gate's declares the divorce laws of Mis-
souri to be the mo-- t lax. probably, of those
of any state In the Union.
