DAY’S TESTIMONY IN CHICAGO

SEVERAL SPECIALISTS USNABLE TO
GIVE NEW LIGHT.

Nuoch Evidenee in Regard te Acld
Preservatives, but Littie of Tt
Relevant—=Chicage Medieal
%taff Doctor Tells of
Anniyses.

CHICAGO, March 22—The members of
the government court of inquiry finished
their Inbors in Chicago to-day and left
for New York this evening. The testlmony
of Gavernor Theodore Hoosevelt will there
be recelved, after which the court will
proceed to Governor's isiand.

Tie evidence brought forth to-day was
largely cumulative in its character, con-
sisting mainly of eriticlsms of the canned
Leel and refrigerated heaf from soldlers
who ate It and watched it effects in Cuba
and Porto Rlico.

Duvid Flelschman, a bellboy In the
Huotel Morrizon, told of a visit to the stock
yards In the company of an unknown man
whose purpose he supposed io be an ex-
periment in the matter of preserving beef
by chemienl treatment.

W. Clark Murshall, the provision ape-
cialist whase testimony Was expected to
be seneational, threw no additional light
on the question, his evidence bélng prin-
cipally the expression of the opinion that
canced beef as now put on the market
iz totally ucfit for humaon food.

The court examined to-day “Lieutenant
J. D. L. Hartmun, of the First cavalry,
who wus actimg reglmental quartermaster
while the regiment was stationed at Lake-
land, Fla. He testifled that refrigerator
beef was received from Armour & Co. It
was brought to Lakeland in-cars. At first
it was very good, and there was no ob-
Jection to it, but in three or four days
it bégan to get poorer in guality. In two
Instances a board of survey rejectesd the
beef. In one case the witness rejected a
whole carload. The stench was observ-
able before the car was openced.

David A. Flelshman testified that he was
employed as bellboy at the Hotel Morri-
son, Chlcago, during the month of June,
1598, “One day In Junpe,” he said, "'a gen-
tieman in roomn 131 asked me if 1 would be
al leisure to go to the swock yards with
him, [ went out there with nim and had
to carry two boxes, tin or galvanised iron
boxes. He went out Lo see some man about
some meat, he wld me, We took the boxes
and went Lo & car where there were three
or four rows of meat. la each of the
boxces there were four smaller packages,
containing, as I recall it, a bluck or rather
u light gray colored substance. kie put this
intw perforated truys muade for. that pur-
puone, set fire to It and piaced It under the
meat. | asked him what thut was done for
and he =aid it was done as an expesiment
to preserve the meat.

“Next day 1L was to go back and get the
cans; 1 asked him whether it was to kill
germs or anything like that, but he sald
no, slmply to preserve the meat. I put my
finger on the medat and tasted It aod it
burned the end of my tongue. I calied at-
tention to the fact that ihe meat looked
ruther larger than It did when we were
there before, He sald that was slmply an
enlargement of the meat from the lce.
There was o sulphorous smell to the car
and another odor which 1 cannot des:ribe.
1 took the cans back to ihe hotel

for some time, presumably In a refrigera-

“I found salt in every smull quantity,”
ssld Dr. Murdock, *and some of the meat
was coated with boraclc acl In other
specimens 1 found that they ha 10 eoat=
ed with a prepuration of salieylic acld for
preserving the meat. 1 gave the opinion
thut salleylic acid was not only detrimental
to digestlon, but produced nausea. Borucig
acld, while In itself nuuseating, delays the
process of digestion, and heénce is not a
fit preservative for meal used as & diet,
1 understood this to be refrigerator beef;
found borucic acid in 1wo specimens mn

salicyle ucid In one.

D'r.’ Murdock, in reply to questions by
Maojor Lee, sald: “1 can gee how a coating
of some preservative could deluy the taint-
ing of the oulside of the meat, If It wWns
exposed to the sunshine in a molst climate
and a low lutitude, 1t something of that
kind s not used I cannot xee how meat
can be kept a great length of time in a
molst climate,  And If that outsidg coat
wus cut awny It would not uffect the'value
of the meat o= a rutlon."

“How lJong would refrigerator beef that
thiad Leen relfrigerated a conslderable length
of time Eeep after It had been removed
Trom the refrigerator in a hot clmate and
a4 low altitude without any artificial cout-
ing?”

also returned some of it 10 the cars, tak-
ing it back In wagons and telling the agent
of Swilt & Co. thut he could not use it
He had refused the meat seven times in
one month on account of the Lud odor and
bad taste. The men complained bitterly
that they could not eat it.

Albert G. Manns, the chemist, of Armour
& Co., testified that a large number of
chemivals were used In the manufacturing
department, but nore in the packing house
except borax and boracle acld, which were
used in packing some goods for the foreign
markets.

The witness stated that the refrigerator
beefl sent 1o the nrmy was shipped in the
ugu?tl way and that no chemicals were used
on it.

ANOTHER TRANSPORT REACHED
MANILA YESTERDAY.

FORWARD MOVEMENT SOON

INSURGENTS TO BE SUBJUGATED BE-
FORE RAINY SEASON.

Prisoner Says Aguizalde Has Am-
munnced His Intention of Teking
Manila Within Twenty Days
—~Rumers of Trouble on
inlnnd of Negrea.

WABHINGTON, Murch Z—Additional re-
inforcements resched Genernl Otls at Ma-
nila this morning. ns is indicated by the
receipt of a dispatch from General Otls
saying that the transport Sherman had
Just drrived wilth the troops in good con-
dition. The Sherman followed the Grant
through the Suez canal and preceded the
transport Sheridan over the same route,
The Sheridan i= expecied to reach Manila
in ubout two weeks. These three vessels
will add about 5,000 fresh regular troops to
the milltary forces In the Philippine isl-
ands and are expected to aid materially in
the plans which contemplaie the complete
subjugation of the insurgents before the
opening of the ralny season about the mid-
dle of April

MANILA, March 22.—While apparently In-
active since Sunday, really the opposite has
been the case with the American forres.
A reorganization, entalllng many changes,
has been in progress since the abandon-
ment of the fiying column. General Wheat-
on's and General Hall's brigades have not
been asslgned, but the Oregon regiment,
the Minnesota regiment and the Twenty-
fecond regiment have been concentirated at
the camp on the Luneta, at the water front,
In readiness for Immedlate transportation
when the plans of the military leaders have
been formulatsd.

Our troops are Intrenched and the situa-
tion Is proctically unchanged. The enemy
has refrained from making any attacks re-
cenily, and it would asppear that the rebels
are saving their ammunition for a declsive
movement.

According to a prisoner captured by our
troops, Aguinaldo has announced that he
will personally conduct the reserves at
Malolos and march into Manila within
twenty days unless the Americans with-
draw in the meantime. The concentration
of rebel forces in the viclnity of Maizbon
gives color to the statement of the pris-
oner.

Advices recelved from Cebu by a coast-
ing steamer say everything Is qulet there
The Unlited States transport Sherman from
New York, on February 3, has arrived here.
One child, two sallors and two privates
died on the voyage, and one man was
drowned In the Mediterrunean.

NEW YORK, March 22—A dispatch to
the Herald from Tlollo says:

“A scare is reported In the island of Ne-
gros. Upward of sixty Spanish refugee
planters have arrived at Ilollo, and state
that a natlve tribe, X 000 strong, living on
the Montescos river, twenty miles south of
Bacolad, threaten to destroy the bhaclendas
and crops. They have a few firearms, but
are mostly equipped with spears and bows.

“The Spaniards requested arms  from
General Milier to defend themselves and
their property.

“Thera |s no change In the situation here.
The wounded men are recovering.'
