James1 G. Cannon, vice president of the

Fourth National. bank and president of the
National Association or Credit Men. de-
livered the principal address before the
North Side board of trade at its fifth an-
nual dinner last evening. He paid his re-

spects In very positive language to those
members of society who. while abundantly
able to 'pay their bills, allowed the trades-
men with whom they deal to wait long for
their money and frequently not pay It ut
all.

"Some time since," said he, "I had occa
sion to make a thorough Investigation of
Individual credits of this city, and I came
across tome facts we should all consider If
we are to maintain a high local credit. In
the course of this Inquiry I found Intense
suffering on the part of local snopkeepers,
butchers, grocers and retail merchants gen-
erally, because of the loon methods whl.-l- i
prevail in the payment of individual bills.
The time has come when this should be
remedied.

Tho dls.ress which I have witnessed
among physicians and dentists and profes-
sional men In general, dressmakers and
other; who are not paid their Just dues
by people who are able to pay. is a dis-
grace to a civilised communltv.

"Let me relate two or three instances
which have come under m observation
of th wrongs Inflicted on tradespeople.

M. is a poor dressmaker living In
this city, who worked for 6 , a wealthy
woman.

"Among the many instances vviilili havecome to my knon ledge Is one of a grocer
who failed, in business simply betaute hiscustomers refused to pav thilr icrounuHe feared to cut them off and lose theirtrade and so he kept ou supplving thimuntil, in one case, a bill amounted to K 000
simply for groceries supplied to a family
living on a fashionable avenue. This, withbis inability to collect manv other ileutsof a similar nature due him. comi elied thegrocer to make an assignment.
