I was jum: 168 years old. It was in the
January of 15l. The French town in

In order to warm our blood from time
10 tme we made little sortics, but it was
labor In wvain, for we were inclosed in a
circle of fire. Those who fell suffersd no
more, and those who survived continued
10 decelve themselves with the ho of
cscape.  In our home there remained but
my mother and me. My father was & ser-
geant and color-bearer in one of the com-

es which the citizens had formed from
the first moment of the invasion.

One wmornlng he came home, having
fought through the entire night, and, em-
bracing my mother, inquired for me. My
mother replied that 1 was at the miiltary
nchool, where he had entered me  Just
then 1 came In with my drum on my back
and my drumsticks thrust through my
shoulder belt, happy to be allve In spite of
the misery of the time, and whistling like
& blackbird. My father fixed his eyes on
me.

Then he sald nothing morse until my
mother had gone to her chamber, when he
drew me closer to him, and said gently:

“Listen, my son; the enemy has killed
many of our men, and, besides, & hun-
dred men, at least. are wounded. The
drummer of our company has two bullets
in his breast. We must have another. In
this hour everyone ought to be willing to
do his whole duty—wiit thou take his

place?"”
My heart filled my throat and choked
my answer. I do not know that it was
leasure, but it certainly was not

from
from fear.

The day had passed. That night. while
my mother slept, my father with his gun
on his shoulder, and 1 with my drum on
my back, set out for the camp. Thus

For one month all went smoothly. This
daid not prevent me, however, from bringing
down with my father's gun a brigand
Prussian who showed his head at the cor-
rer of the woods.

us with a wvolley of grapeshot. However,
we held out firmly until evening. so firmly
that not one of us heard the order for re-
treat. and when night fell we were en-
circled by the enemy, with no hope of es-
cape. All the same, these civic guards,
shopkeepers as they were, did not know
when they were beaten, end when a com-
rade fell they simply fought for two.
