There
were 415 students enrolled, When the posi-
tlons established at the last meeting of
the board have been filled, the faculty for
the 2cademic year 1899-1%0 will consist of
sixty-seven wmembers, divided as follows:
Full prefessors, 27; assoclate professors, 13;
assistant professors, 18; Instructors, 9. Our
;tllt:onumem for the academic year "35-'99 ls
The equilibrium of the school has been
well preserved, none of the departments be-
ing advanced at the expnse of the others,
but simply as the demands have required,
This {s shown by the fact that the so-
called humanitarian department has Lleen
increased by a force of slxteen fulerufes-
sors, assoctates and nssistants. This clas-
sification counts six of the law instructors,
who only devote a tion of thelr time
to the work, as one, In physical sciences a
force of nine professors, associntes a
assistants have been added and In the nat-
ural or biological sciences six.

Park College.

On Monday evéning, April 10, the fresn-
men met the sophomores in the annual
class debate.

States should tend toward tessiterial »x-
pansion in the tropica. The freshmen had
the negative slde of the question and were
represented by Messrs, Course, Wilson and
Patterson; the sophomores by Messrs. Me-
Intyre, Derr and Elble, The declsion was
eeslly made by the audience before It was
announced that the judges, by a vote of
four to one, had given the decision to the
freshmen.

The question was: o
solved, That the policy of territorial ex-
pansion in the tropics is unwise for the
United States, The afMrmative was sus-
tained by Messrs. Dougherty, Floyd and
Harmon, of Willlam Jewell, and the meg-
ative by Messrs. Prouse, Lee and Bible, of
Par The unanimous vote of the jud’ges
was given to Park.

After the intercollegiate debate of r-:nd-y
night a reception was given by Professor
L. M, McAfee at his house to the debaters,
judges, members of the faculty and their
wives and the ssnlor claszs.

A mnew ball ground and athletic field for
the college has been made by Mr. H. B.
McAfea during the week. The first event
on the new field was the ball game between
Willlam Jewell and Park, on Saturday,
April 15. The Park term s composed of
the following: Howar( damilton, catcher:
Frank White, pitcher; hdarry Painter, third
bas=: Robert gntlmnn. first base; Charlle
Lee, =econd base; Will White, shortstop;
Harold Robinson, right field; E. Wilson,
center field, and Charles Pipkin, left fleld,
captaln.  The game rerulted in a
victory for Park. Frank White, Park's
pitcher, siruck fourteen men out during
the game. The score was 25 to 7 In favor
of Park.

A military organization has been effected
In the college by Dr. 8. L. McAfee. Mom-
bership in !t has been made compulsory
and credit will be given in other work,
The students have been divided Into four
companies, officered for Lhe most part by
students. Regular drill will occur on_each
Tuesday and Friday on the new athletic
fleld.
