Vice President Berkowits, Sec-
retary Winsborough end Chalrman Wiles,
of the entertalnment committee, had ex-
tended him an invitation in the nDame of
the essoclation, and he had responded to
the horor tendered with a cheerful assent.
He was stated at the officers’ table, having
Vice President Berkowitz on his right and
Chairman Wiles on his left. The doctor
was & highly interested banqueter and
rpectator, and later n very Instructive al-
though mystifying actor. >,

It was after the regular programme had
been finished and Chalrman Wiles had
placed the meeting in the vice president's
hands that the doctor was Introduced by
the latter, as follows:

“Gentlemen:—It 15 with great pleasure
that I announce to you that cur meeting
h&s been honorad by the presence of Dr.
Perin, the most celebrated follower of the
sclence of palmistry In the world.”

1 have been connected with the leading pa-
pers of the United States during the past
thirteen years and have traveled exten-
sively and it Is not mecessary for me 1o
advertise myself this evening. Every evan-
ing I have to turn from ffty to gixly peo-

le away, but I could not resist the kind

nvitation of your chalrman, wvour vice

resident and your capable secretary. Bo

am here. I am glad that I came. Here
I am not the palmist, but Perin the man.
There 1s nothing supernatural, nothing
phenomenal about me. We are all gifted
with certain Intultions, but some are nore
developed than others, 1 was'the first man
to utter the word “Kiondike' {n the United
Btates. Nobody knew at that time (It was
in Beattle, Wash.) what it meant. Perhaps
I did not. Intultlon prompted me to speak
it. You have no doubt read of other pre-
dictions 1 have made. 1 have some In my
pocket. I shill read them and then hand
them to your secretary. 1 hope to God
that 1 shall not be mistaken In the pre-
dictions, 1 feel—I know that they wil] all
come true. 1 want'the =ecretary to put
them away and when all are fulfilled I want
him to read them agaln and then simply
suy: ‘Perin predicted truly.” Here they
are:

1 predict that the next presidemt of the
Xinited States will be nominated in Kan-
sas City."

A heuarty round of apnlanse grected the
concluslon of the predictions.

Dr. Perin then continued his remarks by
saying: "I know very well that perhaps
75 per cent of the gentiemen before me are
skeptical as to the merits of the sclence
of polmisiry. [ do not blame you. 1 like
skeptics best, and I always try to convinee
them. Buch eminent Americans as Mc-
Kinley and Cleveland, the governors of
many states and city officiuls In great num-
bers have had their palms read by me.

Manufacturers’ Association Will Go
Ahead at Once "Wlth Arrnngements
for g Permanent Exhibit,

But it was not alone In the fine dinner
end the remarkable exhibition of Dr, Perin
that the work of the entertai®ment com-
mittes, headed by Johp H. Wiles, was so
@acceptable that 1t was given & hearty vote
of thanks at the closa of the meeting. It
had also arranged for other forms of
amu=sment. First came some plano “rag"
gelectlons by Kansas Clty's composer,
Charles L. Johnson, which were highly ap-
plauded. Then three vocal solos by James
Hingston. The first was given for the first
time in public and was a "*Made-in-Kansas-
City” mong. It was entltleq "By the Wind-
ing Tennessee,” and {s the latest song by
Mr, Johnson, who played the accompani-
meni. Mr. Hlngston also sang “Asthore”
and another Kansas Ciiy song, “Down by
the Old Missour! Shores.”

Following the music came & most won-
derful exhibition by the celebrated magi-
clan oudini, and his wife. All the acts
bf Houdinl mystified and delighted the au-
dience, Including the handcuff act, but the
climax was reached when in two seconds
time Houdinl, with hands tied, in a sealed
sack and inclosed in a tightly bound trunk,
released himself and Madam Houdinl was
found securely bound in his place with all
the knots, seals and fastenings unbroken.

After the exhibition of palmistry by Dr.
Perin, Vice President Berkowitz took
churge of the husiness meeting, reminding
the audience that the May meeting will
be the firet meeting In the second year of
the association's work, when five directors
will be elected for o term of three vears,
reports will be heard from all the officers
and amendments to the by-laws will be
reported for action. He expressed the hope
that one of Dr. Perin's predictions would
be fulfilled by the time of that meeting—
the Increcase of membership to 300. The
assoclation pow has 2# members, three
having been added yesterday.

It was voted to appoint A committee of
five Lo assist In the reception to Dan God-
frey and his band, the saction being taken
uponhrequusz from Britlsh Vice Consul Bur-
rough.

