1. A few das later Henry Brunot and
Sibley disappeared, The police learned
that the two went to Indianapolis, where
they. It is said, cashed a draft for J500 and
spent the proceeds. On the strength of
this clue and a letter from Indiana friends
Inquiring for Miss Brunot, the three In-

habitants of the Biunot farm were arrested
at 2 o'clock this morning. At S o'clock the
police found Miss Brunot's decomposed
body In the old well. Her clothing was
found in the garret of the farmhouEe.

The police claim Mrs. Anna Brunot and
her son Henry are guilty of poisoning
nhnripn Brunot. husband of Anna Brunot.

He broke down and cried and
finally told me that he would like to talk
with me if I would promise never to tell
the officers what he said. The other mis-
sionaries retiied and Ballard told me what
he said to Warden Landis, except as to
detail. When I left, he begged me never
to tell an officer nor even one of my sis-

ters in the wcrk. After that I talked with
Ballard frequently. That was before his
sentence. He begged that I keep what he
had said, becauss it would bring his mother
Into public disgrace, as well as other peo-

ple to prison. We pleaded with him tor
three months before we got him to ton-ge- nt

to telling the officers anything. I visit-
ed him and others at Lansing a number of
times. From what I know of criminals in
my long work with them I believe every
word Ballard has told me. There are other
great crimes to be unearthed yet.'
