FREIGHT TRAFFIO OF THE RAIL-
ROADS INDICATES PROSPERITY.

Kansas City Lines Doing a Giood Busie
ness — Frelght Association and
the Maintenance of Rates
—Oklahomn Hates,

The frelght traffic of the railways
throughout the country indicates general
prosperity in all lines of business. It ia
egaid there is no better business barometer
than a railwsy tonnage sheet. Very nears
1¥ mil the rallroads have had larger earns
ings this year than a year ago, when busl-
ness was betier than in the famous Year
of 1872 Rates are lower than they ever
wers prior to the present year. In com-
pliance with the orders mildly but firmly
Elven by the Interstate commerce commis-
slon, the rallroads are openly announcing
reductions in rates, when reductions are
desmed necemsary or advisable.

The result i that the small shipper and
the large shipper share alike, when former-
1y the man with lots of freight got secret
rates as low, If not lower, than those pre-
valling to-day, while the small shipper had
to pay the guhlhshed tarlff rates, which
were 50 much higher in some caves as to
rﬂc!lcnll.\‘ bar him from competition with
arger shippera. The rallroads are doing
more business and, It is sald, they are much
better pleased with the general result. The
tonnage is much heavier and the increase

comes from the small shippers. The
larger shippers are doing as much business
as formerly, but they do not get as much
for their product, the small shipper hav-
ing forced down the profita,

e Kansus City lines are all praspering,
and while there is not any blg lots of busi-
ness moving, there is a steady stream of
ordinary shipping that keeps all the cars
in service. and as Jong as such & condition
prevalla, Kansas City roads will not have
any grelvance. The present prosperous cofl-
dition is In a measure attributable to_the
stabllity of the rate situation. In the daye
when secret rates were the vogue It Is
knowp that some favored shipper had rates
named for special shipments that simply
covered the cost of transportation.

The Kangas Clty Freight Assoclation is
in & measure responsible for the striect
maintenance of the rate situation in Kan-
s City. The members of the “denlal”
club hold weekly meetings and matters

rtaining to transportation are mare
rely discussed than before the conferences
of the executives and commission at Wash-
ington. It used to be & common slght to
wee some recaleitrant agent edging toward
the door when the utmosphere was getting
& little warm. Now conditlons are differ-
ent and the shipper and the rallroads are
allke benefited. The importance of the
Kansas Clty Frelght Assoclation i grow-
ing and it will not be very Jong before all
matters of n Jocal nuture will be handled
by that body. '

The observance of the interstgte com-
merce law s ing more marked. The
rallronds some time decided to abalish
the application of the Texas common point
Tate to intermediate polnts in Kansas and
Oklahome and Indlan Territories. It Was
intimated that to apply a higher rate to
intermediate points than was named

to
Texas common polnts was contrary to
the letter of the law. The Frisco sus-

pended date of putting the agreement into
effect and It was followed vesterday by the
Santa Fe, and that line will doubtless he
followed by others doing business in the
Bouthwest,

IMPORT AND EXPORT RATES.

Western Trunk Lines Will Call n
Jolnt Sesalon at an Egrly
Date,

ST. LOUIB, April 2.—The Western
Trunk line committee, In session here, dis-
cussed the grain rate situation and the
rites on packing house products to the
Gulf from Western points as compared
with the rates to the Atlantic seaboard,
No actlon was taken, however, to change
the existing rates in respect to grain or
provisions. there being very little move-
mext to the Guif at this time.

A specinl committee of traffic managers
took up the maktesiof export and jmport
riates, with the view of reaching ‘some ba-
els of uniformity in the readjustment of
those ratex, This, however, would require
the co-operation of lines reaching the sea-
board, and it was decided to request Chalr-
man Parker to call a joint conference of
the lines east and west of the Mississippl
river at un early date, so that the whare
suhject may be thoroughly discussed and a
conclusion reached before the next confer-
ence of the executive officers with the in-
tersiale commerce commission. The come
misslon would net in an advisory capacity,
although 1t has never ylelded the point that
it has no jurisdiction over import or ex-
port rates.

Several Milwaukee manufacturers will be
ropresented at the meeting of the West-
etn classification ecommittee in St Louls
May 2 and protest against the proposed in-
crease of minimum welghts or carload ship-
ments of freight.

The Wabash announced a further cut in
second class colonists' rates out of Bt.
Louls to the Northwest, and the Missourl
FPacific promptly made the same rates. The
new rates reduce the fares from St Louls
to Helena, Butte and Garrison, Mont., from
$5.60 o $90.

The recent ¥mssh in the export grain dif-
ferential agreement is causing confusion In
tariffs from the Mississippi river to the
seaboard. The lines make the rate of w?
cents on wheat and corn to Baltimore, an
12 cents to New York, but maintain the old
rate of 20 cents on rye. By the recent ac-
tion of the Eastern lines, rye is taken from
Chie at the same rate ns wheat and
corn, but not from the Mississippl river.

