There are lunch rooms and
reading roome in the business portipns of
the olty where girls who work can go at
poon for a few minutes’ rellef from the
turmolil of the day. There i3 a boarding
home further out where a small price pro-
cures lodging in a place of restfuiness and
refinement. Then classes are mude up to
teach the girls whatever they fecl they
want to learn, whether it be book knowl-
edge or domestic art.

In the report for
1898, just made out, it is estimated that
3000 prople have been cared for. Two hun-
dred of these were in the old home discon-
tinued lust year. One thousand WwWere ac-
commodsted in the free lunch room kept
jast summer. No meals were served here
but the room was open for women to bring
their own lunches to eat and to rest.
Lounges. easy chalrs and a pleno helped
to make the room attractive. And from
10 1o 200 unfortunate people were cared for
at the Uplon depot every month,

The work of the depot matron Is one of
the Important features of the Y. W, C. A.
Mrs, L. A. Schull I1s employed to stay
there all the time to watch cut for helpless
girls and women who get off from the
trains_and El\'e them what assistunce she
cnn. Something of the work she does may
be learned from the lems on her monthly
reports, one of which reads as follows:

“Bixty children were cared for during the
month., Thirty-thres sick pérsons were giv.
en medicine and  beds, hirteen women
were glven assistance seven old men. and
thirtyv-two young girle. Twenty-four old
ladles were given assistance, some of whom
were sent to the Old Ladies’ home to spend
the rest of thelr days In physical comfort,
Four blind were helped and six more sent
to the blind asylum. Nine were sent to the
insane asylum, four to the Humane Soclety
and one to the Orphanes’ home. Transpor-
tation was procured for three women to
help them on their way.”

A LETTER FROM SPURLOCK.

Corporal of Company B, Who Was
Wounded in the Philippines,
Writes to Friends.

Claude Spurlock, a corporal In Company
B, Twentieth Kansas regiment, now in the
Philippine lslands, who was wounded about
two weeks ago, has written a letter to a
friend in EKansas City, Kas., describing a
number of Incidents connected with battles,
The letter was written before Spurlock was
shot, and in it he laments the death of Wil-
bur Kline, of Quindaro, who was killed
there a few days before the letter was writ-
ten.

He writes: “We have has a hot time for
the past few days pecking at the Filipinos,
and you can bet Sfey are pecking ;l us,
Every time a head shows uf over a trench
someone takes a crack at it. There have
been many narrow escapes. Major Metcalf
was shot through the ear, and Colonel Fun-
ston had two horses shot from under him."

He says they were at that time camped
on a bay and that the searchlights from
the gunboat Helena helped them to walch
the rebels at night, and that several times
they have been called w to drive the enemy
back into the woods. » says that the boys
of the company who were wounded are do-
Ing nicely and that Harvey Harrls and sev.
eral other men who were wounded in the
first battles are able to report for duty.

Spurlock was wounded through the breast,
but the diepatches say that It {= only slight.

COGHLAN TOO OUTSPOKEN.

His Banquet Speech Caused Mach Dis-
pleasure in Diplomntic and
Naval Clreles.

WASHINGTON, April 2.—The German
ambassader, Dr. Ven Helleben called on
Secretary Hay to-day, which led to re-
ports that the attention of the state de-
partment had been called to the remarks
of Captain C. A. Coghlan, of the crulser
Raleigh, at the New York banquet, last
night, relating his personal observations of
& rebuke and threat administered by Ad-
miral Dewey to the German naval com-
manders at Manila., It was stated posi-
tively, however, that no protest or repre-
sentitions were made, as It is understood
in German quarters that this is a matter
In_ which the authorities here should be
left to take the initlative, At the same
time, it i known that Captain Coghlan's
remarks :aused conslderable displeasure in
high dipiomatic and naval quarters, main-
Iy because they ares contrary to the policy
which the two governments have adopted
of giving as little public expression as pos-
slble to the friction whleh may have oc-
curred st Manila. In naval quarters, there
Is a disposition to rl'fﬂl‘ﬁ Captain Cogh-
lan’s statement as giving some rather ugly
truths which have heretofore been glpssed
over on grounds of publlc policy. The re-
sponsible mnaval officlals have, however,
shajed the polley of minimizing the frie-
tlong at Manila, but, in the present case,
owing to Captain Coghlan's splendid serv-

ice, they are not disgosed to be captious
In thelr criticlsm of his utterances, -

PAPER TRUST MAY FAIL.

Severnl Mills Refuse to Jolan It and
Western Denlers Are Dis-
aatinfied.

CHICAGO, April Z2—According to the
statement of a Western paper dealer the
paper trust Is meecting with considerable
opposition in the West and will not be able
to control all the paper used by the news-
papers in this country. A paper company
of Chicago which resisted the overtures of
the trust controls the output of four large
mills In Wisconsin, with a capacity of 1%
tons of print paper a day, and also that of
two Eastern milis which will be able in a
short time to turn out 15 fons a day. A
new mill, equipped with the latest and most
Improved machinery, Is belng erected. The
trust controls mills that produce 1,500 tons
& day. With an opposition which can put
on the market 300 tons a day, the dealer
sald, the trust will not be able to have

thinga its own way, and the newspapers of
the country will not be at its mercy. The
Western dealers who bhandle the trust prod-
uct are said to he not altogether satisfied
with the trust's methods of doing business
and there has been some talk of these deal-
ers forming & combinafion of thelr own
and erecting & print paper mill at a central
point large enough to furnish all the paper
required by thelr newspaper customers,

FEAR WE MAY WEAKENX IN OUR
POLICY OF EXPANSION.

