HEROIC FIGURE UNVEILED AT PHIL.
ADELFHIA YESTERDAY.

PRESIDENT M'KINLEY THERE

CERE.MO.VY WAS A GREAT SUCCESS

IX EVERY WAY.

Miss Rosemary Sartorls, Granddaugh-
ter of General Grant, Pulled the

Cord That Unveiled Statue
The Itnlelgh Fired a

Salute.

PHILADELPHIA, April 27.- -In the pres
ence of President and Mrs. McKinley
members of the cabinet, three generations
of General U. S. Grant's family, and a
great crowd of people. Miss Rosemary
Sartorls, granddaughter of General Grant
to-d- unveiled a heroic equestrian statue
of her Illustrious grandfather In Falc-mou- nt

park. Although the day was not a
holiday in honor of the event, there was n
great outpouring of patriotic citizens. Flags
were everywhere displayed throughout the
city and all the ships in the harbor were
gaily dressed in colors.

This city each year commemorates the
birthday of General Grant, but never did
It celebrate it ns It did y.

President McKinley and Mrs. McKinley
enjoyed themselves Immensely during their
outing Everywhere they were
warmly greeted by the people, to which
both of them graciously responded. The
president showed no signs of his recent
slight indisposition. Next to the president
and his wife, Mrs. Grant and Miss Sartoris
shared the attention of the people, and
they, too, were cheered everywhere they
were recognized.

The unveiling was a great success in
every way; not an accident marred the
occasion; nor was there a hitch at any
time during the day. The statue is lo-

cated In a beautiful spot along the east
drive of the Schuykill river, In Falrmount
park. It ls the gift of the Falrmount Park
Art Association to the people of Fhlla.
delphia.

Tho gallant little cruiser Raleigh, now
lying in the Delaware river off this city,
was not lost sight of during the unveiling
ceremonies. All day long great crowds
visited the river near where the cruiser
is lying and hundreds of people paid a visit
on board and were shown about the vestel
The only active part the cruiser took in
the ceremonies of the day was the firfng
of a salute as the monument was un
veiled.

The ceremonies of the day began at 12:30
o'clock, when the presidential party arriv
ed at the Broad street station of the Fenn
sylvania railroad from AVashington.

The luncheon lasted
until 2 o'clock when the start was made
for Falrmount park. President McKtn-ley- 's

carriage was drawn by four richly
caparisoned black horses.

When the president emerged
from the hotel he was again warmly greet
ed and along the entire route for four
miles ho bowed almost incessantly in re-
sponse to the cheers from the great crowd.

members. Governor Stone, of Pennsyl-
vania, and staff, and other prominent men,
including General Nelson A. Miles, In civ-
ilian attire: Admiral Silas Casey, Captain
Clarke, of the battleship Oregon fame, and
Captain Joseph F. Coghlan, of the cruiser
Raleigh, and Adjutant General Peck, rep-
resenting the state of Vermont. These were
followed by carriages containing Mrs. Mc-
Kinley, Mrs. Grant, Miss Sartorls, the
wives of the cabinet officers and members
of the ladles' reception committee. A warm
greeting was extended 10 airs, aiciviniey
and Sirs. Grant all along the route.

When the presidential party reached the
monument at 2:50 o'clock they found a great
crowd awaiting them. The crowd started
in Vheer and never ceased until the cere
monies began. As the president stepped
from his carriage he was saluted by twenty--

one guns, fired by division A.naval force
of Pennsylvania. The president was escort
ed to a place in tne center 01 tne sinnu,
which was clcse to the statue. As the In
vited guests passed him he shook hands
with each. He was especially warm In
greeting Mrs. Grant and Miss Sartorls.

A most pleasing Incident was the greet-
ing between the president and the Intrepid
Coghlan, captain of the Raleigh. This was
the first opportunity the president had of
talking to the commander of the Raleigh
since his arrival in this country. Every-
one watched to see how tho fighting cap-
tain wpuld be received by the president
of the United States, and a great cheer
went up as the president stretched forth
his hand and grasped that of the com-
mander. The president wore a broad smile
and seemed In every way pleased to greet
the captain. The president Immediately
engaged in conversation with Captain
Coghlan, which lasted for fully two min-
utes. The captain took a scat directly be-

hind the president. Mrs. Grant was given
a seat nearest the monument. Next to her
was Mrs; McKinley, and to the latters
left sat Mrs. Marv. Grant Kramer. Miss
Sartorls was escorted to a seat behind her
grandmother. The young lady was attired
In a beautiful cown of nink silk, tastefully
trimmed, and In her hand she carried a
large hunch of sweet peas. Brigadier Gen-
eral Frederick" D. Grant, who had Just ar-
rived from Porto Rico, looking hale and
hearty, took a sent beside Miss Sartorls,
and next to her was her brother. Captain
Algernon Sartorls.

