SEECRETARY OF STATE CLARK
PRHOMISES A REFORM..

FEWER WORTHLESS REPORTS

THIS WILL LEAVE MORE. MONEY
FOR COBURN'S BOORS,

Mr. Clark Says There Has Been Enor=
mous Waste Through the Wholc-
sale Poblication of Reportis
That No One Uarcs
to Read,

TOPEKA, May 12.—(8pecinl) Secretary
of State George Clark has determined that
the farmers of Kansss shall get more ben-
efit from the work of the stute board of
agriculture under this administration than
under any previous administration. He
proposes to cut down the expense of pub-
lishing & lot of reports that laterest only
& few people, and put the money thus
gaved into reports which Secratary F. D,
Coburn issues for the benefit of farmers.

“There has been o vast sum of money
expended in the publication of reports in
the pas=L" sald he, “"Some of them were
entirely us<ecless, not belng resd by a half
dozen people in the state, while the num-
ber of coples of other reports published
excead the dmand tnfold. A few days ago,
in cleaning out an airshaft, the workman
at the state house found over a ton of
reports published by the stata board of
rallroad commissioners These surplus
copies were no doubt published merely in
order to help the state printer out. Upoen
their delivery they were thrown into an
alrshaft where it was thought they would
never be discovered. There are tons and
tons of old reports in the basement and
garret of the stute house that were simply
printed to heip out somebody. It was a
useless expenditure of the public funds. In
15, labor Commissloner Todd, under
Lewelling, was permitted to print a S00-
piage bonk to show that farming did not
pay in Kansas, That very year the Lewel-
ling adminlstration only permitted the pub-
lleation of 3,500 coples of Secretary Co-
burn's report, which tended to show that
farming did pay in Kansas, and how to
make It pay better, and which was Intend-
ed 1o altract capital and people to our
Btate,

“Scerctary Coburn's books and reports
are gobbled up like hot cukes by the farm-
ers m# well as by the agriculturil colleges
gnd socleties throughout the world. They
arc used as textbooks in many® of the ag-
ricultural colleges of this country, as well
as in other agricultural countries. The de-
mand in the pust has far exceeded the sup-
piy. This i2 an agricultural state. Why
should nnt the stute's money be spent for
something that will bencfit the state and
fi1= peaple, instcad of belng thrown away in
the publication of a lot of stuff that is
never read except by the one who writes
it, and by the proofrepder? 1 believe that
the money s=pent in publishing uscless re-
ports should be put into Coburn's books."

going on for years. Becretary Clark savs,
a8 long as he Is secretary of =tate, he in-
1ends 1o draw the line on useless stuff and
limit the publication of reports required by
luw to the actual number necessary. “But,”
he adds, “I will he extremely liberal with
the agricultural reports. Secretary Coburn
will have no reason to complain.”

FOLEY IS MAD ABOUT °IT.

Tarsons Man After n Preacher Who
Filed m Pointed Protest Against
His Appoelntment,

TOPEKA, May 13—{Special) A mistake
made by a clerk In the governor's office
recently is causing an endless amount of
trouble and may result in & preacher be-
ing sued for slander. Pete Foley, of Par-
sons, was i candidate for rallrond commis-
sioner. He filed & bushel or more of in-
dorsements with the governor. Rew. Mr.
Hugh McBurney, n Parsons preacher, filed
& protest agadnst Foley's appointment., In
the protest he sald many very uncompli-
mentiry things about Faley's reputation,
morally, He was specific in his
charges, mentioning numes, dates and of-
fenses. The protest wiae placed with the
indorsement that the governor could
have all the papers at once when he took
up Foley's cuse. This is done In all cases.
When the board of railroad commissioners
was abolished and the court of visitation
ertablished, the governor appointed Lit .
Crum, of Labette county, as a judge of the
court. This removed Foley an wvall-
ahle candidate, he and Crum living in the
sAame ¢ounty. After the fight was over,
Foley wrote to tha governor azking that
s indorsements be returned. A clerk, in
pocordance with the request, bundled up
the bunch of papers and sent them to
TParson= In doing so, the protest of Rev.
AMr. MeBurney was inadvertently Ieft with
the other papers, and Foley got 1. He
1ead and rerend It He did not like the
Wiy the prercher talked about him, and
went after his defamer. The preacher eame
bauck at the governor for letting loase n
confdential eommunication. The governor
replisd that It was a4 mistake, but could
1ot be heiped. The preacher roplied that.,
while he wus gorry for It. he thanked God
that he had told the truth in hix protest.
Yoley declines to return the letter to the

Mr. MeBurney makes a public retraction
of the charges made In the letter, to sus
Iim for siander. He is holding the letter

Tarns Out to Be Nothing buat
a Jolnt.

