The family of the Woodburys Is among
the very llrst sottlers of the young re-
public. It wasg but thres years after the
Mayilower had touched on these shores
that old John Woodbury safled from his
home in old England and trod the soll
of the mnew world, setting up his house-
hold go in New England, and there is
still to be seen In Beverly, Muass, one of
the homesteads of the day, justly
entitted 1o take flrst rank among our nu-
merous patriotle socleties.  Miss Lowrey
never jolned any, which is perhaps a fortu-
nate event In view of the fact that her
future was cast among the diplomacy of a
forelgn land., One of the Misses Woodbury,
an aunt of Miss Lowery, married into the
distingulshed Maryland famlly of Blairs,

As o child Miss Lowery was educated
at the school in Philodelphla kept by
Miss Agnes Irwin, who was a descendant
of Benjumin Franklin. She also studied
in Parls and spent many yvears of travel
in the varlous cHles of the continent, the
greater part of her triining belug recelved
4t the hands of private tutors. On her
return to Washington she muade her debut,
hier beauty, as well as the wealth and dis-
tinetion of her family, Immedintely placing

her among the belles of the capit In
appearance she was tall, dark, with dark-
brown halr, very large  brown a
brunette complexion aml slight, graceful

figurc. The charm of her manners made
her universally popular,

When the beautifiul Misz Lowery wois
one of the fairest of the capital’s daugh-
ters who had just stepped upon the carpet,
there wits Iin the Spanish legation a young
Count Brunett], whe was her most ardent
admirer and to whom her engagement was
vary shortly reported. It is this Count
Bruncttl who, as the helr to the title left
by his father, I8 now the Dulte of Arcos,
The affalr was entirely a love match, Cap-
tiln Dewey, now the famous admiral, was
nlso an admirer of Miss Lowery, but the
storfes which have been printed in some
of the sensatlonal journnls in regard to
the matter were driwn entlrely from the
Imagination Captain Dewey, while ad-
miring the beauty aml graece of the young
girl, understood, as dld every one olse in
Washington, that she und Count Brunettl
waere betrothed.

Brunettl was first secretary of the le-
gutlon and also nt one time charge d'af
faires, but, while having no pers
jection to the young mnan, whose c¢he
and wlents were of the highest, the -
rents of Mlss Lowery. were unwilling for
her to wed & foreigner. So the young

Good food and good
care are esscntials, but the =oming in-
stinet I8 curiously Inherent in the birds,
When they are carried o long distance and
liberated they fy back without fpod or
rest to their homes.

*This instinct is In o sense a drawback
to the business, None but very young
birds can be sold. The older birds, no mat-
ter how long they are confined, are sure
upon release to return to their former own-
er. That bird there with the green band
uround ts throat has been sold f{rom
Brooklyn to Pottsville, Pa., with invariably
the sume result. A bird dealer near by is
supplied by me with a certaln number of
birds monthly. Jim, there, has been one of
them. The Hrst time he wus sold he went
only to Seventy-elghth street and he was
biuck in the coop within a few hours. Then
he was sent to Newark. The man who
bought him was more careful than his
predecessor. He kept Jim several diays be-
fore releasing him, but he came back like
the cat, Fipnally he was sold to a4 man
from Pottsville, FPa, There he was kept
for five months in close continement. Weil,
that was about five months ago and there
he s over there In that red coop.

“So you see, the fancler has little to do
with implanting the homing instincet. Where
it is possible the real training conslsts in
teaching the bird the character of the
country hoe is to fly over. The bird is taken
short distances from his home and lber-
ated, These distances are gradually in-
creased untll they measure hundreds of
miles. This is not really necessary if you
are willing to take a chance upon the
sureness of yowr carrier, but If you are
establishing any regular messenger service
it is desirable. For instance, birds In-
tended for sea service are first fown for
miles up and down the coast. When they
are liberated at sen within 20 miles they
strike direct for land at the moment they
first sight it. Once over the land, being
famillar with the coast, they strike an alr
route for home, never stopping until the
home coop 15 renched.’”
