SPECIAL CALL ISSUED FOR A 3IKET-IA- G

Or WESTERN EXECUTIVES.

FMencr Officials Fall to Agree on
the Immigrant Bureau To All

Intents and Pnrposes It Is
a Tool Other Zvcvva.

CHICAGO, May 13. (Special.) A call was
Issued v for a. special meeting of the
executive officers of all Western railroads
interested in Immigrant traffic, to bo held
Tuesday at the headquarters of the West-
ern rassengcr Association. The general
passenger agents hae not been able to
reach an agreement as to the immigrant
bureau of the association, which is main-
tained in New York, hence the call for the
meeting or the higher officials

It seems that some of the lines want the
immigrant bureau to be practically inde-
pendent of the passenger association, i hlle
others insist it shall be under the imme-
diate control of the association as a whole.
There Is also a dispute oer what all be
regarded as immigrant traffic over which
the bureau shall exercise authority. Somepassenger officials insist that every steer-
age passenger shall be regarded a- - an im-
migrant, while others hold that 6nl tho'--
traveling in the steerage and holding rail-
road Immigrant orders shall bo regarded
as Immigrants.

There are some officials who aro not in
sjmpathy with the scheme of the immi-
grant, bureau, because it is illegal, inas-
much as it proposes to fix an arbitrary
rate via all lines for immigrants and to
divide the traffic among the railroads ac-
cording to certain agreed percentages. To
all Intents and purposes the immigrant bu-
reau is a pool. Those In faor of it con-
tend that it is a "phvsical" and not a
'monej " pool, and therefore is not in vio-

lation of the law. The result to the rail-
roads and the passengers is the same un-
der either stvle of pool. It prevents com-
petition In the onlj way In which railroads
can compete by making differences in
rates

It is almost certain that tho Union Pa-cil- ic

will not join tho immigrant bureau,
and if it docs not. the Alton, the Great
Northern, Northern Pacific and other roads
will not. Without them the bureau cannot
accomplish its aim of monopolizing the
Immigrant traffic The meeting is to bo
one of grave Importance on account of its
bearing on tho general situation.

"Jack." Eninicrt's ew Position.
J. H. Emmert. more familiarly known in

the railroad world as Jack" Emmert,
leav es for Prescott, A. T.. w here
he assumes tho duties of assistant to Pres-
ident F. M. Murphy, of the Santa Fe, Pres-
cott & Phoenix, railroad Mr. Emmert will
spend about one halt of his time in Pres-
cott and the remainder in Chicago and De-
troit.

Mr. Emmert is one of the best known
railroad men in this section of the country.
He linked his fortunes with tho Kansas
City, Tort Scott & Memphis road. In its
inception, and occupied many Important
positions on that road. "When he severed
his connection with the road last Decem-
ber, he was general superintendent. As an
operating man. he ranks with tl.e foremost
In the "N est. Lately Mr. Emmert has been
acting as chief clerk to General Manager
GUIham, of the "Peo Gee."

W B Dunlcvy, who has been chief clerk
to General Superintendent Mertsheimer, of
the "Peo Gee." will succeed Mr. Emmert as
chief clerk to General Manager Gillham.
Mr Dunlevy has been an operating man all
his life, and from 1S72 to December, 1S37.
was in the employ of the Union Pacific, and
left that company to accept the chief clerk-
ship in Mr. Mertsheimer's office.

Rock Island Library Buffet Cars.
Commencing the Rock Island

will run buffet library cars on its trains
between Kansas City and Chicago. It will
also Introduce the innovation of reversing
the present arrangement of the trains, ithaving been demonstrated to the manage-
ment that cars nearest the engine receive
the least dust.

The buffet-librar- y cars are marvels of thecar builder's art and are the first to run
out of Kansas City. They aro what is
known in railroad parlance as composite
cars They are seventy-tw- o feet long and
one-ha- lf is devoted to baggage and ex-
press and the other half to a. smoking
room of the highest tjpe. The lockers
are filled with everything that a travelermay desire, from soda to hock, and thearrangement of the lockers Is unique, ev-
er thing being alloted sufficient space to
hold stores for a jOJ mile journaj.

They are finished In mahogany and light-
ed with nine Pintsch gas lamps, three In
the celling and six along the sides. There
are two lunch tables adjoining the bTrtiet
and the whole is finished in green, tho de-
signs being of the Emplto period.

The cars are equipped with writing desk
and librarj containing the latest fiction
and the latest magizlnes and weekly pe-
riodical:.

LIEUT. TIFFANTS MONUMENT.

The IlnndNOiuc Memorlnl That Has
Jnst Ilecn Krected Oer the

ItoiiKh Rider's Grave.

Two beautiful monuments were erected
in the Island cemetery this week, both in

LIEUT. TIFFANY'S MONUMENT.

Ferry circle, the private ground of the
Belmonts and Tiffanjs

One marks the crave of Lieutenant Will-Ja- m

Tlffanj". of Roosevelt's rough riders,
who died in Boston on August 2, 1SDS, after
having been taken from the transport Oli-
vette, on which he was very 111 whllo com-
ing from Santiago, where ho had endured
the privation and suftering of the cam-
paign. Tho other memorial marks the
grave of Mrs August Belmont, who died
in Paris September 27, ISPS. Both monu-
ments, though quite simple in design and
modest in appe irance, arc considered gems
of art in .1 cemeterj-- quite noted for its
handsome and expensive memorials

The monument over Lieutenant Tiffany's
grave Is .1 iros of Massachusetts marble
standing upon a mass of the same material
roughlj- - hewn, thus to tjpify an unlinlshed
life. Resting on its base is a cluster of oak
leaves, from which rises a spraj-- of laurel
that Is twined about the cross to its vcrj-to-

This orn imentation, significant of
strength and victory, is carved with ex-
ceeding dellcacj- - and sets oil tho wholo
monument, which is four feet ten inches
high, verj' attractlv elj

On the upper part of tho face of the mon-
ument are the crossed swords, the cavalry
insignia, which were carved from that on
Lieutenant Tiffany's uniform, which his
mother, Mrs George Tlffanj--, loaned the
artist. The figure l and the letter K, de-
noting Lieutenant Tlffanj-'- s regiment and
troop, complete the emblem, which restsagainst a bank of clouds, the whole being
an exquisite piece ot carving.

On the crosspleco of the monument is
tho inscription:

: Lieut. William Tlffanj-- . :
: IstRegt. U. S. Vol. Cavalrj-- . :

The dates nf the birth and death, re-
spective! j November 20, ISoS. and August 2,
ISIS, taVe up the column of the cros- On
tho base aro the very appropriate lines, se-
lected by Mrs Tlffanj:

: I havo fought a good fight; :
: I have finished mj- - course; :
: I have kept the faith. :

Mr. August Belmont chose a fittingly
sweet and beautiful memorial for the grave
of Mrs Belmont. It is merelj- - a cros of
Rutlind marble, the purest, finest nnd
whitest known, which lies flit upon the
mound of grass After the bare cross had
been cut and smoothed Mr. Belmont ar-
ranged some bride roses and some double
violets, taken from his own conservatories,
just tho waj-- he wished them to appear,
and thej- - were carved just as he had laid
them down and clustered them, in the gen-
eral form of an unconventional wreath,
within which is the single word "Devotion "
The sharpness and fineness of the artist's
work hero nre a remarkable feature.

On the column of the cross appear the
words "Bessie Morgan Belmont, May 25,
1S62; September 27, IfciS."

Mr. George C. Mason, of Philadelphia,
