It Is my
privilege and pleasure to welcome you to
this session of the grand lodge of this great
Jurisdiction. I not onlj welcome vou. to
this session, but It gives me especial pleas-
ure to welcome vou to our city.

"The past sear, my brothers, aside from
r j ear of national elections, has been one
of unusual excitement. One scar ago,
when I was Installed into the office ot
grand master, the country was in the
throes of war. Excitement, terror of a
great national upheaval, held the people
spellbound, with eses vibrating between the
battlefield and the executive city on the
banks of the Potomac Interest in home
affairs beemed swallowed up by interest
in the welfare of the nation.

"Since we last met, this nation has been
at war. and has won a victors' that car-
ries with it glories then undreamed. And
the heroes of that war hae given the
countrs a newer and broader destiny, and
have placed the United States where all
the world bows down to it in awe and In
admiration. Our band of Odd Fellows
recognizes this prophecs this pledge of the
nation's future and gladly join with the
rest of the land in welcoming it. At the
time of my installation, because of the
fact that the countrs" was then excited
with war, I predicted a quiet sear for Odd
Fellowship. And again, while I heartily
Indorse and recommend the Increase of the
per capita tax on all members of the order
in good standing, at the same time, I felt
that the increase of this tax would greatly
decrease the membership throughout the
Mate, for the reason that no lodge would be
willing to pay the tax on one member more
than was necessars. 1 am happy to state
that neither the excitement of war. nor the
increase in tax. had the effect anticipated;

JTliese. with nun
dreds of other brotherls" acts, have proven
to me our brethren's firm faith in the great
principles and teachings

"When we look about and see the creat
arlcts" of new societies which have sprung

up to claim public patronage, most ot
which carrs the additional particular feat-
ure of life Insurance, it is a proud tribute
to our noble order to find ourselves grow-
ing greater and stronger than ever before.
An organlzatfon developing and maturing,
as ours has done and is still doing needs
constant change In its rules and laws to
meet its new conditions. This is the work
before us. to attend to such duties and
make such changes as the good of the or-
der seems to demand Ms most cherished
desire is to see our order move on and on
forever, growing greater and greater, but
at the same time nobler and better, as if
purified like the ocean, bs' Its own action.
And now, my brothers, I hope jour stas'
with us mas he not onls' pleasant, but
profitable, and that when jou go back to
jour lodges jou will take with jou new
Ideas, new ambitions, and new zeal, gath-
ered from the association with brothers
from other parts, and from the grasp of
friendly hands "

turers' Association, on behalf of the home
product committee, will y mall to
the active members of the association the
circular given below, giving particulars
concerning the proposed permanent nome
nroduct show and asking for an imme
diate replj as to what amount of exhibition
space is desired. Cuts ot tne amereni
floor plans accompanj the circular, as well
as a blank form upon which reply can be
made. The committee hopes for prompt
responses in order that It may be definitely
decided whether or not it will lease a
building and proceed with the show. The
circular is as follows:
"To All the Active Members.

"AA'e bespeak sour careful consideration
of the matter herewith presented and re-

quest an Immediate reply, as this circular
letter is addressed sou in accordance with
the instructions of the association at its
meeting Monday evening, Mas 13.

"March 23 President DJckej, in compli-
ance with the Instructions of the associa-
tion, appointed a committee to consider In

all of its "phases the question of a manu-

facturers' permanent exhibit. The com-

mittee at once vigorously undertook the
work and, after much investigation, recom-

mended at the meeting of the association
on April 21 "that arrangements be at once
made by the association for the establish-
ment of a permanent exhibit for the prod-
ucts of Its members, in suitable premises,
to be temporarily rented for that purpose,
and that the committee be authorized to
proceed with the work.'

"At this meeting, by a unanimous vote,
the committee was instructed to proceed
as speedily as possible to carrs out the
above recommendation and lease a build-
ing for the association's headquarters and
permanent exhibit.

"Acting under these Instructions, a thor-
ough canvass of. all available buildings
was made and propositions received from
landlords with the result that the commit-
tee decided that the building at 1217 Main
street was the most suitable because of
Its location, size, light, elevators and adap-tabili- ts

for the purposes intended.
"Of this building, under the instructions

of the committee, the floor plans whk.li

NOW A CORPORATION.

Important Change In Stntus of the
Salvation Ariuj AIny Aovr Ac-

quire Propertj.
The Salvation" Army, by the signature

of Governor Roosevelt, was last week
made a corporation according to the laws
of New York. The bill incorporating the
Salvation Armj- - was passed two weeks ago
almost unanlmouslj- - bs" both brandies of
the legislature, and the signature of the
governor puts the armv in a position which
its officers havo long considered de-

sirable.
"It is principally that our properts'

might be better secured," said BrlgadiT
Stillwcll. the commander of the division
of the Southwest, sesterday; "the fact
that without being Incorporated the owner-
ship of our properts was always some-
what indefinite made us hesitate about
acquiring ans mote than we actually had
to have, although the ownership was

much more preferable than le g.

On the other hand it was a difficult
matter to draw up articles of incorporation
which legislators would approve, and
which would not disturb our ssstem of
mllltars' control of our forces and opera-
tions

"The problem was finalls" solved, however,
and General Booth-Tuck- er has written me
ot his satisfaction with the result and of
tho verj" cordial reception given him in
both houses, where he went to explain our
reasons for wi-hi- to Incorporate, and
tho work of tho army In general. Our
move i New A'ork will prolnblj- - be fol-
lowed bj" similar ones in all the states.
and. as New AorK is one of the most dim- -
cult in which to Incorporate, we anticipate
no irounie. iew lorK oeing our head-
quarters and the seat of our irgest hold-irg- s,

we n iturallj" tried there first, but
our interests In a number of states are
sufficient to m ike incorporation desirable.

"The acquisition of properts' will receive
considerable more attention than hereto-
fore now that the obstacles in holding it
are removed and the efllciencj- - ot the arms"
will bo conslderablj' increased Our pres-
ent holdings in this countrs' amount to over
5200O0O, and Include citv properts' and land
and buildings of our farm colonies. The
new law exempts these from taxation, as
thej are part of the machinerj' of our
charity work At present we own .1 verj-sma- ll

proportion of the properties we oc-
cupy, as can be inferred from the fact that
in the twents-fou- r divisions in the United
States and Canada there are 2 300 officers
devoting their whole time to our work and
twentv-liv- e times as man" soldiers who
givo their time partlj' to us."
