but also Individual!. As this form of gov-

ernment is maintained successfully only in
an advanced stage of human progress, it is

obv ious that it is an efTect, not a cause, and
that It does not possess In itself funda-
mentally the strength to go among the
least-fitte- d and transform them by an In-

stantaneous process In ojher words It is

not a garment, to be cut and fitted to every
warped and knotty form, but one which
sits comfortabl only on the stalwart frame
grown for it.

Histor is filled with the accounts of fail-

ures in establishing democratic forms of
government. Kvery one of them was due
to the incapacit of the populace to meet
tho demands such a form of government
placed upon them In Athens, dining the
existence of the first great republic of
which history takes account, a 1 irgo ma-

jority of the population were slaves, not
freemen, nnd it needs no argument to sbow

how a race of whom not one-ha- lf were lit
for the duties of citizens would lack the
capacity for populur In
the Roman republic wo first found a gov-

ernment aristocratic In its organization,
and for centuries it endured as a diversified
form of monarchy, but presently there
came the Ignorant Roman rabble who de-

manded tho right of participation Then
tho patrician aristocracy were forced to

ield to men totally unlit to meet the de-

mands placed upon them, and when thc-- e

inefficient- - had finished there was writ
upon the Itoman tombstone, "Died of Inca-

pacit " Those who havo had the patience
to wado through MotIe's "Rise and Tall
of tho Dutch Republic" will not need to re
ceive tho information that the real cause
of the failure of this once splendid state
was the inabillt of the citizen to muster
and apprcciato the principles underlying a
successful democracy. '

After the terrible revolution a vast
mujorit of the French people were bent
on tho establishment of a republic For
moro than ten ears, amidst the shocks
and sufferings, the sought for the form
of government which promised so much
for equality and justice. One after tho
other three constitutions went down under
the contradictory passions of the people,
the Incapacit of tho assemblies, the fee-

bleness and Inconstancy of the popul ir
sentiment. By the time Napoleon stepped
forth, the strong man, France hart given
the world a lc"-o- n that will endure for-

ever. She had shown that something
more is required in tho establishment of a
successful republic than mere con-c- nt on
the part of the people. She had written It
Indelibly on the tablets of histor that tho
man bjmelf must be right before his gov-

ernment Is right, that ho must be wi-- c

before his government is wi-- c, and th it
there must be a profound and enduring
national sentiment before there can be a
profound and enduring political organiza-
tion She taught the world, too, that In
the name of llbcrt in the cau-- e of a re-

publicthere could be more vice, more
crime, more Injustice, more Inhumanit.
more barbirit than ever had been known
in the realms of the mon irch- -. and in
thus teaching she turned back the wheels
of progress as perhaps the had never been
turned before.

But why argue a proposition that must
bo ho plain? We claim for our govern
ment tho most advanced position in the
world Did it just happen so" Have we
stumbled on something in the science of
politics not known to mankind at large?
Of course nor. and to tirgue so would be
folly. Ao have grown as a whole race of
