City Engincer Wise yesterday completed
his annual report for the fiscal year ending
April 15, 184, which shows, amonpg other
things, the immens=¢ amount of public work
that has becn done in Kansas Clty in the
past year. With the nineteen miles of pav-
ing completed within the year at a cost
ol §2F the city now has 151 miles of
paved streels, over one-third of which is
usphalt and one-third comstructed by the
Barber Asphalt Company.

During the past flscal year there was
ennstructed 10 3-10 miles of Barber asphalt,
at a cost of Sl..i,.n,l. 4 58-10% miles of Amerd-
can bltuminous asphalt, at a cost of $158,-
&7, and 4 27-100 miles of brick pavement, at
a cost of §l ). The paving done since
this class of work was started in Kansas
Clty consists of the following: Barber as-
phalt, 5 2519 mlles; other asphalts, & 30-100
miles; brick, I776-100 miles; granite block,
2 5-10 miles: macadam, 5180-100 miles, and
cedar block, § 46-100 miles.

Contracts for paving now under way will
cost $4l \, and the total value of public
improvements in the city since 1890 amount-
ed to 36,780,805, Including in this the pub-
lie improvements that will be completed
by the end of the next fiscal year the total
will reach over 35,00,000. This does not
include Improvements carried out under
the jurisdiction of the park board.
