Eddy, would not be present had littie ef-
fect on those who joined in the services
aund her message, full of jove and peace,
was received with sllent thankfulpess.

Septimus J. Hannae tnvited those present
to join in the communion. His words of
invitailon were: “I now invite all present,
whether members of this church or not,
and communicants of other churches, if
there be any present, to enter with us
into the Inner sunctunry of Saul for a brief
moment, into the holy of holles, into the
secrel pilace of the Most High, for there
is nothing as near ag Infinite love.”

After the sllent praver the annuul mes-
sage of the pastor emeritus, Maty Baker
Eddy, to the mother church was read by
John Reeder, and lUstened to with great
interest.

There were three services held to ac-
commodate the great number of Christian
Sclentists present, amounting to upwards
of 60M, coming from all parts of this
couniry—between Malne and Calfornia—
and a number from England, Australin and
Canada. -
