The Miners Auk Less Than Hiui Dcen
Granted In Illinois anil They Are

MaLlDR a hpeclnl Fight for
the Recognition of

Unionism.

The special meeting of the delegated body
of United Mine Workers of America, dis-
trict No. H. closed its business jestcrdayat I o'clock, after a two days' session.
The work of the session consisted in adopt-
ing a scale of wages similar to that already
in force in the states northeast, and to
those recently adopted in districts 19 and 23,
which cover the rest of the territory to ba
represented in the conference between min-
ers and operators called for Pittsburg,
Kas., on the Ilth. The object of the con-
ference Is to come to an agreement which
will settle the general strike now affect-
ing the mining regions of Kansas, Arkan-sa- s.

Missouri and Indian Territory, andpresent Its repetition. President Wright
expressed himself as hopeful for the suc-
cess of the conference.

"If we can get a sufficient number of the
owners and operators to meet us," he said,
"and talk the matter over. I believe we
can get concessions which will satisfy our
men. and put negotiations between the un-
ions and the operators on a basis, that wljl
insure us against further trouble. ,The
schedules that have been adopted for this
region ask less than has already been
granted In Illinois and states of that re-
gion."

The miners will bo represented in the
conference by the executive boards for thedistricts represented. For No. H the board
consists of W. T. Wright. Harry Bousfleld,
Itobert Gllmour, Hugh Bone, John Man-
ning. Robert Williamson, John McLaugh-
lin, w. E. Roberts and William Richards,
the two latter having been newly chosen atiesterday's meeting.

The fechcdule adopted yesterday provides
for a slight Increase of regular miners'wages, in some of the mines, and a re-
duction of hours, without change of pay,
for the day laborers In the mines. For themost part, however, the scale Is notchanged, and in one or two cases a re-
duction is made to make the schedule more
equitable, the principal anxiety of the min-
ers being to bring about a recognition of
the unions which will facilitate the set-
tlement of all disputes. The scale adopt-
ed for the different localities is as follows:

For Marcellne, Lexington, Corder,
Fleming and Richmond, tl per

ton, mine run; for Hlgby and Elliott, SO

cents a ton; for Leavenworth, Kas., 64
cents a ton. for Ardmore. Hevier. Hunts- -
vllle, Santiago and Rich Hill, 53 cents a
ton. uno latter class applies to mines
where the vein Is three feet nine inches or
more in thickness.

Among the changes which the schedule
calls for is the reduction of the price of
powder furnished the miners by the com-
pany from $2 to J1.TJ a keg; a semi-month- ly

pay day: an eight hour day after Septem-
ber 1: the universal enforcement of the
"check off" sjstem, and the discontinua-
tion of the system of assessing the miners
to pay the "mine doctor."

The miners say that If 'they were al-
lowed to buv their own powder, they couldget it for JUO a keg. The "check oft" sjs-tc- m

Is one by which the miners are al-
lowed to have one of their men act as theweigher's assistant, and to pay him the
miners allow him to check from theweights credited to them enough each day
to pay him regular wages. The "mine doc-
tor," to which the miners object, they say.
Is usually a new graduate from a medical
college, who Is paid with money taken
from the miners' wages, whether they
make use of him or employ some other
doctor.

ARMY BIDS HERE.

Knnsas City May Help Supply 1,500,- -

000 Worth of Clothing--
Tents, Etc.

Manufacturers of Kansas City and the
West are to be given an opportunity to
submit bids on Sl.JOO.OOO worth of goods to
be sold the war department at Washington
in the next two weeks.

Tho goods that are to bo supplied the
government will consist of clothing, hard-
ware, te'hts, tent material, musical instru-
ments, stationery supplies, tools, flags and
bedding. Bids for this stuff will be ad-
vertised for in Chicago, Boston and Phil-
adelphia.

Heretofore tho East had almost a monop-
oly on the government supply business.
Although Western manufacturers had a
right to submit their bids, the advertise-
ments appeared In tho Eastern papers only,
and by the time they were noticed by
Chicago or Kansas City firms, the receiv-
ing of bids had been closed. The present
movement by the government Is regarded
by local manufacturers as one very favor-
able to them and to Kansas City. J. IC
Burnham, manufacturer of clothing, and
Jchn Conover, of the hardware firm, are
both preparing to look Into the matter and
submit bids.

