ing" for the pretence of American caramel
eaters, and are ready to surrender at a
glance from a roguish ejo or raise a flag
of truce In response to an encouraging
smile. Jlnnj of the upholders of the Hag
propose to remain in the islands and en-
gage in business as soon as nar's grizzled
front is properly ironed out by Uncle Sam.
and not a few of them who did not fall
victim to Cupid's wiles "in the States" are
anxious, in the new career that is opening
before them, to have willing helpmates.

Their appeal, as voiced by Freedom, verg-
es on the pathetic "If they (meaning the
unincumbered girls of this country) knew,"
says Freedom, "with what respect and
longing they are spoken of by our bojs
here.; If they knew the number who pro-
pose locating here to engage In business as
soon as their enlistment expires; If they
knew that our"bojs would only be too glad
to hae a brave, true helpmate to engage
with them In life's struggle in this far-aw-

land this land where case and comfort Is
the lot of ccry white woman there would
be many less good women In the States
slaiing their lives away, working for mere-
ly enough to keep body and soul together."

Native Glrl Are Attractive.
Of the Filipino girls the same paper says:
"They are gentle, loving little creatures,

willing and anxious to be loved.
"Not demonstrative, they show their

moods, their love, hate, pleasure or anger,
by the expression of their usually beau-
tiful eyes.

"She is usually ery pretty, with a grace-
ful, supple figure. Her ejes are large and
shaded by long, dark lashes; her hair is
black ini color, long and glossy, and It Is
her chief pride. She gives it a great deal
of care and attention, frequently anointing
It with oil, which probably gives it the pe-

culiar gloss. Tho joung girl usually wears
her hair hanging loosely down her bade,
but the older women build it ud in a famciful knot, often adorned with flowers.

"Next to her hair she prides herself on
her feet. She does not. except upon dressoccasions, wear stockings, but encases
them In elaborately embroidered slippers
without heels, many of the richer having
their slippers embroidered with gold and
silver threadb and pearls.

"Very, few of the women In the Islandsare well educated Some, however, havebeen taught in the convents, but theirnumber Is very small. She is very fondof music and is generally able to playon both the harp and guitar, many on thepiano. The guitar is very popular andmight be called the national Instrument,
For the purpese of assisting them In play-
ing she allows the thumb nail of her righthand to grow long.

"Thej are athletically inclined. They
can ride and swim with great dexterity.
They are also very fond of dancing.

"One oldtime custom now prevails In thePhilippines that will undoubtedly passaway with the beginning of the new life.It Is an old marriage custom, ..and obliges
the lover to serve In the house of his in-
tended bride's father for several monthsprevious to the ceremony. The marriage
feasts usually last for several dajs. Thenthe bride who has often not seen more
than fifteen summers, is led away to herhusband's home, a house probably built bvhis own hands.''

First American Wedillnjr.
"Freedom" also chronicles the first Amer-

ican wedding In Manila. The contracting
parties were Miss Mabel Sepple McGoff, of
Portland, Ore., and Lieutenant Piatt, or
the Second Oregon infantrv. U. S. A., andthe historic event was "written up" in thefollowing fashion:
