YESTERDAY'S INCIPIENT BOOM COL-
LAPSED ON DECLINING MARKET.

September Closed With a Loss of 3-dc

CHICAGO, June 16.—To-day's session In
wheat

diiappearance of yesterday's Inclplent
boom, September clusing at a decline of
Sv. Coarse gralns were fairly sti:ady,
orn closing ¢ lower and oats a shaie
ligher. Provisions wera heavy and de-

clined 25670,

Wheat showed declded weakness at the
start, Seplember opening, at from Tike to
e, oompared with yesterday's closing
closing price of 84e. Traders wers inl-
dently much disappointed at the poor re-
B ¢ of European markets to yestur-
day's advance here. Liverpool, which
ehowed up well at the opening there, re-
ported only about 3d advance at 1:3 p. m.
Yaris was up 6§10 centimes, The sluggish-
ness of the forelgn markets strengthened
the suspicion formed yvesterday, that Eur-
opean crop damage reports were probably
somewhatl exugporated. Domestic news as
2 rule was Iully as bullish as forelgn.
Northwestern recelpts were liberal, Min-
neapnlis and Duluth reporting 6% cars,
sguindt 560 lost week and 77 a year ago.
Chicago recelpts were 114 cars, two of con-
tract guality. There was no improvement
noticed In the casl demand, and a8 was
evidenced by the reeelptis no letup in the
big Western movement. Selling on a large
sale commenced shortly after the opening,
and with the exception of temporary in-
tervals, kept up throughout the entire
sessfon. Many of yestenday's big buvers
dumped thelr whent back. About 11 o'clock
there wes & letup In the liquidation, due
to the better tone of the closing Liverpool
cables, and the September price, under an
increased demand, rebounded to 8% e. That
was the high point of the day. The demand
was scon satisfied, and the market after
noon became extremely heavy under the
persistent selling, Baptember finally getting
down to TT%c. The demoand lmproved some-
what during the late trading on tha belief
that the market was showing more weak-
ness than the forelgn and domestle crop
damage reports warranted. Total recelpts
at Western markets were 79,000 bushels,
compared with 155,000 a year ego. Atlantic
port clearances amounted to 300,000 bushels,
A moderate export business wns reported
at the seaboard. September rallled to 7730,
and that price was bid at the close,

Corn, &s & whole, was firm. The market
at times showed some sympathetic weak-
ness with wheat, but gﬂces during most
of the session were slightly higher. Snow’s
crop condition estimats of & per cent had
much to do with ths strength. Receipts
were IHberal, &8 cars. Country offerings
were Ingreased and elevator ople were
seliers, but the demand at all times was
equal to the supply. Beptember ranged
from 34% e to 3bi%ec and closed e low-
er at 3M%e July showed no chanfe.

Onts were quite sctive and firm for Sep-
tember, but rather weak for July. A feat-
ure was the demand for futures aguinst
cash gales, there belng 360,000 bushels cash
oats reported sold here, Improved weather
conditions counted aguinst the price. Re-
ceipts were 22 ears.
