Stewnrds of the Coney Inland Jockey

“Two stewards of the mesting, Messrs,
Hitcheock and Knapp, discussed the mat-
ter with me last night.,” said W. . Clark,
owner of Banastar. *“They asked me if T
would prefer charges agninst Maher and
lay whatever proofs I had before them. 1
replied that 1 had no accus=ation to make
agidnzt the boy, The boy was an employe
ol mine and if I choose to pay him his gal-
ary and keep him on the ground for rea-
sonz =atisfactory to myself, 1 was acting
strictly within my legnl rights and turf
rights. 1 told them that my evidence In
the Maher case might not be legal evidence
and that, while it satisfied me, it might not
be enough to conviet him. 1 sald that 1
hiud no argument or controversy with Ma-
her; that [ was slek of the whole business
and did not propose to enter into any long
tur! wrangle.

“They dsked me if T would furnish them
with a stntement and T sald that T would.
