ALMOST A RJOT ON THE STAGE

"WILD STAMPEDE OF DELEGATES TO
GET OUT OP RAXGE.

Yesterday Occupied in Settling; Con-tes- ts

Stone-Goeb- el Combination
Succeeds to Electlntr Tem-

porary Chairman ly a
Xnrroxr Marjjln.

LOUISVILLE. JCY.. June 2L The first
law of heaven had little to do with the reg-
ulation o B proceedings of the
Democratic state convention. On the con-
trary, order gave place to great confusion,
and, after sweltering through nearly eight
hours of tedious hearing of contests, the
convention, without nominating a chair-
man, adjourned until evening. In a whirl-
wind of chairs, fans, tally-shee- ts and re-
porters copy, fortunately, no one was
hurt.

This finale was" as unexpected as it was
lively. The sweltering, packed-I- n, jammed-togeth- cr

mass of delegates, politicians and
had yelled itself hoarse, fanned

itself pallid. It was more in a humor to
do Justice to a. dinner than a prize fight.
Filing was at high tension over an argu-
ment that was In progress before Chairman
Johnston over the contested delegation
from Kenton county, the home of "William
GoebeL one of. tho leading candidates for
governor.

Congressman Ellis, of the Sixth district, a
venerable gentleman of much vehemence,
was eloquently presenting the Goebel side
of the case and was being Interrupted at
short intervals by noisy demonstrations of
approval.-- As much of this interference
came from "the stage; which' was crowded
with candidates, guests, officers of the con-
vention and. newspaper men. Chairman
Johnston announced that the platform
would be cleared at the .next interruption.
A rurallte,,a little the worse for
political and spirituous excitement, mount-
ed "a chair and challenged' Major Johnston
to carry out his threat, announcing inci-
dentally that-forc- e would be necessary in
his case.
'Quick as 'a,'" flash, Jim Williams started

from trie front of the stage for the in-

truder In a buslnesa-llk- e 'toy. Williams
Is a local character of some repute in gun-ner- y

and his activity was the signal for
a stampede toward the exits. Almost every-
body was standing on chairs when the af-

fair occurred, and the result was a gen-

eral scramble to get out of the way and a
general disarrangement of furniture. Half
a. dozen men surrounded eachvof the bel-

ligerents and the disturber was hustled
out, not, however, till the crowd had cleared
a space in the middle of the stage about
thirty feet in diameter, having a fringe of
huddled humanity around the edge,
crouched in corners or behind sheltering
walls. As no weapon was drawn, this
struck the humor of the crowd, and quiet
was restored; but, meanwhile. Chairman
Johnston had declared the convention ad-

journed until evening.
Aside from this incident the day's ses-

sion was a dull monotony, varied only by
an occasional heated discussion between
heads of rival delegations or an outburst of
applause as one or another of the candi-
dates scored an advantage In the roll call
fnr tpmnnmrv rhalrman. For mis position.
the Stone-Goeb- el combination nominated
Judge David B. Redwlne, of Breathitt
county, while the Hardin men put up W. H.
Kwpnev of "Marlon county. "When the roll
had been called once. Redwlne had 540'4
votes and Sweeney 42S. but 1W votes had
been passed on account of contests.

These were taken up by counties, and
Chairman Johnston, of the state central
committee, heard arguments by both sides
before recognizing a contested delegation.
This consumed the entire day's session
and caused changes, which left the vote
at adjournment as follows: jieawine, wait
Sweenev. 52SI"..

"When the convention got together thl3
evening. Chairman Johnston took Uie Ken
ton county contest under advisement, after
which he decided in favor of the regular
delegates in two districts and thrjw out
we tnira. jut. --lonnsion men announceu
the result of the ballot for temnorary
chairman, declaring Redwlne elected by a
vote of Kl C to E29 C for Sweeney. This
marked the success of the first step In the
Gtone-Goeb- el combination.

The announcement was received with tu-
multuous applause. Judge Redwlne mado
a very brief speech of thanks to the con-
vention and assumed the chair. After

the chairman to appoint commit-
tee members for the state-at-larg- e. the
convention adjourned until
morning.