In the absence {rom the city of Chairman
C. E. Finney, of the special committee
upon permanent exhibit and bullding, Sec-
retary Winshorough read the report which
made recommendation as follows:

“The undersigned commitiee of your hon-
arahle hodv respectiully begs leave to re-
port as follows:

“First—We recommend that arrqnage-
ments be at once made by the association
for the establishment of a permanent ex-
hibit for the products of its members in
sultable premises to be temporarily rented
for that purpose, and that the commitiee
be authorized to proceed with the work .

“Becond—The committes asks further
time to investigate and report on the sub-
Ject of a permanent home for the associn-
tion, hnving In mind the possibility of unit-
ing the numerous trade organizations of
the city into one grand league with its
various sections and divisions and, If pos-
sible, under one roof, the bullding to be-
long to the consolidated ass=octation.”

After considerable discussion of the re-
port & motion carrled that the committee
be instructed to co-operate with the board
of directors and proceed to rent a bullding
nnd establish a home product show in ac-
cordance with the first portion of the above
repoit.  During the discussion Secretary
Winsborough told of several locations
which could be secured. The most promis-
ing one he had seen so far was the four-
stary bullding and basement at 1217 Malo
street, which could be secured at about
§250 per month. Of thie the top floor could
be used as a hall and the lower floor for
the secretary’s office and general Informa-
tion burvau for stranpers. With only the
gecond and third floors used for exhibits
thére could be 108 exhibition spaces, each
10x5% feet In size, and at the nominal
rental of §5 per month to eich exhibltor
funds sufficlent to carry on the permanent
show could ea=lly be provided, R. W. Hil-
Ilker reported that all the Inrge concerns,
like the packing houres heartlly favored
the permunent exhlbit idea If not on too
elaborate a scale and would support |t
generously. The proposition to go ahead
with the permanent home product show
carried unanimously.

NEAR DANGER LINE

MISSOURI RIVER IS WITHIN A FEW
INCHES OF IT,

BOTTOMS ALMOST FLOODED

RAILROAD TRACKS INDER WATER-—
PACKING PLANTS THREATENED.

Great, Turbulent, Swirlilng Volume of
Water, Filled With Driftwood,
Rolling Beneath the Hannl-
bal Bridge—Rise Will

Continue,

By noon yesterday the river had ap-
proached so near the danger line that of-
ficlals of packing houses, warehouses and
manufacturing plants In the bottoms were
taking precautions to keep the water from
overflowing Into cellars and undergrourfd
storerooms. A gang of laborers went to
work plling dirt into a dike to protect the
stock pens and the packing houses began
dumping earth along the raliroad embank-
ments In the rear of thelr plants, Flood-
gates have been attached to the sewers
of the packing plants so that the overflow,
If it comes, can be run off as fast as it
runs in.

At 5:30 o'clock yesterday afternoon, the
last measurement taken, the gaugs showed
2.7 feet, or only 3.6 inches below danger
line. This was a rise of 9.8 inches from
7 & m. to 5:30 p. m., an average of 91-160
of an inch per hour.

Tenants of huts and shanties along the
river banks are in danger @ind are getting
their belongings together, sp as 10 be ready
to move out at a moment's warning. The
pesthouse has been moved, on account of
the rise, to Second street and Virginia ave-
nue,

Rallroads Submerged.

Beveral rallroads will be partly under
water before night. Between Kansas City
and East Atchison the Burlington tracks
will be submerged for miles before noon
to-day. It is probable this stretch of track
wiil be temporarily abandoned and that
the Burlington tralns will run over the Mis-
souri Pacifie tracks, The water In the Kaw,
which is also rising, Is within four feet
of the Unlon Pacific bridge.

Dispatches from Omaha report the flood-
ings of the bottoms near there and the
stoppage of trains on the east side of the
river. At Bt. Joseph the danger line has
already -been pessed. Much bottom lapd
In Towa is u water, and dispatches
state that the river is higher there than
it has becn for-eighteen years.

Loeal Rise to Continue.

‘Weather Observer Connor says the rise
will continue at Kansas City until Monday,
when the water will stand at 22 to 23 feet.

Although there {5 mo diminution in the
rate of increase in the volume of water, the
river is not rising so fast as It was yester-
day, because the higher it gets the more
ground it covers.

From the draw span of the Hannibal
bridge the river presents a startling ap-
pearance. Turbulent volumes of water go
swirling and swishing beneath the big
structure. carrying tons of driftwood and
debris down the current. Occeslonally a
large log goes rolling beneath the bridge
“ind disappears in a few minutes down the
river,

“See that white mark on the draw,” said
the keeper of the bridge. *'It ls about two
feet above where the river is now. That
Is the highest mark of previous floods. At
that time they rescued people from a house
in Harlem In boats, and If this keeps on
we may have to do the same thing again.”