The Wabash rallroad yesterday withdrew
the rate of 12 cents on oats for export,
which it ennounced Wednesday. The ex-
planation is made by the Wabash that the
reduction from 1T cents to 12 cents was an
accident, but the agents of other Eastern
lines think It strange the accldent was not
discovered untll after the Wabash had
made contracts to transport a large quan-
tity of oats to the senboard.

Frelght officlals of transcontinental lines
will hold a conference in New York next
'hl-esda‘v. Among the questions which
probably will be discussed is the removal
of thie headquarters of the transcontinental
freight bureau from Chicago to Ban Fran-
cisco. The bureau has been little more
than a medium for the publication of joint
tariffs since the declsion of the uurremn
court aguinst the Joint Trafflc Associatlon.
R. H. tiss is the agent of the bureau,
and has a small force of clerks to assist
him in the compilation of tariffs.

Preaident Ashley, of the Wabash, had his

A week hes passcd since the christening.
Matt Johnson. the elepbant trainer, whn
was muster of ceremonies, and the other
Zeo officlals and helpers who took part In
it dsny that the words: *“'In the name
of the Father, 8on and Holy Ghost" were
made usa of. They ulso deny that the
orang-ontang wus sprinkled with water.
A Dboltle supposed to contaln champagoe
broken and a palmful of the con-
tents aprinkled upon the head of Ham,
Jr,, who was dressed, for the occaslon,
in an infant's white rohe.

The protest bore the signatures of Blshop
E. R. Atwlll, Cameron Munn, Robert Tal-
hot, J. 8tewart Smith, John K. Dunn, Rob-
ert Keating Smith P. Gavan Dufty and John
Gray. The form of the protest to which
the signatures wers subsceribed was: “We,
the bishop and clergy of the Episcopal
church in Kansas Clty, do hereby put on
record our solemn censure and denuncia-
tion of the blasphemous travesty of the
Christian_ sacrament of baptism recently
performed ut ‘the Zoo' in this city.”

the former that He needed only to be sesn
to convey a correct iden of the other. On
the contrary, Father and Son are Indis-
solubly joined to constitute one Beinf.
That thought Is very forcibly and clearly
expressed (v, 10), Jesus, the Son, was In
the Father, and the Father was In Him
{John x:38). The two were presont al ons
and the same time and In one and the
same place, and were never separaled
(John xvii:2l). This unity was such that
even in His speech Jesus did not nct alone
hut, as He had stated on another occarlon
(John wii:16), the words were also those
of the Father, dwelling In Him, speaking
with Him, speaking through Him. Here
is ||robuhlB i bolder declaration of Christ's
essentlal Deity than was made by Him at
any other time in all His history, a dec-
laration much needed at that particular

time to strepgthen the faith and remove |

the fenrs of His followers.

CHALLENGE, It Is exident that Jesus
deemed this doctrine_to be one of the ui-
most importance to His disciples, Not con-
tent with its mere siatement He sought
to test them and cncourage them to em-
brauce the doctrine. He challenged thelr
falth In it by three methads. First, they
wera to nccept it upon His declaration,
resting upon that ae final. Becond, If that
was not sufficlent they might talto His
works in proof (v. 11), refering to the many
miraclex which He had performed during
His minisiry, which had carried con-
vietion to Jewish officials (John ill:2), as
well as to the ccinmon people (John Ix:3).
Thirdly, whosoever should believe on Him
as the ron of God should also obtaln power
to do wondrous things (v. 1), and should
in fnct do greater things than He. This
useerticn had been previously made (Martt,
xxi:21), and It was actually verified In the
history of the uposties (Acis i1:8). And so
the word, the deed. and the promise of
Jesus, all three, were comhbined to lead
the disciples to accept the doctrine set

orth.

PRAYER. One other source of comfort
was offercd to the troubled disciples—a new
method of prayer. These men had always
sought divine” help und they had
taught by Jesus a form that indicated the
scope and spirit and possibly the In.n.&ua{c
in which they might mak: petitions (Luke
x1:2-4). To all that had previcusly been
sald on the subject of prayer, Jesus now
adds that It should be most effective If
made in His name. There had been up to
that time no such supplication (John xvi:
2{). This form had been reserved for the
time when Jesus should be absent, the pro-
priety of which must appear.

= a lttle surprising, Jesus Himselfl agrees
to answer such prayers (v. 13), making
Himself the ground of the request and the
suret of fta fulfiliment. This again
ascri to Him a divine prerogative. bring-
ing glory to the Father. Becoming muc
bolder and more emphatic He declared
that He would do snything which those
disciples might nsk In His name (v. ).
This startling offer may not have been in-
tended for any others.