CZAR'S PEACE CONFERENCE

EVEN MOST SANGUINE DO NOT EX-
PECT SUBSTANTIAL RESULTS.

Germany Seems to Be Openly Hosille
to the Pesnce ldea—~Why Is Brit-
fah Garrison fn South Afriecs
Being So Grenatly
Increased

LONDON, April 2.—The news from the
Philippine islands of the retirement of
General Lawton from the SBanta Crus dis-
trict and the capture of the boat’'s crew ot
the Unlted States gunboat Yorktown, has
made a considerable Impressl here, and
the comments of the press all reflect anx-
{ety lest the unfavorable news have a dis-
couraging affect upon America's expansion
movements.

Prominence {s given to dispatches from
America apparently indicating a cooling ot
public opinion regarding the Philippine isl-
ands, and the general tepor of the British
press deprecates this seeming tendency to
gloominess pointing out that upon [nnumer-
able occaslons, Britlsh arms have met with
& check, only, eventually, to conquer all
obstacles,

“We were dlscouraged after Isandula,”
remarks one paper, ‘‘but we are beyond the
Zambesi all the same.”

Discussing General Lawton's retirement,
the Speaker says:

*The movement appears, on reflection, so

natural, that any other courses, weé argue,
would be criminal folly. The .American
campalgn up to now is justified by results.
The real significance of the apparent check
is to be looked for In America itself. There
is little doubt that, when the preaidentia:
contest recurs, the administration will not
have to reckon with a disorganized and dis-
credited foe. The cost and sufferings of
the troops will help the Democratic re-
actlon and the repatriated troops are not
likely to be missionaries of Imperialism,
In short, America's setback In the Philip.
pine lsilanda may very well combine with
other factors to strengthen the new Dem-
ocratic-Popullst party, which may make »
good fight in 19X, even In the East'
' The Bpéctator praises the United a;uu
goverhment's “"wise policy in sending reg-
ulars to the Phlhppines and telling the voi-
unteers that they may go as fast as they
like."

Continuing, the Bpectator says: ‘‘Checks
there (in the Philippines) only mean losa
of time and the Americans, iike us, must
nave their grumble.” .

The Economist expresses itself in a slm-
flar strain and pooh-poohs the idea that
“the Americans admit they are Incompe-
tent to perform a task which, compared
with India, is very small,” adding:

*“Lhe Americuns are not the people to

yleld while they are opemy detied. They
are too vain as well as oo resolute.”

According to advices from excellent au-
thority, not even the most sanguine of
those concerned now expect any substantial
progress to be made at the coming peace
conierence toward disarmament, or even a
suspension of armaments. The czar him-
ceit and his enwourage are reported to
have lost their {llusions on the subject, and
it is said that the proceedings and treating
of military and naval questions will be con-
tined 1o the merest generalities. None of
the decisions will be binding, and even in
the matter of International arbitratiom, Ir
anything is agreed to, it will not be abso-
lutely obligatory.

The Britlsh newspapers this week have
warmly taken up the question of Emperor
Willlam's cholce of Professor Von Stengel
as a German delegate to the conference,
and,it is pointed out, judging from his writ-
ings. he is a declared advocate o. war and
not of pegce. Therefore. the papers here
confess to be nonplussed at his selectlon
and declare it s hardly ssible the Ger-
man emperor can desire the success of the
conference if he maintalns the nomination.

Extracts from Professor Von Siengel's
pamphlet. “Der Ewige Friede” ("The Ever-
lasting Peace”) have been reproduced.
Some of his references to Americn are de-
cldedly Interesting. After declaring that
the Germans least of all nations should
support the *‘fantastic aspirations of the
friends of peace,' he says:

‘“The Americans, intoxicated with suc-
cess, will strive more and more 10 become
the dominant power and dictate their law
to Europe In any contest between America
and Europe. Shall Germany stand peace-
fully on one side and bow humbly before
America?

AN OCEAN TRAGEDY.

Corpses of Nine Men in an Open Boat
Which Drifted Ashore at
Corinto.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 22.—The steamer
City of Para from Central American ports
brings detalls of an ocean tragedy. Whlle
the vessel was at Corinto, an open boat
containing the remains of nine men who

rished months ago drifted ashore there,
The bodies were horribly emaciated ana
the manner in which thelr llmbs were con-
torted showed that they must have died
in terrible agony. Not & drop of water and
not a patricle of food was in the boat.

In December last, Louls W. Maslen, of
the El Triumio Pler Company, three of tha
port officlals and five tmen went out
to the mail company’'s steamer, lying In
the offing at El Triumfo. They boarded
the mall boat and stayed until signs of an
approaching storm warned them to re-
turn. ‘The gale came up guickly and over-
took the boat soon after it got away from
the steamer. It wns never seen again
untll it floated into Corinto harbor. Louis
W. Maslen was the son of E. W. Maslen,
deputy naval officer of this port. The
names of tha other victims are not given.

TWELVE MEN DROWNED.

Thelr Boat Was Upset as They Were
Escaping From a Wreck
Ooff Florida.

OAK HILL, FLA., April 2.—The steamer
General Whitney, Captain Hawthorne, sunk
fifty miles east of Cape Canavarel to-day.