Mayor Samuel H. Ashbrldge presided at
the ceremonies and made a short address.
Ho was followed by John H. Converse, who
presented tho statue to the commissioners
of Falrmount park. As he concluded
sneaking. Miss Sartorls mounted a small
platform near the statue, pulled the cord
which held tho national colors about the
llgure, and the horse and rider were
brought to view. As fell. Bat-
tery D, nntlonal guards of Pennsylvania,
fired a salute of seventeen gunsind the
Raleigh, lying In the Delaware river,
nearly four miles away, was given the
signal at the same moment, and she, too,
belched a salute of seventeen guns.

As A. Louden Snowden was making an
address accepting the monument on behalf
of the park commission, the Chinese naval
reserves, of this city, marched up and laid
a wreath at tho base of the statue. The
president becoming interested In them. It
was explained to him that they were or-
ganized last fall during the pence Jubilee
by the Christian League of this city. The
wreath was a magnificent one and measur-
ed more than three feet In diameter. In
the center was the following Inscription:

"From his excellency, the Chinese minis-
ter to the United Stntes. Wu Ting Fang,
as a token of his respect for tho memory
of the late General U. S. Grant, and a
tributo of friendship from the Chinese em-
pire."

Wreaths were also laid at the base of tho
statue by the Daughters of the Revolution
and the Pennsylvania commandcry. Mil-
itary Order of the Loyal Legion.

Then followed tho review of the 6.000
troops, led by two companies of sailors
from the' Ralelc-h- After the review thi
president and the others of the distinguish
ed party reiurnen to tno noiei. un me
return trip.

after the time 'fixed for the banquet when
the guests filed into the banquet hall to
the Inspiring strains of the "Stars and
Stripes." C. L. Magcc was chairman atthe dinner table and Clarence Burleigh,
city attorney, was toastma3ter. Major Gen-
eral Wheeler responded to the toast,
"Grant." Rear Admiral Schley replied io
"Our Navy."

The other speakers were Colonel Alex-
ander It McClure. on "Patriotism." and
General Willis J. Hullngs on "Our Army."

General Wheeler arrived from AVashing-
ton shortly after C o'clock this morning

Citizens of Galena, HI., Celebrated the
Anniversary of Ills Birth

Yesterday.
GALENA, ILL., April 27. For tho sev-

enth time In as many years citizens of
Galena to-d- paid tribute to the memory
of General U. S. Grant, with exercls23 in
commemoration of the anniversary of his'birthday. The celebration surpassed any
similar event under the auspices of the
Grant Day Association. Thousands of

visitors witnessed the exercises.
The orator of the day was Postmaster Gen-
eral Charles Emory Smith, who came from
Chicago, accompanied by a large delega-
tion.

COGHLAN N0TT0 BE RELIEVED

President Has Xo Intention of Pun-
ishing; Him for Ills Indis-

creet Speech.
PHILADELPHIA, April 27. An authen-

tic statement was made this afternoon
after his arrival in this city that Presi-
dent McKinley has no Intention of remov-
ing Captain Coghlan from the command
of the Raleigh. The president, It was
stated, reports to the contrary notwith-
standing, has not even considered such
action.

It was also learned from the same au-
thentic source that the admiration held by
the president for Captain Coghlan's par-
ticipation with Admiral Dewey In the de-

struction of the Spanish fleet completely
overshadows any desire on his part to ad-
minister a rebuke to the Raleigh's com-
mander. Should Captain Coghlan retire at
all, which now seems unlikely. It will not
be because of the German Incident, but in
keeping with usages of the navy depart-
ment, or in the event of the captain him-
self desiring shore leave. This Information
comes almost directly from the president
himself.

KAUTZ TO BEADM0NISHED.

Hint to Be Given the Admiral to Be
More Careful What He

Writes.
WASHINGTON, April 27.- -It has been

felt proper to admonish Admiral Kautz
to be more careful, either in writing such
letters as that published yesterday in Cin-
cinnati, or in guarding his letters from
publicity, and a letter of that character
was addressed to him yesterday. Theoret-
ically, a letter addressed under tho cir-
cumstances attending the Kautz letter
may be regarded as strictly private, yet
practically the writer must accept the con-
sequences that would follow the publica-
tion. In the case of Chief Justice Cham-
bers, whoso brother made public a letter
criticising the Germans in Samoa, the ef-
fect Will certainly be Injurious to the chief
Justice. Though the letter undoubtedly was
a private communication, yet the state de-
partment was bound to take notice of the
fact that this publication had done' much
to Injure tho usefulness of the chief jus-
tice and to render his retention in the of-
fice, after the reconstruction of the isl-
ands' government, improbable.

SULTANA SURVV0RS MEET.

In the ensuing half hour hundreds
of lives were lost. The disaster was con-
sidered one of the most appalling of the
civil war. The Sultana was loaded down
with soldiers.