TOPEKA. May 12 —(8pecial) The stute
charter board has dlscovered that L was
“worked” recently en one charter which
It granted. *““The Free Thinkers' Club, of
Wichita,” a literary and social organiza-
tlon, applied for & charter. Accompanying
the application was the necessary fee. On
the face of the application It was made to
#ppear that the club wis A semi-religious
affalr. Within the last few duys the board
bas recelved numerous letters from Wichi-
ta =taling that “The Free Thinkers' Club”
was nothing more than a common Jjoint.
The name of the concern misied the mems-
bers of the board.

In order to protect Itself {n the future,
the board, at a meeting to-day, resolved
thit hersufter all literary, musical and so-
cinl orgunization= desiring churters shall
place the following clause in thelr articles
aof incorporation:

""Said corporation shall not engage in the
sale or distribution of Intoxleauting lguors,
nor permit them to be served or distribut-
ed at Its meetings, or at gatherings held
uider s ausplees.””

The board to-day turned down two of
thesa organizations and ordered the appll-
cations returned to the promoters with in-
structiona that they incorporate the clause
stated.

The purpose of
the club i ‘to promote the interests of
farmers and commerclal men, and the
maintenance of a club for social enjoy-
ment."

TOPEK A, May 11.—(Speclul.) State Grain
Inspector McKenzle to-duy announced that
he would appoint Willlam lago as an as-
sistant deputy graln Inspector at Topeki
Thi=s declaration has caused considerable
eommotion In local polltical clreles, for it
is regarded as a virtual backdown upon
the part of the state inspector in his tight
with Willlam Ewan, a looal elevator man.
Ewnan wanted lago appointed in the first
plice, bur MceKonzie oppointed Thomas
Cross. lagn is n Democrat and Cross is o
Republican.  Ewan immediately announced
that he would not have his grain inspected
by a stute gruln Inspector, but would buy
on private inspectlon. The local Repub-
lican organization wanted McKenzie to
stund pat and freeze Ewan out and arrest
him If he violated the law by sclllng grain
to outside parties on the certificate of n
private Inspector. But MceKenzie clalms
the Inw fs wenk in that particular, and, in-
stead of golng into the courts, he yielded.

CLEMENS HAS NOT GIVEN UP.

He Is Still Trying to Oust the New
Agricultural College
Regentns,

TOPERKA, May 13—(Special.) Attorney
. C. Clemens, representing C. B, Hoffman
and J. N. Limbocker, the Popullst regents
who were removed by Governor Btunley
recently, has not yet given up the tight.
He ealled upon Attorney General Godard
to-day and requested that they get to-
gether on an agreed statement of facts and
have the law =ettled by the supreme court
in quo warranto proceedings, to be brought
to oust Yoe and McDonald, the new re-
gents, The attorney general took the mat-
ter unfder advisement. Mr. Clemens says
the supreme court will hear the case on
an agreed statement of facts, In case the
attorney general refuses (o enter into an
agreement of this kind Clemens will at-
tempt to get the Populist court of appeals
to hold a speclal session and oust the new
Republican regents.

READING, PA., May 11-Ths wrack
which oceurred last night on the Philadel-
phin & Reading raflway at Exeler, six
miles gouth of here, was probably the worst
that has ever oceurred In this state. Twen-
ty-eight dead and fifty injured, some s0
badly that they may not recover, is the
wwlul result of the accldent.

The canse of the disaster is still fnvolved
in mystery, and officials of the road are in-
vestigating In order to place the hlame.
The man in the signul tgeeer at Exeter
station claims 1o have had the slgnils
properly displayed. In a statement to-day,
Genernl Superintendent 1. A, Swigard, of
the Reading railway, sald the prime cause
of the accldent was a block of freight cars
on the traock which were taking n siding
at Birdsboro, and which compelled the ex.
press to stop at Exeter. It is not known
as yet whether a signal man was sent back
to notify the special or socond section.

The express from Willlam gort, known as
train No. 12, and also as the “cannonball,™
leaves Reading for Philadelphia at 5:30 p
m. 1t did not leave on time last night, due
to walting for Harrisburg connections. The
travel from Harrisburg was very heavy,
owing to the lurge number of people who
attended the Hartranft monument unveil-
ing  ceremonles. A specinl traln was
brought into requlsition to accommodats
the crowds, At Exeter the tirst train
stopped briefly for orders and had just
started when the special crashed Into it

Muny prominent men were pilssengers
on the forward train, among them Sen-
ator Holes Penrose, Colonel Henry D.
Paxon, Phlludelphia; Generil John W,
Schall, of Norristown, and Colonel George
Schall, the general's brother, who was
killed. ©On the second triain were some
twenty veterans of Hartranft's Fifty-tirst
regiment, which he communded in the elvil
war, and & company of the Seventh Penn-
svivania infantry, National Guard, a few
of whom were Injured.

STRIKE WILL AMOUNT TO.

NOT MANY MINERS OUT YET

STRONG FEELING AMONG THE MEN
AGAINST A STRIKE.