"We used to supply stuff for the stationat Fort Leavenworth and for the Indians,"
said Mr. Jchn Conover, of Richards &
Conover, "but for the last five or six ears
we'e had very little of It to do. Of course,
large bids of that kind are worth a city's
while to struggle for. The only disad-vantage about them Is the long time itusually takes for the government to ac-
cept a bid. Meanwhile the price of thegoods bid upon may have increased so
that there is no profit or even a loss.
There is neer a large profit on such con-
tracts. Many bid and the figures must beclose."

Mr. J. K. Burnham, of Burnham, Han-n- a,

Mungcr & Co . was of much the sameopinion as Mr. Conot er. He thought Kan-sas City ought to be able to obtain Itsshare of bids In the clothing and tentline.
"We have occasionally secured bids onclothing for the Indians and for the army,

but could handle considerable more of suchcontracts. While the margin is not large,the goods are put up In such large quan-
tities that It Is profitable after all. I seeno reason why Kansas City shouldn't domore of this sort of business."

LINSEED AND CASTOR OIL MILL

H. H. Clark Coins Ahead on Ills Prop-
erty 'In Armonrdale Will Spend

$50,000 to 75,000.
Kansas City's advantages are drawing

manufacturing enterprises here without
any inducements, bonuses or exemptions
being offered. This Is the case with the
linseed and castor oil mill mentioned some
weeks ago and soon to begin operations
in Armourdale. A number of other largo
enterprises are in prospect, attracted by
the same advantages which drew tho oil
mill.

In the matter of the oil mill, KansasCity is so near the creat fields of the castor
bean in Kansas and Oklahoma and so near
wiiere flax Is raised In large quantities
inai a. a. ciarit, tne proprietor, calculates
that he will save JS.OOO to $10,000 annually
In freights over the location In Decatur,
111., where he has been operating.

Mr. Clark is going right to work- - on the
old Industrial Iron work3 plant In Armour-dal- e,

which ho recently purchased, to con-ie- rt

it Into an oil making property.
There are ftve buildings already on theground which will be utilized and jester-da- y

Mr. Clark let contracts for tho build-
ing of a sixth, a brick and frame flaxseed
eleiator 41x33 feet In size and G.1 feet high.
The elevator will have a capacity of 100,000
bushels and will cost about $15,000. Inbuilding this, remodeling the other build-
ing and putting in line machinery forcrushing the flaxseed and castor beans,
Mr. Clark will expend In all $31,000 to $75,-00- 0.

There will be six flaxseed presses and
four castor oil presses, the plant having acapacity for crushing about 150.000 bushelsof flaxseed annually and probably halfthat amount, of castor beans.

The plant Is located on a Union Pacifictrack and a half mile track Is to bo builtto connect it with the Kansas City Beltline. It Is expected the plant wUl begin
the work of oil miking the latter part ofAugust or, at the latest, by September 1.

RESHAPED ANJDIOT'S HEAD.

Bellevne Surgeons Remove Farts of
a Child's Skull nnd Patch It

With Celluloid.
From the New York Sun.

Professor Woolsey, assisted by Drs.
Christian, Wilson and Nutt, reshaped the
skull of an Idiot child at Bellevue yester-
day In the hope that It will develop Intel-
ligence. Half a hundred medical men who
witnessed the operation bellete the result
sought for will be obtained.

The subject was Leo Freedman, 3 jears
old, whoso parents live at 41S West Forty-thir- d

street. On April IS, the child was
brought to Bellevue by Us mother, who
told the hospital doctors that It had never
shown any signs of intelligence. The doc-
tors have been dieting the child, preparing
it for the operation. They Concluded that
the brain of the child was too large for
the skull and that parts of the skull should
be removed to ease the brain.

Yesterday Professor Woolsey made an
Incision In tho scalp at the base of the
skull and peeled the scalp as far back as
the forehead. Two pieces of the skull
were then cut out, one on the right side
behind the ear being triangular In shape,
each side of the triangle measuring three
Inches. A smaller piece of the skull on the
left side was removed. This measured 1
Inches along each side of the triangle.
From each opening the doctors remoied
substances which seemed to have pressed
against the brain, and then they proceeded
to build up the openings In the skull, us-
ing strips of celluloid and making of it a
lattice work resembling the caning used
In chair seats. When this work was done
the scalp was sewed back In place, and
the child was removed from the operating
tablo to a cot. The doctors safd last night
that It was getting along nlcelv.