There Is doubt as to Just what the Stone-Goeb- el

combination will develop. On the
surface, the plan is to nominate Stone for
governor and give Goebcl's friends the re-
mainder of the ticket and the state central
committee. It Is not improbable, however,
that Goebel may show sufficient strength
in the convention to secure his nomination
at the head of the ticket. This would upset
all present calculations and probably cause
a realignment of forces. The net result of

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GIVE FILIPINOS HOPE.

Unpatriotic Declarations In America
Cnnstnir Prolongation of the

"War.
MANILA, June 2L The insurgent army

has taken to the swamps and hills beyond
Imus. The largest force Is supposed to be
In the neighborhood of San Francisco de
la Malabon, holding a position more toward

lake or toward the coast, according
as exigencies demand.

General Wheaton returned to Imus to-

day, bringing three men who were wound-
ed in yesterday's fighting.

The heavy rains that fall nightly make
campaigning uncomfortable. The roads are
still good, but the rice fields adjoining
them are pools of water.

The Filipinos will not fight unless they
can meet our troops iu positions most ad-
vantageous to themselves, or take our

bodies' in ambush.
It Is impossible to learn what effect the

recent defeat has had upon their leaders.
This should be disheartening, for they had
boasted that the Americans could never
conquer the province of Cavlte, Aguinaldo's
home' country, where he always worsted
the Spaniards.

General Otis recently received a letter
signed by native women of the province
declaring that. If all the men were killed,
the women would still keep up the tight
against the Americans.

Copies the insurgent organ. Indcpen-denci- a,

show that the Filipinos' hopes of
success are kept aflame by political move-
ments In America. The Independencia
prints reports of alleged speeches made
at alleged meetings in the United States
denouncing the war, and it asserts that
these represent the dominant American
sentiment. It declares also that the Fili-
pinos will continue the war until the next
presidential campaign, which Is "sure to
result In a decision to withdraw the Amer-
ican troops from the Philippines."

It Is reported that the Spanish garrison
at Baler, in the provinco of Principe, on the
east coast Luzon, which had become re-
duced to thirty-thre- e men, finally sur-
rendered to the Filipinos after holding but
for a year.

The Filipinos Imprisoned two Englishmen
at Tachlobon. on the Island, of Samar,
southeast of Luzon. The British first-cla- ss

cruiser Grafton steamed to that point from
Cebu and her commander demanded their
release. "When this was refused, he landed
a force of marines and cleared his ship for
action, whereupon the Englishmen were
handed over.

DIED AT SAN JUAN.

A NutoI Hero Escaped Spanish Bul-

lets Only to Fall Prey to
Disease.

James A. Cable, of Kansas City, Kas.,
national secretary and treasurer of Coop
ers International union, received the sad
news yesterday of the death of his brother,
Corporal C. E. Cable, at the Marine Bar-
racks naval station, San Juan, May 31. No
other Information concerning the cause of
death or other particulars were received.

Corporal C. E. Cable was a gunner on
board the Brooklyn, Admiral Schley's flag-
ship, at the time of the memorable battle
with the Spanish at Santiago. He was pro-
moted to cornoral on account of his serv
ices behind the gun at that time. He left
the flagship Brooklyn the day after the
great naval battle as a guard with others
over the Spanish Admiral Cervora and
other prisoners, escorting them to Ports-
mouth, N. H. From Portsmouth Corporal
Cable was sent to San Juan, where ho re-
mained.

Cable was born and raised at Bristol,
Tenn. He had been in the service a little
more than four years, and enlisted in New
York.

TV. BnEIDENTlIAL TO BE NOMI-

NATED FOR GOVERNOR.

WILL BE FORCED TO ACCEPT

BOSSES1 DETERMINED THAT HE
SHALL .MAKE THE RACE.