The ferrvboat Annie Cade hns a hard
time pushing across, but makes her trips
just the same, although the landing is fre-
auently washed sway before she can get
back. All the smaller craft in the river are
tied up in safe spots,

In Kansas City, Kas., occupants of the
bonthouses near the Ohle avenue bridge
have to use skiffs to reach the shore.

DUEL WITH PITCHFORKS.

Two Chicago Teamsiers Fight Until
One Is Stabbed to the
Heart.

CHICAGO, April 2L.—Armed with pitch-
forks, Horace Scotit, colored, and Edward
Zikmond, a young white man, fought a duel
to death in the alley at the rear of 150
Indiana avenue this afternoon. Scott was
stabbed in the breast and died after a few
minutes. Zikmond surrendered to the police
three hours later.

There had bLeen [l feeling between the
men for somé time and this afternoon,
when Zikmond attempted to drive through
the alley and was unable to do 8o because &
wagon in Scott's charge blocked the pis-
sage. the old quarrel was renpewed. Zik-
mond threatened to kill Scott, and the lat-
ter ran at him with & pitchfork. Zikmond
drove a short distance up the alley. Bor-
rowing a small three-pronged pltchfork, he
ran buck to where Scott was working.

Scolt's weapon was a four-pronged affalr
and was much longer than that carried by
Zikmond. When the two men met, they
plunged and struck at each other viciously
with their forks. The fight lasted fully
five minutes when Zlkmond struck Scott’s
pltehfork aside and then plunged the prongs
of his own fork Into the negro'e breast.
Scoty staggered into a barn nearby ana
fell to the floor. Zlkmond followed and
stood over the dying man, threatening him
with the fork If he attempted to rise. He
stood over Scott until the latter died, and
then ran from the stable. Later he- gave
himself up. The prongs of Zlkriond's fork
eéntered Scott's heart.

Cincinunti Revenue Oflcern Seize Half
& Million Clgnrs and Have

CINCINNATI, O., Aprll 21.—At the close
of office hours to-day Internal Revenue Col-
lector Bettman and his entire force went
on & rald for counterfeit revenue stamps.

To-night they have coglleca 00,000
£lgars, and expect to-ssomre 1.000,000 more
to-morrow. The large force had been or-

ganizing all day secretly for this work and
all were surprised at finding so many. They
state now that they cannot estimate the
extent of these counterfelt cigar stamps in
the Ohlo wvalley. They will continue the
work to-morrew and even on Sunday.

GERMAN TRAITOR ESCAPES.

Was Accused of Treason for Selling
Army Secrets to Russian
Agentn.

BEROLIN, April 21.—Sergeant Mafjor Al-
brecht, of the One Hundred and Twenty-
ninth regiment, who was arrested at Brom-
berg, Prussia, and was taken in chains to
Spandau. sine miles from here, where the
state prison Is situated, has escaped from
his guards and has not yet been recap-
tured. He Is charged with high treason in
disclosing to Russlan agents Lthe detailed
pling of German forilfications and plans
for mobilizing the army of Germany,

BULBS WERE FROZEN.

Severe Cold Cost Chleago Floriats and
Gardeners Upward of
£1,000,000.

CHICAGO, April 2l.—Florists and gar-
deners In the vicinity of Chicago who have
been waiting for weeks for some sign of
growth from the bulbs from which they
expected to supnply early blossoms have
awakened to n reallzation of the fact that
the severe cold weather of last winter
destroved a large share of the bulbs, It
is estimated the loss from the freezing of
bulbs will be over $1,000,000 within a radius
of forty miles of Chicago.

PARTISANISM OUT

CARDWELYL JUSTICE COURT BILL
BADICALLY AMENDED,

IS SENT TO ENGROSSMENT

PROVIDES NEW JUSTICE COURT S5YS-
TEM FOR KANSAS CITY,

To Be No Fewer Than Founr Conrts,
" but One Clerk and One Constable
Are to Serve for All-Civil
Jurisdiction Greatly
Increased.