At a Number of Mines They Vote Not
te Go ODut—=A Lockont at One
Welr City Mine—=Scheme for
Giving Strikers Work
in Other Mincs,

PITTSBURG, KAS, May 13.—(8pecial)
The strike, In accordancs with the elrcular
sent out te the different local unions last
Thursday by President Wright, of distrizt
14, [% now on, but is not as yer attended
with any great suceess in point of num-
bera out. The Yale miner of the Western
Conl and Mining Compuny ran all day with
w full quotn of men, and shaft No. ¥, of
the Kansas and Texus Company, was doing
likewise, The miners at these places are
not talking strike. The men at the Ceén-
tral Coal and Coke Company niines are cut
for to-day and the works are shut down.
The Western Coul and Mining Company’s
mines Nos. 2 & and 7, at Fleming, are
practically shut down, notwithstanding the
fact that a few men are working at No. T

The situation at the Kansas and Texas
mines, in Weir, is practically a strike. A
vole taken by the men this forenoon at
mine No, 23 stood 7 for a strike and 37
agalnst, which is taken as a declsion. This

U. M. W. A, feel confident that they will
win the day, although they are meeting
with a great deal of opposition from the
miners at the different mines.

WEIR CITY, KAS, May 13.—(Special)

The strike ordered for noon to-day by the |

nittional executive board U. M. W. A. has
resulted In only a partlel suspension ot
work. There are only two coul companies
here directly affected by the order, the
Central Coal and Coke Company #nd the
Kansas and ‘Texas Coal Company. Two
other operators, J. R. Crowe & Co., and W,
H. Barrett, lessee of the Kansas and Tex.
us mine No. 49, are involved by reason of
the latter company taking all their coal
under contract.

Mass meetings were held at thie mines of
these companies and the strike guestion
voted on by each mine separately, At the
Central Coul and Coke Company’'s mine
No. & emploving nearly 200 miners, the
vote was unanimously agisinst a strike,
even the unifon men voling agalnst it At
No. 11 mine of the same company, there
are fully 20 miners, and the vote was
@hout 3 to 1 agalnst a strike. At this com-
pany's mine No. i, only a few men are em-
ployed, as it = nearly worked out and win
be closed shortly. They were unanimous
againet a strike. however. At Kansas and
Texas mine No. 55, six union men ana
twenty=seven non-union men were in the
mecting. The former voted for i strike, one
non-union man did not vots, and the re-
miining twenty-six voted against a strike,
At this company’'s mine No. 15, employing
17 miners, the unlon men, numbering about
twenty, withdrew from the meeting be.
cause It was understood that, under the
order, they were compelled to strike, This
left tbe non-union men to vote separately,
but only twenty-nine exercised their right,

the vote standing 15 to 14 In favor of a
wilkout.

The mine did not start at all this morn-
Ing. changing the situatlon to a lockout.
It is understood that another mecting may
be held and the actlon reconsidered, In
which case the mine will be In operation
Pgiomia,\'. At Kansas and Texas mine, No.
24, employing ncarly 100 miners, the union

men voted and earried it for a strike by a

vote of W to 37. The men came out at
noon to-day. At J. R. Crowe & Co.'s No,

2, 125 miners work. Not much more than
halt of them atrended the meeting, which
voted for a strike by a majority of three
or four. At Kansas and Texas No. 49
operated by W, . Barrett, four electric
mitchines mine the coal. The men have
ignored the order to strike. The unlon
permits striking miners to seck work at
the other mines here and an effort is be-
ing made to Induce each of the miners at
such places to take a striker Into his room
and share the earntn;&

Cills were posted for meetings In fur-
therince of this plan at the mines of the
J. H. Durkee Conl Company, and Bennett
& Crowe. At the former place two at-
tempts to get the _men to meet proved
fallures. And at Bennett & Crowe's i
small meeting was held after one fall-
ure, It 1s said the matter of taking In the
dutsiders will be left with the company.

There seems to be a strong sentiment
agalnst this strike to secure recognition
of the unlon in Arkansas, especlally since
It Is pretty well understood that the Ar-
kansas miners themselves are hy no means
a unit on the question and that consid-
erithle nunibers of them are at work. An-
other thing that ha= caused unfavorable
comment {8 the announcement of the list
of mine demands which the executiva
board has suggested that the miners of
this district make on thelr own behalf.
The contract under which the miners are
working does not expire untll Septembar 1
this year and the non-unfon men say that
the springiig up of these demands now s
simply a gcheme on the part of the union
to furnish the men with a local grievance
that will cause them to come out. On the
other hand, the unlon men say that if this
strike tn secure the recognition of the
unlon falis, then the Kansas unlon will ba
the next to go. This s the largest coal
mining center In Kansas, Welr City alone
producing annually 2 per cent of tha Kap-
sas oulpul. The state mine Inspector's re-
port shows the annunl shipments from
Welr City to ba about three times as large
as that of Plttaburg, the second place in
polnt of coal billed.