"this is tne llrst time celluloid has been
used In an operation of this kind," said
the doctor. "I have heard of cases where
thin gold was used In the building up pro-
cess, but It broke at times. The celluloid
will be more effective."

WHAT WILLBE HIS TITLE?

Status of AVIUielmlitn; Consort Under
Dlscnsslon "Uneen's Hus-

band" or King?
A correspondent writes from The Hague:

During my stay here I find a pretty gen-
eral confirmation of the reports circulated
last autumn of the betrothal of Queen
Wllhelmlna to Prince William of WIed.

It seems, howeer, the delay in making
the news official Is due to the complications
arising from the marriage of any queen.
Will the husband of Wllhelmlna be au-
thorized to call himself king? Will he bo
Invested with the prerogatives of a prince
consort, or will he retain the rank he held
before marriage?

If Prince William of Weld obtained only
the title of the "Queen's husband" Dutcn
law would not consider him a member of
the rojnl family, nor would he enjov either
the rights or privileges of a "Royal High-
ness." in such a case the Prince of Weld
would be merelv one of Wllhelmlna's sub-
ject., and us such could be summoned be-

fore the courts of tho kingdom for any
ciime or misdemeanor, not excepting trea-
son or lee majeste.

Some sa that the position is far from
enviable, for, with an impulshe, authori-
tative, decided joung woman such as
Queen Wllhelmlna, a prince consort might
fear being accused of treason for. say, an
adnlrlng glance at some fair court dame.

AMONG THE RAILROADS

CHICAGO-S- T. PAUL LINES AGREE XOT
TO PAY, COMMISSIOXS.

Successor to Chairman Cnldvrell Xot
Vet Named-T- wo More Added to

the Bunch of Candidates
Immigrant Bureau.

At a meeting of the Chlcago-S- t. Paul
lines held jesterday In Chicago, a resolu-
tion was Introduced to stop pajing com-

missions to brokers In territory east of the
Missouri river, binding St-- Paul, Minneap-
olis, Chicago and St. Louis to absolutely
maintain tariff rates until the close of the
executive session of the Western Passenger
Association, which Is called for June 21.
By that time It Is belles ed that a better
understanding will have been reached In
regard to maintenance of rates under a
new ngreement. .

While this resolution practically received
the assent of all the lines represented. It
will require a vote of all absentees to
make It operative. It will be forwarded Im-
mediately to lines west of the Missouri. If
the votes of the absent lines are favorable
It is to take effect next Mondaj at mid-
night. If not. It is to be referred to the
executive committee.

A settlement of other question that are
agitating tho Western Passenger Associa-
tion seem to be as far away as ever. A
successor to Chairman Caldwell, who will
bo satisfactory to all concerned, has not yet
been named. Besides those already men-
tioned the name of Charles Pratt, chitrman
of the Southwestern bureau, and James
Barker, general passenger agent of the
Missouri, Kansas & Texas, are being dis-
cussed. The former has had considerable
experience of the kind necessary to fill the
position vacated by Mr. Caldwell. He has
the confidence of the officials generally,
and Is possessed of many characteristics
that should make his appointment fitting.
James Barker, who was formerly with the
Wisconsin Central road, Is said to have sev-
eral strong advocates. He Is said to be the
best orator, the cleverest letter writer, and
the most patient warrior of the group
mentioned, and might get the necessary
unanimous vote of the association if he
would accept the position, which Is doubt-
ful. In the end the matter will probably
hae to go to tho committee.

The special committee appointed by the
association to propose a settlement of theexing problems could come to no agree-
ment and was discharged, leaving mattersjust where they were at the beginning.
Tho Immigration buieau was one of the
chlat stumbling blocks. The Union Pacific,
the Alton and the Northwestern voted to
have tho immigration bureau a separate
and distinct Institution, and on that point
had no disagreement with the other lines.
Eut the Santa Fe, Rock Island, Burlington
and Missouri Pacific Insisted that the chair-
man of the Western Passenger Association
should be likewise chairman of the immi-
gration bureau. Tho Union Pacific, the
Northwestern, the Alton and the Wabash
contended that such a connection would
be a source of complication.