Mr. Breldenthnl Says He May Accept
if the Nomlnutiun In Practically

VnanlmoaN Ureldenthal A-
lready Una a Fat

TOPEKA, June 21. (Special.) John W.
Breldenthal, state bank commissioner, will
be the Pop nominee for governor next year
beyond a doubt. That has been settled by
the Pop bosses. The bosses accidentally
got together iftre a few nights ago. They
did not discuss politics, so they said just
simply talked over old times. But to-d-

It leaked out that at the conference Brel-
denthal was notified that he would be
nominated for governor, and that he would
be forced to accept the nomination. Brel-
denthal has all along insisted that, under
no circumstances, would he be a candidate
or accept the nomination if it were ten-

dered him. He sees the handwriting on
the wall and doesn't like to be led to the
slaughter. But the Pop bosses are de-

termined that he shall lead the lost cause
next year. They tried to convince him at
the caucus that there was some show for
the fusion nominee, but Breldenthal could
not see Jt that way. However, he Indicated
that If the Populist convention nominated
him practically unanimously he might ac-
cept. He would not do it with any-'ide- a

of being elected, but because he owed It to
his party.

Breidcnthal has had the best snap of
any of the reform statesmen. He has been
bank commissioner since 1S92, and his term
of office does not expire until 1901. Al-
though an officeholder for the past decade,
he still insists that he is a Populist for
principle and not for office. He goes on at
a great rate about some of the Pop bosses
being in the party for office only. This is
one thing that has made him a number
of bitter enemies in his own party. They
claim that a man who has held office as
long as he has has no right to talk about
anybody else being In politics for what he
can get out of it.

GILLETT CATTLE CASE.

Messrs. Pake Keelvr, of Denver.Wln
a Suit In the Federal Conrt

at Leavenworth.
E. A. Keeler and Mr. Dake, of the live

stock firm of Dake & Keeler, of Denver,
and Judge Richmond, of Denver, were In
the city last night on their way home from
Leavenworth, where they were the Inter-
ested parties in a suit over 103 head of cat-
tle mortgaged by Gillett, the plunger,- - for
$17,090. It was preliminary to several suits
caused by Gillett, and growing out of simi
lar circumstances.

The cattle were shipped by Dake & Keel-
er from Oregon to the Maple Hill, Kas.,
ranch, where Gillett was to feed them un
der contract. Gillett moved them to his
home ranch at Woodbine and Immediately
mortgaged them to a Kansas City firm.
The paper was sold to the Continental
bank, of St. Louis. When Gillett left, the
bank replevined the stock from Dake &
Keeler. Redeliver' bond was given the
bank and once more the cattle were in the
possession of the Denver firm.

A verdict was rendered for the Denver
firm by a jury In Judge Hook's court yes-
terday.

Ever since Grant G. Gillett, the cattleplunger, read in The Journal that some
of the commission men were talking of
making a personal appeal to President Diaz
tor his return to the United States, he has
been uneasy In Chihuahua. Gillett realizes
that what Diaz says goes In Mexico,

treaty or no extradition treaty,
and if the powerful president of the Mex-
ican republic was mado to feel that a man
was being sheltered In Mexico whose dis-
honest transactions had bankrupted doz-
ens of honest people and caused the sui-
cide of several, he would only have to say
the word and Illlett would find hims-el- f on
Uncle Sam's side of the river.

So Gillett lias been uneasy to the extent
of "hiding out" when any Kansas e

happened In Chihuahua, and now
the word comes that he has suddenly gone,
bag and baggage, from the city. He went
in the night ;o the City of Mexico and is
said to be to go to some Central
American country, where he thinks, he
would be safe. Gillett for a time contem-
plated going to Peru, but. after studjing
the extradition treaties of that country
with the United States, concluded even
Mexico was safer. He now believes he can
lose his Kansas friends if he can get Into
the interior of Fome Central American
country.

WANTS JESTER ARRESTED.

Brother of "Willie Gates Dcmunds
Funlslinient ot Ills Alleged

Murderer.
WICHITA. KAS., June 21. (Special ') A.