JEFFERSON CITY, April 21.—(Speclal)
With the partisan features eliminated by
amendments prepared by Representatives
Hawthorne and Mann, the Cardwell justice
court blll for Xansas City was sent to
engrossment in tha housa to-day without
opposition. The bill, as at first introduced,
provided for the appointment by ths coun-
ty court of the clerk, the constable and
their deputies, and permitted the county
court to gerrymander the justice districts.
These provisions were extremely objection-
able to the Republicans, and they refused
to support the bill until changes were made.
Since there are as many different opinlons
in the Jackson county Democratic delega-
tion on matters pelitical as there ars mem-
bers, Cardwell feared to chance his bill
with the Democrats, preferring to placate
tha Republicans. He called up the bill to-
day and himself offered the amendments
which clear the bill of the taint of partisan-
ship and meke it a purely ecanomlic meas-
ure, Cardwell more than half expects that
Cleary wlll oppose the changes in the hill,
although no reason Is given beyond the fact
that Cardwell favors them.

Under the bill, as amended and engrossed,
the county court is smpowered to redistrict
Kansas City into justice districts, not less
than four In number, but in =0 doing ward
lines muset be follewed. All four courts
are to meet at the court house. There shall
be one constable and one clerk for all of
the courts, they to be elected by the peo-
ple of Kansas City and to appoint thelr
own deputles to the number allowed them
by the country court. The present justices
are permitted to serve out their respective
terms. In civil cases, the jurisdiction fe
increased to those involving 5500 instead of
$300, as at present. One justice court 1s to
oe designated for the criminal cases, un-
less a change of venue be taken. )

Mr. Cardwell read a letter from Judge
Chrisman advocating the bill, He claimed
that at present the justice courts some-
times run behind as much as 35,000 & yedr.
The vote for engrossment was unanimous,

QUAY NOT GUILTY

ACQUITTED YESTERDAY ON THBE
CHARGE OF CONSPIRACY.

APPOINTED- SENATOR AT ONCE

GOVERNOR STONBE ACTED AS S00X
AS VERD(OT WAS IN.

News of Quay's Acquittal Was the
Sigual for a G t Dem
tlon=Three Indictments Stil1
Pending Against the
Senator.

PHILADELPHIA, April 2.—Matthew
Stanley Quay was to-day declared, by a
Jury of his peers, to be not gulity of the
charge of conspiring to use for his own
unlawful gafn and profit-the funds of the
state of Pennsylvania deposited in the Peo-
ple’s bank, of this city. This verdict waa
announced by the foreman of the jury just
as the hands of the courtroom timeplece
pointed to 11 o'clock. At the time the jury-
men came filing Into their places there were
comparatively few people In the courtroom.
The rule regarding admission that has pre-
valled since ‘the trisl began was striotly
adhered to, and nobedy got by the line of
watchmen guarding the corridor who was
not provided with a t'cket. As a result of
this arrangement, cnly about half the seats
were occupled when the verdict was ren-
dered.

There was an atlempt at a demonstra-
tion, but this was sternly repressed by the
court officers, whose loud shouts of *“‘or-
dar,"™ “silence,” were ‘effective In silencing
those jubliant spirits who wished to give
vent to their satisfaction by cheering. The
officers were unable, however, to keep back
those who struggled to 3=t to Senator Quay
and congratulate Wim. Chulrs were upset,
tables were brushed aside and hats were
gmashed by the onrushing crowd. Benator
Quay, with a broad smile on hls face, re-
sponded pleasantly 1o the greetings and
congratulations of those who crowded
around. A few of His political friends were
there and these men were loud and sincece
in their expressions,

Although the court officers prevented the
cheering in the courtroom, thelr jurisdiction
did not extend to the corridors of the city
hall, and the first group of men who left
the courtroom <ent up & mighty shout
which was taken up and repeated by the
crowds gathered just oulside the “dead
line” drawn by the watchmen, beyond
which only possessors of tickels wern al-
lowed to pass.

As soon as Benator Quay could get away
from those anxious to shake his hand and
congratplate him, he made his way, ac-
companied by his counsel, to the elevator
to descend to the street from the sixth
floor of the municipal bullding. Here the
scenes in the couriroom were repedted,
Everybody wanted to say something pleas-
ant to him, and crowds gathered near the
elevator shaft on each floor to watch the
car carrylng the dirtingulshed party as It
descended to the streéet. The avenue sur-
rounding the city ball is wide and smooth
and the neighborhood is the stamping
ground for the politiclans of the town.
Here the enthusiasm was Immense as the
senator emerged from the door of the bulld-
ing. A group of enthuslzsts rushed for-
ward and attempted to _hoist him onto thelr
shoulders, but the senator waved them
back, saying: “Ob, no; ob, no. I'm too
old & man for that.”

Senator Quay walked with his friends ane
block down Broad sirset to the office of his
counse!, where he made his escape from
the surging crowd. It Is understood that
he will at once joln his family In Washing-
ton and will probably go away for a long
rest. - -