Another Important difference was how
the executive committee Rhnuld lmnillo the
Immigrant bureau whether action taken
should be unanimous on the part of the
committee or wnetner a majority snoulu
rule. There are to be between thlrtv nnd
forty roads in the agreement, and It pro-
posed that these lines place the entire re-
sponsibility on the executive committee,
which is composed of seven members. The
aanta re, kock island, Burlington and Mis-
souri Pacific supported the majority rule.
Tho Northwestern, Union Pacific. Alton
and Wabash favored unanimous rule.

Another point of difference was found In
the proposal to gle to Europe what is
known as bureau emigrant orders for sale
over there In place of individual orders
which are now belnir sold hv stenmshln
lines. The Northwestern, Union Pacific. Al
ton ana wauasn insisted that the steamship
Hne3 under their control should protect the
bureau lines In this respect, while the San-
ta Fe, Rock Island, Burlington and Mis-
souri Pacific 'ook the opposite view. It
Is said to be absolutely certain that unless
the Union Pacific becomes a member the
bureau will be abolished.

Mast Xot Increane Rntcn.
The railroad commissioners of Arkansas

passed a resolution that the commission
make and promulgate rules governing the
transportation of freight and demurrage.
It was decided to ask all the heads of traf-
fic departments of the various railroads to
meot the commission on July 12. at which
time the commission and the railroads will
take up the matter.

The commission has sent a circular to
all the railroads which has an Important
bearing on the rate situation. It reads:

"It appears that some of the railroad
corporations are sending out amendments
to tariff sheets increasing rates.

"It Is, therefore, ordered by the commis-
sion that no amendment to the tariff sheets
now on file In this office shall be effective
or become operatie until approved by the
commission and that no Increase in rates
will be admitted, except by the sanction of
the commission and upon approval made to
the commission In writing, followed with
proof showing the necessity therefor, and
the reasonableness of the same."

"Pnt Mc OH nt Buffalo."
The Chicago. Rock Island & Pacific has

made its arrangements for tho hauling of
the Shrlncrs who are going to Buffalo.
There will be three sleepers and an obser-
vation car reserved for the Kansas City
contingent, two cars for St Joseph
and one each for Tort Worth nnd El Reno.

The St. Joseph passengers, will come to
Kansas City on a special train, arriving
this afternoon at 4:J0. and the Texas ana
Oklahoma delegations will arrive

morning, and will go Enst
eenlng at 7 o'clock, spending one day In
Chicago en route.

COLONEL JOHN S. MOSBY.

He Tells of Ills Application to Serve
in the War With

Spain.
From the Portland Orezonlan.

Colonel J. S. Mosbj-- . whe during the
civil war was one of the most brilliant of
Confederate raiders, but who Is now a
prominent attornej- - in san rrancisco, ana
a gold standard Republican, is in Portland
on legal business.

When asked whom he considered the
greatest man the present war had pro-
duced, he replied at once: "Dewey. He Is
not only a fine soldier, but a fine gentle-
man. He Is more like Grant and Lee than
anj one else I know of. He Is modest,
which Is always a mark of real greatness."

AVhen the war with Spain broke out Col-
onel Mosbj-- wrote to General Miles and of-
fered his services to his country, not ask-
ing any special position, but willing to ac-
cept whatever might be offered him. Gen-
eral Miles replied that he would be very
glad to recommend him for a position, but
suggested that. Inasmuch as political in-
fluence was Important In securing com-
mands, he write to the senators from Cal-
ifornia and ask them to recommend him to
the president.

This he decilred to do. He had no other
recommendation than his war record, he
said, and he thought It would be absurd
for a man who had been Indorsed by such
men as Robert E. Lee and Ulysses S. Grant
to ask a couple of senators to recommend
him for a commission. When he met

some time after his Inauguration
and told the president who ho was thepresident said, laughingly:

"Well, colonel, jou made me more miser-
able during the war than any other man Iknow of."

"I trust I have atoned for It now, Mr.
President." replied the colonel, "for I bothvoted and worked for your election."

"I did not think It necessary," he contin-ued, referring to the Incident, "to ask acouple of senators to try to get me a com-
mission, when McKInley knew me beforehe ever heard of them. I have learnedsince that the fact that I was recommend-ed by General Miles antagonized Alger Idid not then know of the enmity betweenthem.