A. Gates, of St. Charle3, III., telgraphed
Sheriff Simmons here asking that
Alexander Jester, of Shawnee' O. T.. who
Is accused by his sister, Mrs. Cornelia
Street, of Shawnee, of jnurdeilng Willie
Gates, of Valley Center, Kas., near g,

Mo., nearly thirty years ago, be
arrested at 6nce at uny cost. Mrs. Street
wrote Sheriff Simmons nearly a month ago,
saying that her brother, Alexander Jes-
ter, who was with young Gates on a trip
by wagon through Missouri, had murdered
the young man Gates for a team and
wagon and a watch. Jester was accused at
the time, but no conclusive evidence was
found against him and he' was released.
When Mrs. Street's letter came to the
sheriff here, rio relative of the deaa man
could be found. The telegram from A. A.
Gates, a brother, of St. Charles, III., came
from Information he had secured through
a newspaper story of the affair, telling ot
Mrs. Street's letter. Jester Is now a
wealthy and prominent man in the Indian'
Territory. He had some trouble with his
sister's husband. W. B. Street, who In-

duced his wife to tell the sheriff here what
she knew of her brother's connection with
the murder of Willie Gates. When Gates
was murdered, he was on his way to Iowa,
and fell in with Jester, who was going to
Eastern Missouri. Gates lived at Valley
Center, Kas., and he and Jester met near
Eldorado and traveled on into Monroe
county, Mo., when Gates disappeared. No
trace of his body could ever be found.
After twenty-si- x years his sister tells of
the whole affair which promises to lead to
sensational developments.

CASE 0FMRS. RICH.

Mexican Government Names a Com-

missioner to Work for Her
Extrnilltlon.

WASHINGTON. June 21. The Mexican
government has designated a commissioner
to present the extradition case against Mrs.
Rich, now held In Texas on the charge
of having killed her husband In Mexico.
The case Is of unusual interest, as It Is the
first under the new extradition treaty be-

tween this country and Mexico, and Be-

cause of the peculiar clrlcumstances of
the alleged crime. In some respects the
case is like that of Mrs. Maybrick, as Mrs.
Rich is an American woman charired with
killing her husband In a foreign country.
For this reason, the- - American officials are
loath to surrender Mrs. Rich until the case
against her Is well established, as her ex-
tradition would mean a foreign trial and
punishment On the other hand, the Mex-
ican authorities hold that the crime will
go unpunished unless the accused Is sur-
rendered to Mexico, as the American courts
would not have jurisdiction over a crime
committed abroad. The Mexican authori-
ties have been allowed until the 27th Inst,
to make out their case before the court at
El Paso, where the accused Is held. Thepapers 'will then be forwarded here for
final consideration. Under the treaty, the
president has discretion to grant the ex-
tradition or to refuse It, without reference
to the hearing.

Can't get
help.' "

SHE GIVES A VIVID IDEA OK HER
LIKE AT 3IANILA.'

Hovr Fnnnton First Met Ilii. "Wife

Friends and Family In

From peaceful Oakland to the bloody bat-

tlefields of the Philippines Is a change that
few womdn would desire, but Mrs. Fred
Funston enjoys IU She was Miss Eda
Blankart when she was wooed and won by
the dashing colonel of the Twentieth Kan-
sas and taken to the scenes of the war In
the far-aw- tropic Isles. Funston wooed
as ho has fought with a rush. The daunt-
less young man who had explored In Alaska
and fought with Gomez had known the
young lady only five weeks and was en-

gaged only two days when the marriage
ceremony was performed.

It was a case of "VenI, vldl, vlcl." The
marriage took place at the family home of
the Blankarts, 1319 Tenth avenue, Oakland,
on October 25, 1SDS, and two days later the
transport Indiana sailed with Funston and
the Kansas troops aboard.

But little more than a week afterward
his wife sailed to join him. She has been
with him since on the tiring line, and her
experiences as told by letters to her family
are of extraordinary Interest.

At the handsome home of the Blankarts
a day or two ago the father, mother and
sister of Mrs. Funston alluded to the court-
ship and discussed the news received from
Mrs. Funston and the general. Otto Blan-
kart, the father of Mrs. Funston, was not
at home when the courtship and marriage
took place.

It Is an exceedingly pretty tale, that of
the wooing of the young woman by tho
brave soldier. The courtship took place
at the family home, though tho young peo
ple first met at the residence of a friend in
Belvedere.

None the less Interesting are the letters
from the front from MYs. Funston. in one
of which she tells of following her husband
and carrying a revolver for her protection.
In another she recounts how, when tho in-

surgents began firing she was hustled off
to a place of safety. Under date of Manila,
February 4, she writes:

As I write I can hear the boom of can-
nons and the firing of rifles. At about 10
o'clock this evening our last vsltor left us,
and twenty minutes later I was lying very
comfortably In bed and Fred was just
about to put out the light when "Metcalf
knocked at the door and said:

"There is firing at the outposts!"
I can tell you It did not take our men

and Fred very long to get into their
clothes. Fred got a little excited In his
hurry to dress, and I Hew around helping
mm.

As soon as I got him off I began to dress
myself. As usual, under exciting circum-
stances, I was as cool as a cucumber. I
gathered up my most valuablo belongings,
packed my trunk as full as possible, locked
it, and, before you could say Jack Itobln-so- n.

After resting a few minutes ho took me
over to the left, on a utile knoll, from

similarly disguised, aboard the same trans-
port with her husband. This was entirely
Incorrect. No effort was ever made to go
on tho transport. Mrs. Funston, on the
contrary, went with General Miller, on the
Newport, some two weeks after General
Funston had gone. There were several oth-
er ladies, all wives of officers and their
friends, who were aboard, so that Eda had
plenty of pleasant company.

"General Funston first met Eda at the
home of C. O. Perry, In Belvedere. It has
been stated that he met her at a church
social; but he dld not. Through friends
of ours here my daughters were introduced
to several officers and others of the Twen-
tieth Kansas soon after their arrival. They
were all members of the Phi Beta Society.
There were two meetings of this society,
and each time General Funston was Invit-
ed, but was prevented by important orders
relative to his office. Finally a social enter-
tainment took place at Mr. Perry's to which
the colonel was invited, and there he
met Eda. This was on Sunday, arid the fol-
lowing Tuesday he called at our home here
to meet her again, and after that he came
frequently.

"The acquaintance lasted five weeks, dur-
ing the latter part of the colonel's stay
here. . Two days before the end of the five
weeks the colonel! proposed to Eda. He
was going away and asked her to go with
him. It was a pretty sudden thing to all of
us. Mr. Blankart was away in New York,
the boat was about to go, and here were
these young people wanting my consent.

I knew that I was being placed in a
pretty responsible position. But though we
had known Colonel Funston but a very
short time, he never had any opposition
from any of us. I always liked his modest
ways. He was the most unassuming young
man I ever saw. He did not piore than
allude to his experiences In Alaska. Cuba
or elsewhere, which the newspapers and
magazines have been printing by the page.
He never talked about himself. But I
always liked him. I felt that he was a
young man who, though unassuming, had
real merit. I could trust the future of my
daughter with him. and I told him so.
My consent made the young people very
happy.

"It was a question whether my husband
could reach home In time to attend the
wedding. We knew the transport was
scheduled to sail, but in most cases hither-
to there had been delays. We hoped It
would be so In this case, so I telegraphed
to Mr. Blankart announcing the engage-
ment, and asking him to hurry home to
attend the wedding. He started, but could
not get here In time. There was no delay
In the transport's leaving, so just before
the steamer departed we called In our min-
ister, the Rev. Dr. R. F. Coyle, of the
First Presbyterian church here, and he
performed the ceremony In our house. A
few of our personal friends and of Colonel
Funston only were present. We have, of
course, never regretted the giving of our
consent, for we allifeel'that General Funs-
ton is a brave, noble man. As Mr. Blan
kart did not arrive In time he has never
seen General Funston. The telegram X
sent him announcing Eda's engagement
was a great surprise to him, for when he
left a few weeks before, she had not even
met her future husband.

Fnnston an Ardent Snltor.
